The salaries pald to them now
are not sufficient wo support them in their
efforts to do this, and they are consequently
compelled to draw upon their private
means. These facts are known to the
Democratic demagogues in the House, as
well a8 the further [set that the Senate will
probably refuse to concur in the proposed
reduction. They will claim, however,
when the Senate thus refuses, that they
attempted to cut down expenses and were
prevented from so doing by the Rzpublican
msjority in the upper House.

A CKNIENNIAL SERMON.
Among the speeches that were made just

before the Centennial bill was passed, by a
mengre majority, the one delivered by Mr.
Rlobbine, of North Caroling, excited un-
uvsosl sttention and feeling on sccount of
the patriotic glow of the sentiments uttered.
Of six sons who entered the Confederate
army, Mr. llobbins is one of the two who
survived the shock of mrms.

We quote from this thrilling ad-
dress, not for the purpose of finding any
fault with the sentiments uttered, which
do bonor to his heart, but as this may be
considered a representative of the peace
specches made by Southern members at
this time, it is fair to analyze it in the light
ol reason &s well as of peace.

Even while the burning sentiments were
being uttered by the eloquent speaker it
came to mind that in his own State and in
the principal city, Wilmington, as late aslast
winter, we heard of an sttempt to deprive
the great msjority of that city ol any voice
inthe government of 1. DBy a most out-
rageousand tyrannical act of the State Legis
lsture, an attempt was made to so divide
the city es to practically throw out the
colored vole. Mr, Ilobbins, IT we mistake
not, was one of those who supported the
high-banded messure, and, though it is not
our purpese to held Lim responsible for it,
atl this time, vel in this connection it iss
sa(l discord in the harmony of his song of
pesce.  But the sentiments to which he
gave such fine utterauce have been echoed
by many, very many {rom the BSouth.
Good will, fralernity, brotherly affection,
universal amily snd good feeling have been
the theme of all who turned, as he has
turned, towards the light. We will not
quarrel with these sentiments. Iappily,
they are now and have long been the uni-
versal expression of the North, There is
nol even occasion to repeat them there, for
as far as fraternal affection and good will
towsard the South is concerned, it is so uni-
versal, 50 unquestioned, and so sincere that
be who repeats it subjects himsell to be
thought a “‘trimmer’’ for populsrity or for
s purpose. It may be a new discovery to
the South, but in the North and West all
revesgeful feelings were buried with the
dead, snd bave given place to the softened
emotions of sorrovi and of hope. But with
those from the Scuthern section of a re-
united country perbaps it is different. Un.
doubtedly many Southern men come here
uninformed of these fucts, There is still
existing 1 a degree the old time misunder-
standing, almost a willful misunderstand-
ing, of the generous and noble spirit of the
Northern people. We are pained that the
South should misapprehend it, but they
always have, and (o & certain extent do so
now.

Coming back 1o the National Capital
afler years of voluntary exile, many South-
ern men feel a degree of seriousness in the
mere sct of coming to which we are
strangers, or which we have forgotten if
we ever knew it. Years of peace and
growth have intervened with us, but their
repentance is new and fresh. The mere
fact of coming to the grand Capital of the
nation and looking upon the dear old flag,
with its golden stars of hope, that floats
serenely from its dome, thrills them with
the pride and glory of patriotism. We
honor the emotions that are awakened in
them. They are not new tous. It would
perhaps be ungenerous to say that we have

never forgotten them, but such is the fact.
But we are glad and bappy to share them

their perpetuity as our brightest hope. But
just here we pause. 'We have heard words
of peaceand fraternal regard before, and re-
member too well that the South has been too
prone to insist on a monopoly of patriotism.
We love the patriotism of acts more than of
words, and when these orators are express-
ing grandiloquent sentiments that may be
and are made use of for sectional and party
purposes, and in the guise of generosity an
ndvantage in a political sense is sought to
be won by them, we say that they are but
as sounding brassand tinkling cymbal
There is no more of the true music of pa-
triotism in them than in the beating of the
Chinese tom-tom. Genuine sentiments of
good-will we revere, but the studied plan
to gain Northern votes by Lhe display of a
meteoric and strangely-coincident shower
of patriolic fireworks does not deceive n
the least, The North has held out its hand
of amity for years. All that is to be dooe
is to step up quietly and take it. There
is no need of going into comvulsions of
patriotism about it. There is notbing of
the war troubles to forgive. They are al-
ready forgotten. But the peace asked for
by the North is the peace of to-day. It
wants the South to come here with clean
hands from the latest elections; not with
forgiveness for war wrongs done or re-
ceived, but with a genuine desire expressed
in acts to live & new and a better life.

Perlaps
it will be the absorbing question in the
opening year of our new century. And
very many men are asking themselves why
it should not become so? It is suggested

Doez not experience
teach us rather that the appearance of such
influences exert a refining tendency every-
where?
