From every section of the lund,
mest especially from the great Northwest,
the gmaary of the country—and soon to be
of the world—there is a continuons protest
agaiost these matiroad monopolies, which
remier aimost valueless the products of
that immense area by charging such prices
for transporting them that nothing is lelt
for the producer, asd the grain raisers are
but the unpaid slaves of the railroads.

conrstn ELECTIONS IN VIRGINIA.

Une of the rarest specimens of refined and
suecessful politieal villainy that has ever come
under our observation is contained in a fate pub-
lication, made under the auspices of the Senate
Commitiee on Privileges and Elections of the
Virginia Legislature, entitied **Contested Elec-
tions 1o the Senate of Virginla, Case of Brady
ve. Gayle, Bessions '15-"1G."" This document,
embracing over 100 pages, would, if inthe
hands of fairminded men of the North and
West, constitute a camjaign document for
the approaching clection that would make the
Democracy stand aghast at the record of the
fnfquities of that party in the South.

The facts, Lriefly stated, are that James D.
Brady, Republican, and Jno. I, Gayle, Demo-
crat, were candidates at the election held in
November for the Scnate of Virginia trom the
“Eleventh Senatorial district,” compored of
the city of Portemoulh and the county of Nor-
folk, in the State of Virginla. The scat was
awarded to Gayle by the Democratic judges of
clection In the face of such frauds as only
modern Democracy is eapable of. In the

swern and altested statement of Brady, as
made before the commitice of the Senate, we

Of the 511
ballols counted for Gale oaly 55 were of the
style and character of those which had been
offered by aod reccived from the clectors as
their ballots; the residue 450 were false ballots
and fraudulently put in the box, and none of
them wero at sald clection offered by any
elector as and for his ballot, or &0 received by
the judges ol clection.

The aggre-
gule number of baliots found in the ballot-box
was 2,751, belog an excess of number of names
on eald poll-books of 1,195 ; that of all the
ballots counted at sald ward:—to wit: 1,155—
there was ondy 161 genuine Lallots, or such as
had been offered by voters or received by the
judges of election as Lheir ballots, the residue
ol said groulne ballots—to wit : about 1,085—
baving Leen drawn out in drawing out the ox-
cess ballots ; that, of 1,061 ballols counted for
Gayle, only 85 were genuineffballols, the resi-
due, #70, being of a class that were not voted,
and which we have deseribed as the “‘un-
folded, sugar.kiss verses.””

In view of the foregoing statement of facts,
well might Madam REoland, had she lived to
see unreconstructed Virginia, exclaim, ““Oh,
Liberty ! what crimes are committed in thy
pame!"” Theee are only some of the diaboll-
cal methods devised by Virginia Democracy to

selves fo the machinations of the secession
Democracy who invariably reap all the re.
