"Why did President Grant accept Rel-

knap's resignation" This is the prevail-
ing question of the hour, and is asked a3
frequently by the friends as the opponents
of the Administration. Tc answer was
plainly stated in our news columns yester-
day in the explanation that the 1'resideut.
at the time he accepted It, was not aware of
the fact that Mr. Relknap's personal acts
were the subject of Congressional investi-
gation, lie knew, of course, that the ap-

propriate committee of the House wa
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cn gaged in investigating the affairs or the
War Department, but in addition to this
knew nothing except what lie wa told by
Mr. Relknap hims.lf. The latter was
greatly confused at the time ho tendered
the written request to be relieved, and left
the impression on the President's mind that
while he did not intend or desire to shirk
any personal responsibility for any official
act, he did intend and desire to assume re-

sponsibility fcr the acU of others. The
President was deeply impressed with what
then appeared to be an act.of
on the part of tho ex Secretary, and, with-
out intending to aid him in avoiding pun-
ishment to the full extent of the law, wrote
an acceptance. If the PrcsUent had at
that instant known the full extent of Mr.
Relknap's complicity in the acts of those
whose memories and secrets he seemed
intent upon shielding, another and a dif-
ferent result might have ensued.
As the case now stands, the President has
already been assailed for precipitate
friendly action, when, in fact, he acted
under a misapprehension. It is prob-
able, however, that if he had not ac-

cepted it the Opposition would have in-

stantly charged him with retaining an un-

worthy person in official position and a
corruptionist in his Cabinet.

As it is, by placing Secretary Robeson in
charge or the War Department, which he
could not have done so long as Mr. Rel-

knap retained possession or the portfolio,
the Government service has not been in-

terfered with, but its imperative- - interests
have been served. At the same time, the
ends of justice have not been retarded, be-

cause the cases of General Relknap and his
accomplices were instantly brought to the
attention of the proper judicial authori-
ties.

nopoly, a twin monster line of equal mag-
nitude and power, the two to be capable of
crushing the very Hfo outof all ftiture com-

petition under a unity or ownership and
policy. This brier statement will give our
readers some faint idea of what is involved
in this contest before Congress, between
the "Huntington ring" on the one hand
and the people of thirty-on- e States and
Territories, as represented by eight hun-
dred and sixty nine delegates to the St.
Louis convention in November last, on the
other. The success or their efforts would
be to perpetuate their power over the pro-

ductive wealth or this entire people by de-

feating the only possible competing scheme
in the present condition of tho country.
Congress has no power now to control and
regulate this monster monopoly by effective
legislation. The Texas and Pacific bill, on
the contrary, expressly provides that that
road shall forever bo "a free and op.n high-
way," subject to the control of Congress
and the courts, so as to insure Impartiality
and equity in its management, and the en-

joyment of its benefits by all sections: and
it is further expressly prohibited from en-

tering into any combinations with other
corporations whereby its character as a
free highway might be lost, and it become
a parly to monopoly. Here is where the
shoe pinches. If Congress decides to aid
in building the Texas and Pacific road il
will be upon terms that forever prevent the
ownci. of the present monopoly from gain-
ing control of it. Hence the detennin ition
to deleut it at all hazards.
