It is learned from official sources that the
gross amount of the receipts of the Govern-

ment from March 4, 1769, to June 30, 18C1,

was 52,263,660,610.68, and from July 1,
18C1, to June 30, 1875, 812,709,645,059.91,
thus showing the total receipts from the
organization of the Government to the
commencement of the administration of the
Republican party (a period of 78 3 years)
to he only 17 8-- per cent, of the amount
receiTed during the present party admin-

istration of 15 years.
The gross amount oi expenditures of the

Government for all purposes from March
4. 1789, to June 30, 18G1, was 32,230,947,-17- 3

21, and from July 1, 1861, to June 30,
1875, S12 566,892,569.5?, ora total expend-

iture for 78 1-- 3 years of only 17 7-- per
cent, of the amount expended under the
administration of the Republican party
during the past 15 years.

In other words, the amount of money
received and expended by the Government
for the first 781-- 3 3 cars ($4,494,607,-783.8- 9)

was but 17 75-1- per cent of the
amount received and disbursed during the
Republican administration of 15 years
$25276,537,629.44.

The leldtive percentage of loss by defal-

cations of public officers who handled those
funds during the periods named has not
yet been exactly ascertained latci than to
the close of the second administration of
"President Jackson. Hut, if we take the
average of the losses by defalcations of
public officers during those earlier Admin-istlatio-

as the basis for an approximate
result, we find that the Republicans
must be shown to have defaulted over
8160,000,000, before they will become
amenable to the charges of bavins been
more corrupt than their predecessors.

I' is one of the crowning glories of the
Republican part- - that in the magnitude of
its handlings of money, so far in excess of
any and all of its predecessors, its percent-
age of losses are greatly below that of the
parties who are daily denouncing it for
venality and corruption. Before it can be
safely denounced by the Democratic party
it must be shown to have become defaulter
by over two hundred millions. Men who
prate of dollars in I860, and compare them
with dollars in 1S7C, and say that they cm
run the Government on the same revenue
in the latter as in the former year, simply
proclaim their ignorance.

DEMOCRATIC PEZCEDEHH JOE BELKNAP.
The virtuous indignation expressed in

Democratic circles over the weakness of a
foolish bribe taker would make a horse
laugh were it not so deeply tinged with a
melancholy recollection of Democratic po-

litical crime whici as far transcends all
that has come to light in Belknap's case as
the performance of Satan in the Garden of
Eden does that of a boy cheating at mar-
bles. When the charge of the Govern-
ment passed into the hands of the Rcpub-Jioan- -

.party it was rank with pollution,
weak from Tire Insatiate hunger of vam-
pires, bleeding at every pore and stripped
of half of its natural power. The list of
the crimes of Democratic officials for ten
years previous to the war, not including
their centre piece of iniquity, secession, is
hardly paralleled in the history of nations,
and the student of the past turns from the
sworn evidence, the legal records of the
crimes, with a nausea that cannot be de-

scribed. They are found in the known
employment of immense sums of moaey
belonging to the Government in effecting
the passage of the Lecompton and Eng-

lish bills by Congress, the purchase with
Government money of newspapers to aid
in securing mere party ends; in the im-

proper and most corrupt use of the publ.c
rmncy ii the employment of men in the
public serv ice in direct violation of law, in
the efforts on the part of
officers of the Government to defeat the
statutes of the United States which protect
the Treasury from illegal claims; in the
special record of the tremendous sums of
money robbed from the Government by
the public printer during Buchanan's Ad-

ministration, in the employment of money
belonging to the Governmentjto carry elec-

tions, and in the fat contracts, "live oik
contracts," given to those who actually
purchased them from Cabinet officers; in
the princely sums stolen from the Interior
Department by Thompson; in the
grand robberies of Floyd, in the
misdirection of money by Cobb, and
in a thousand and one other ways as well
known and attested. These crimes were
overshadowed by the stupendous sin of
secession, in which forts and fleets and
custom-house- s and navy yards and States
were stolen without reserve by this same
Democratic party but they are not for-

gotten, for they were the crimes not of
individuals, but of a party of a national
banditti, working up together the inheri
tance of everlasting infamy. In all this,
however, there is no excuse for an indi-

vidual member of the Republican party
who sins. Even the criminals we have
described are invited to try him, to join in
the procession wending its way to his
Calvary.

EECOIL 0? TEE DEMCC3ATIC BUS.
The effort to disgrace and dishonor the

Republican party before the country on ac-

count of the disgraceful acts of the ex-W-

Minister is proving a sad failure. Nobody
sees and feels this more sensibly than the
Democrats themselves. In their haste to
make political capital for the New Hampshire
and Connecticut elections they have made
some egregious blunders, that show alike
their insincerity and inconsistency. In the
first place, they let the witness Marsh, who
isaDemocratandaparticipator in Belknap's
crime, go out of the country, against the
earnest protest of Mr. Bass, who unfortu-

nately has been detained by illness from his
seat, and 'Was unable to expose, as he would
otherwise have doneythc gross
sentatiens of Mr. Blackburn on that point.
The sending of Marsh out of the country
deprives the course of justice of one of its
material witnesses. The refusal of the
Democratic members of the committee to
go before the civil tribunal and secure Mr.
Belknap's indictment and conviction shows
conclusively that they have determined to
obstruct the cause of justice and let the
two guilty men escape. They hug to their
bosoms the doubt relating to the power of
the Senate to impeach an officer who has
resigned his position, and now connive at a
defeat of criminal law.

might become a boomerang. It
says:

"It is to be hoped the principle that
functionaries may be Impeached for past

malfeasance In office shall be firmly estab-
lished, because there are those who broke
their oaths ol office and helped to plunder
Uncle Sam in the trying times about the begin-
ning of the late civil war, who arc as font of
office now as they were then."

It is barely possible that the idea ex-
pressed in this paragraph may have had
some weight in influencing the delays
which have occurred in the House regard-
ing the Belknap affair. At any rate, it
presents a new feature of the case, which
is worthy of general attention.

Mn. Kasson, of Iowa, made a gool
point against the Opposition in his re-

marks on the Grand Jury summons in the
Belknap case Wednesday, showing the
difference between the management of
such affairs by a Republican and a Demo-
cratic maj ority. He sai 1 :

"Mr. Speaker, I say the condition is an ex-

traordinary one. It is one without precedent,
but with precedents directly to the contrary.
I recollect, sir, after the Racine Mail Investi-
gation was reported to this House, and pro-
ceedings were instituted in the court of this
District In like manner, criminal proceedings
for the punishment of the parties reported to
have been guilty of crime, two members of
the House Committee on Ways and Means
were summoned to give their testimony.
What did they do? Did they come to this
House to beg they might not be required to
tell what they knew! On the contrary, they
appeared before that tribunal, gave their evi-

dence like citizens of this great country, all of
whom were Interested in the punishment of
crime, and no appeal was made to the Ilouse
to protect them against It."

Tub rejection of Senator Pinchback yes-

terday was one of the most unfortunate
blunders ever committed by the Senate.
It has no significance as regards the ques-
tion of race or color; but it places the
Senate in the attitude of having stultified
itself. Having recognized Gov. Kellogg
as the legal Governor of Louisiana, and
having rejected the pretentious claims of
Mr. Eustis, the logical action in the
premises would have been to admit Pinch-
back. But unwise counsels have prevailed,
and a sufficient number of Republican
Senators were so influenced by technical
considerations as to join with the Demo-
crats in voting for Senator Edmunds'
amendment No matter what other result
may follow, it is certain that Mr. Pinch-
back will not desert the party even under
this great provocation, and his merits as a
leader will not permit him to wait long
before he receives some new and additional
recognition cf the appreciation in which he
is held by his constituents. His rejection,
however, is a poor reward for the sacrifices
he has made to the party, and the personal
peril he has incurred by bis devotion to
its principles.

It Is a dis-
grace to our republican form of government
that our statesmen will submit to bribes. Here
Is a case where it took only twenty dollars to
buy a Senator.

Illester Clymer to the front. While popu-

lar indignation is falling, like the rush of a
strong torrent, upon the bowed head of the
unfortunate Belknap, a spark is struck from
the flint of exposure, which illuminates a ques-

tionable act of Mr. Clymer, and places him
prominently before the country as an Import-
ant subject of investigation. Pendleton and
Clymer are two names that will occupy public
attention for a few days.

Here is a small calculation for Mr. Bobbins
respecting the twenty dollars he received
from Stephens for his Senatorial Influence.
It makes twenty-fou- r cents for every month
up to the day he helped to fasten bribery on
Belknap since, in the Senate of North Caro-

lina, he took a bribe himself. Five cents for
every minute since he stood on the floor of the
National House of Representatives, and
uatched Clymer, who, with piously uplifted
eyes, all suffused In tears, attempted to fasten
upon the Republican party the responsibility
of a enme similar to that which he (Itobblns)
had committed. Two cents for every second
since Clymer, Blackburn and himself hur-

riedly secured the witness fees for Marsh, and
allowed him to leave against the earnest pro-

testations of the Republican members of the
committee, thus thwarting the ends of justice
in the impeachment trial. One mill for every
tick of the clock since but the bribe Is really
too small to go into any further details in this
computation.

Messrs. Blackburn, Robbins, Knott and
other members of the House,
who were summoned to appear as witnesses
before the District grand jury yesterday, made
their appearance in the Criminal Court about
11 o'clock a. m. They exhlDltcd up)n their
haught countenances a contempt for the
court, and intimated that they had &ve doubts
as to whether or not their attendance as wit-

nesses could be enforced, alleging that disclo-

sures made by tbcm as to what had occurred
in their committee-roo- would assuredly de-

feat the ends of Justice and allow criminals to
escape the meshes w hich were nearly woven
around them. His Honor, notwithstanding
the fact that he was confronted by a rebel
bushwhacker, and a brother of the man who
endeavored to spread yellow fever throughout
the North during the late war, was not at all
disconcerted, and by his manner very plainly
intimated that the majesty of the law would
be upheld by him.
