Dirtrist Attoroey Wells announced that the
Gevernment had fuur Indictments agalnst the
aecustd. The first was an Indictment for the
larceny of the sum of money above stated; the
secend eharged him with the embeszlement of
the same, snd the third contained four counts—
ope of larceny; the second with recelvi the
mooey, knowing It to be #tolen; the thi witk
embezzl'ng the same, and the fourth with re-
ceiving the embezzled mopey, knowing It to
hzvo been emberzled. Heretofors motions
been made to quazh the first two Indictment
snd these motions were cverruled. Genera
Heskle then moved to guash the third lndist-
ment, which contatned the four counts above re-
ferted to.

Gen. Henkle said be dld not propouhlbmk‘;
