Tliree Ifotorioni Desperados in Limbo.
The detective force of the District during tbe

past winter have been actively engaged In fer-

reting out the authors of certain crimes, not tbe
least or which has been the tracing down or cer-

tain burglaries and capturing the guilty parties.
It Is a class cf work that not only requires skill,
but contlderaole patience, and many Is the time
that tbe officer gets thrown from the trail by dis-
couragement. Lately, however, tbe efforts ofthe
detectives have been better rewarded, and none
more successfully than those of Detectives
Coomes and Miller, who have applied themselves
laltnrully to certain work lntrnsted to their care,
and in the solution have brought about pleasing
results to all parties Interested, excepting the
guilty ones, who, of course, cannot appreciate the
prospects of a lengthy prison life.

B.Scell made as eloquent appeal
for tbe wretched girls to fnquently tried In her
husband's court, whom the d judge
would sot condemn ir there was any loophole or
escape, because the only place where tney could
be sent wss the common jail or the filthy, degrad-
ing workhouse. Her relation of namerous Inci-

dents nndtr her own observation was touching in
the extreme, and she was frequently obliged to
panee for strength to desenbe the sufferings or
tb tie victims or the social vice. Mrs. LaUroIt
Laigdon called the attention of the committee
to the practical benefits or the Ohio Girls' Re-
form school. Lieut. Sklppon also related his
personal experiences In arresting these girls In
Waabitgtos.
A letter was read from his Honor D. K. Can-

ter. Chief Justice or the Supreme Court or the
District of Columbia, asking Immediate pro-
vision for tbe four classes named in the bill. A
letter Irom tbe Department or Justice was read,
statlcg tbat no provision existed in the District
for femsle juvenile delinquents. A letter was
also read rrsm Judge SnelL or tbe Police Court,
stating the law relating to juvenile offenders,
which required tbat they should be sent to a re-
form school, and the proper place had been pro-
vided by the United States for boys, while no
place was provided for girls except the work-tens- e

of the Board of Trustees, spoke of the valuable
testimony tbat would be brought before the com-
mittee In behalf of tbe bill for the purchase of a
site acd construction of buildings lor a girl's re-
form school.

trial. Very nearly an equal number or keepers
of such bonses have been arretted on processes
limed by courts during the tame period of time.

Now, what has been the result of all these raids
and arrests ? In every ease the persons arrested,
both men and women, have been taken Into coort,
where, under oar laws as they now exist,

or made witnesses against the women, and tbe
w.mtn mulcted In liter. These fines were paid
by tbe women oat of money earned throhgh their
mode or lire, or their male "friends" came forward
and furnished money to pay their fines for tbem,
thereby placing the women under renewed obll.
cations. Even more exacting and unjust than
the law were tbe demands or shyster lawyers,who
gathered around these nnnrtunate women when
arretted like hungry buzzards about fallen pre7,
(.rasping for retainers and fees for worthless cer-
vices. Invariably alter the payments, as above
stated, tbe women went back to the same course
or life to recuperate their depleted purses and
repay obligations Incurred. By this public ex-
posure the last cord tbat held them in restraint
was broken,and all hope of restoration to kindred
aid society vanished. They have been plunged
reckless! Into life tbat leads to tbe very depths
offo!ser7lnTcrIafc, .

1 have never, In toy experience, known of one
woman being reformed or driven from tbe lire a
prostitute by arrest and punishment. Nor do I
believe tueha result was ever accomplished by
such means in this or any other city. My obser-
vation tesehes me tbat in cities where these wo-
men have been pursued the most unrelentingly
through existing laws, In those very cities

pnosTtTtmos is the jiost cojtaois,
and Its votaries the most numerous and per.
tlttent in their manner of gaining a livelihood.

The Rreat object to be attained by the Insti-
tution you ask for It the tavlsg of eueh or the
young at are especially exposed to temptation,
and the rescue ol those who have been betrayed
by tbe seducer, bat who have sot entered rally
upon tbe life of a courtesan. That the sources
which tapply houses or prostitution with in-
mates may be' cut off, or, at least, largely re-
duced, and great good accomplished In tbe In-

terests or virtue, humanity and Christianity. 1
have no doubt that there are at least one hun-
dred girls In this District under the age of six-
teen years, of tbe two classes last named who
ssculd be gathered Into a reform school Imme-
diately, It they aro to be saved from a lira or
shame Into which circumstances are rapidly
pressing tbem.

Is conclusion, 1 wish you the most complete
success In your efforts to supply a plaee or refdge
and rerorm for the erring and exposed girls of oar
community. You deserve success, if years of toll,
unrecompented by pecuniary gain, and unaided
except by a few brave and noble women who have
gather around you, can speak Is bebalfor tbe
cause you represent. None others seem to care
ror these perishing girls; certainly none others ex.
tend apparent sympathy or a helping hand.
