The Straw Bid Investigation.
The Post Office and Post Roads Committee met

yesterday and farther examined the witness
Barlow, lie reiterated his statements of Satur-
day, and said he paid Gen. Morgan L Smith
$20,000, and Sir. Earle, who had bees First As-
sistant Postmaster General, $5 000. He said he
paid the latter under the belief that he was inti-
mate with Postmaster General Cres irell.

Th9 Bankrupt Act.
The bill Introduced yesterday by SenatorJThur-rca- n

amendatory of the bankrupt act provides
that no transfer, voluntary assignment by a
debtor, heretolore or hereafter made In good
faith fcrthe benefit or all his creditors according
to their respective rights thereto anil without
preference, and valid according to the law ot
the state where made, shall. In the event of his
being subsequently adjudicate! bankrupt, be a
bar to the discharge oi such debtor.

Indian Trust Funds.
Senator Allison's bill proposes to authorize the

Secretary of the Interior to deposit in the United
Mates Treasury any sums now held or hereafter
received by him as trns'ea of Indian tribes, on
account of the redemption of bonds or other trust
fund securities whenever he Is ofopinion that the
best Interests of the Indians will be promoted by
ruch deiiosits in lieu of Investments, and the
United States Government Is to pay five per
cent. Interest on all such deposits.

Army Lieutenants.
Senator Wright's bill provides that all first

lieutenants of cavalry, artillery and Infantry
who served In the volunteer service and were ap-

pointed to be second lieutenants In the regular
army, and whose services aggregated more thin
ten years previous to their promotion to bo first
lieutenants, shall rank as first lieutentnts from
the date they completed ten years' service. The
bill also makes the same provision for second
lieutenants.

The Texas Pacific Batlroad.
TheSenato Kallroad Committee had a rail

meeting yesterday, and took Into consideration
the various propositions looking to the construc-
tion of a Paclbc railroad on the thirty second
parallel or latitude. The Texas Pacific bill,
known as the Scott bill, was considered In all
Its bearings, as also the alternative proposition
presented by Mr Hamilton, oi Tela", to build a
road with no further subsidy than the land
grant. Some definite action will probably be
taken on Monday next, to which time the sub
ject was postponed.

State Emigration Laws Vgid.
The Supreme Court of the United States yes-

terday decided, in ithe cases coming from New
York and California, the latter case belss that of
the woman Chy Lung, who, it was alleged, was
brought Into the State for purposes of prostlta.
tlon, that the whole subject ol emigration is con-
fided to Congress by the Constitution, and that
the State laws restricting or regulating the mat-
ter, with a view to protect themselves against
the arrival from foreign ports of pauper, crimi-
nals or prostitutes, are wholly void The court
declined to consider the question how lar the
states may legislate to protect themselves, and
in what manner. If at all. In the absence of action
by Congress. Mr. Justice Miller delivered the
opinion.

Sana and the English Mission.
The letter or .Richard H. Dana, regarding the

charges against him now under consideration by
the Foreign Relations Committee, is looked upon
by members of the Senate as ofienslve In the
highest degree to that boly. If there was any
way in which they could let his nomination lie In
the pigeon-hol- e without detriment to the public
Interests, it would surely be done, but the mis-
sion must be filled, and the Senate will no doubt
reject him summarily. A prominent Democratic
Senator, In view or this, quoted the old saying
that "the blood of the martyrs Is the teed of the
Church," when somebody reiponded that Dana
has no bload In him. Some ot the Senators feel
personally Insulted by Dana's letter, and it may
be that In order to relieve them from being com-
pelled to consider the nomination the President
will withdraw It,

Mr. Holman called the previous question, and the
till was lost ty a vote of lento 108. After that
vote was recorded there was a strong effort
among the Democrats to make a test on tbe

ayce caucus bill. Mr. Payne was, however,
taken off the Moor by a decision of the Sneaker
that the remainder of the day belonged to tbe
District of Columbia Committee tinder the rule,
and that no suspension of the rules was In order
for any purpose, later In the day It was tried
again, amid some excltment, but tbe House

apalnet General Habcook, it Is now ascertained
was simply a confidential letter written by the
Attorney General without the knowledge of the
Presloen: and In the Interest or justice. Every
culprit, almost, was anxious to plead guilty,
with an understanding that he was to be made
Stales' witness, and the Attorney General
thought it was likely to become epidemic to that
degree that all tbe criminals would escape
through the States' witness door, while the pos-
sibilities were that Innocent parties might be
condemned through the seal of these penitent
thleier. His letter was Intended to be a conf-
idential reminder tbat enough was as good as
a feast, as all such testimony must be corrobor-
ated by eredlnle witnesses with clean hands In
order to secure conviction. It was not Intended
lor publication, but it was abstracted and
printed, when the President for tbe first time
became aware or its existence. Had It been
presented to him be tore It was mailed there is no
certainty that he would have approved It. These
are the simple facts In the case, which the De-

tective tress is expected to Ignore without
apolocy or cmtnde cither to the President or
the Attorney General.

Indeed, In Eng-
land we believe quite considerable little libra-
ries have been accumulated at the light-house-s

and stations, to the great satisfaction or
their Inmates, by tbe thoughtlul kindness or
noble donors, like the Rev. Mr. Southgate.

The Spsscer Investigation.
The Senate Committee or Privileges and Elec-

tions yesterday resumed the Investigation of tno
alleged corrupt means used in the election of
Senator Spencer.

The chairman stated that the committee had
arrived at the conclusion that tbey would not In-

vestigate anything that bad been settled by the
United States Senate, or hear any evl lenee touch-
ing the legality of the election or Senator Spsncer,
the Court-hous- e Legislature having bean recog-nlzc- d

as the legal body; but will Investigate any
charges ef bribery to secure that election.

Robert Barber, the witness who testified on
Saturday, said that J. J. Hinds was recognised
as a particular friend of Spencer's. He tboaght
Hinds the most active politician In the State; tfiat
be had worked day ana night.

The witness said he knew or several persons,
colored members of the Legislature, borrowing
sums of money from Hinds. Never knew of Hinds
paying out any money ior votes one way or an-
other. Can't tell whether these men ever In-

tended or did return tbe money borrowed by them.
They were always borrowing money, hlybest
recollection Is that this money was borrowed be-
fore the election; don't remember of any note be-
ing taken to secure the return of tbe money.

The witness gave" a rambling, jerky account or
a preposition that had been made to pay a col-
ored senator named Jones $2,200 to stay In the
Court.hcue Legislature, it being undrrstoodlhat
the Democrats had mase a proposition to give
him $2,000 to leave and go Into tbe Capitol Legis-
lature, which action would have left the bpencer
Legislature withont a quorum. Witness thought
they had a right to make any kind or a proposi-
tion to a man who was mean enough to betray
his party.

This Is the sort or evidence that they are trying
to displace Senator Spencer with. The investiga-
tion fell through of Its own wtlzht on the first
day, when the witness upon whom they relied as
firmly as the Judiciary Committee rely upon
Marsh's testimony to impeach rlelknap testified
In Spencer's behalf. Tbe Committee on Privi-
leges acd Elections Is heartily disgusted with the
whole affair.

Secret of Bad Ventilation.
It Is asserted with much conlilence that the

secret or the alleged bad air pervading the Hall
of the House of Representatives has been found
by Mr. Edward Clark, the architect ol the Cap-
itol extension, to be due to the fact that the fresh
air fans have been driven by the new Democratic
engineer to only about their minimum capacity.
The reason for this Is alleged to be the fact that
this engineer Is Interested In a patent system of
ventilation which he Is ambitious to have Intro-
duced Into the Honse Hall. As a basis lor such
introduction It became necessary, owing to the
penchant lor economy now pervading the Demo-
cratic leaders, to demonstrate the utter Inade-
quacy ol the present system of ventilation to tbe
preservation ol a healthful atmosphere. Hence
the engineer operated the fans at the lowest pos-
sible capacity, and filled tbe headsor certain
correspondent with tales of the Impossibility or
doing any better with tbe present apparatus.

These tales have been scattered broadcast
over the country, garnished with exaggerated
accounts or the alarming illness or all members
who have been attacked with the prevailing
throat and long epidemic, which has pervaded
all classes of society here for some weeks past,
regardless of whether the victims were fre-
quenters or the stricken Hall or Representatives
or not, until the members of Congress were
nearly and ready to order an In-
vestigation Into the matter. And now It is
alleged that it has been ascertained that the
whole thing Is a vile conspiracy to secure the
adoption of a new patent mode of ventilation,
even at the expense of the health, ir not the lives,
of members of the DemoTall: House. And,
worse than all the rest, it Is further alleged that
two or more Democratic members of tbe New
York city delegation are at the bottom of
ti-i-s conspiracy, and interested (n securing the
adoption ol the new mode or ventilation.

Assistant Cammissioner of Patents.

Dear GxsEBai. : In transmitting to you the
letter or the Secretary ot the Interior accepting
your resignation as Assistant Commissioner of
Patents I desire to express mr deep regret at the
serious loss your voluntary retirement occasions,
not only to tbe office, but to tbe country. The
office relnctantly parts with one or Its oldest,
most respected and capable officers. Tbe country
loses the services or one whose labors have been
constantly devoted to Its material Interests ror
more than ten years.

Entering here as a clerk of the first class, you
have advanced step by step to your present posi-
tion by strength or your personal menu alone,
unaided by a single political recommendation,
becoming familiar, in tbe meantime, with every
branch of the law and practice relating to thegrant of patents, and dally applying their rules
and principles with judicious cars to complex
cases arising during the busiest and most Impor-
tant period in the history or this office. It is a
matter to be greatly deplored by every citizen
that so little practical efiort Is made by our Gov-
ernment to retain in its civil service tbat class or
accomplished and efficient officers of wtic a you
have been so prominent a member.

To the further expression or my regret In part-
ing with an assistant and counselor so wise and
trustworthy, allow me to add my best wishes for
the great success In your future professional pur.
suits which 1 know you deserve, and which I &

Mr. Dana's Litter.
Although he has not addressed tbe Senate,,

yet he Is surprised tbat the Senate has not ad-
dressed him. The following Is his letter to Sent
ator Uoutwell :

Bostos, March 16, We.T Hen. Gtent S. BtuimU; -
Dear Sib: When I first heard tha. charreswere to be aade against me before w$ cental- -

tee my impulse was to demand a heart jr, and I
asked you to do so, but in my telegram ot the
nth I said tbat ir the question was upon my gen-

eral fitness I bad nothing to say; but could not
believe that a committee would listen to charges
afiectlnc; my honor from antagonists and decide
adversely to me without offering some opportu-
nity of explanation. I was careful not to ask for
a hearing, but only to express my belief tbat no
committee wosld act adversely to me on an fa
perse hearing. I did not then know what tbe
committee had done, bst only heard rumors that
they had heard, or intended to hear, my antago-
nist.

This morning 1 learn the facts authentically
for the first time. I learn that the committee
did give a secret tz parte hearing to two men
known to be my enemies on personal grounds,
and on that hearing alone came to an adverse de-
cision and acted upon it. They had no intention
ef seeking Information from me or my friends.
They committed themselves to that decision, and
requested the President to withdraw my nomina-
tion, with the understanding that ir be did not
they shosld report adversely. I understand tbat
It la only upon the argent request of persons en-
titled to their attention, who have set before
them the unfairness of their action, that they
have consented to let the matter He over until
Tuesday, that I may be heard if 1 wish to be.
The committee has never addressed me, but only
made It known to others that I may appear be-
fore them If 1 desire to. I understand farther
that the objections made before the committee
parti related to party politics, but mainly, par-tap- s,

to charges made by my antagonist In a pri-
vate civil action.

I trust, my dear Mr. Eoutwell, that yon know
"me well enough to know that 1 shall not ask to
be heard before tbe committee under such cir-
cumstances. I value hignlythe honor of the
ernee tendered to me. and am grateful to the
Government ror the distinguished compliment.
When I saw tbe surprising unanimity, and Imay
even say enthusiasm, with which It was received
by tbe press and the public, altogether the most
gratifying thing I ever experienced, 1 will say to
yea Irankly that It removed every doubt arlalog
outxf my private elrcumitanetr, and that 1 de-
termined to aeeept tbe office; but there Is nothlns;
In the gift or tbe Government which would In-

duce me to go to Wasblnaton and submit a ques-
tion touching my honor to a committee which has
taken the course which bas been taken By tbe
Senate Committee on Foreign Relations. 1 do
not wish my nomination withdrawn under the
circumstances, ltwonll not be withdrawn with
my assent- - If tbe Senate reject It under the
present circumstances, I trust I shall not fall of
tbe grace to submit wltb equanimity. You may
make what use of this letter you think judicious.

The War Extendi tares Committee.
The Ccmmlttee on War Expenditures met again

yesterday morning. A fall attendance. Including
A. M. Gibson, answered roll call or the commit-
tee. Chairman Gibson, with a dexterous finger-
nail flip, struck the starboard guard orhla bearer
hat amidships, and the head covering dropped
gently on the sola. This was the signal ror the
committee to come to order.

Btcr.CTAnv bbistow ox iicles.
The first witness called was Hon. B. IL Itrlstor,

Secretary or the Treasury. He appeared to ex-
plain bis connection with the Kentneky mule
ease, published In the New York Uerala, and
purporting to have been written out by a Louis-
ville lanyer.

The Secretary raid he had strong reasons to
believe that the letter was not made up la Louis-
ville, but In Washington; that be never bad any
reason to suspect the fairness of the claim, la
1(73 witness was In Washington on professional
business. Mr. Groomo came to him to argue a
case belore tbe Court of Claims. Mr. Groome
represented that by the collapse of the rebellion
and tbe failure of tbe Government to take the
mules his firm had lost about $209,000. Groome
promised to give witness a contingent fee. Wit-
ness agreed to argue the ease In the Court of
Claims and the Supreme Court If Groome would
pay blm a small lee and his expenses If he lost
tbecatc,and tenperesnt. Incase a Judgment was
received. Air. Faller, an attorney, prepared the
brief ol tbe case, and upon that Drier witness
made the argument. The Government did not
oppose the payment of tbe claim on questions
oi fact, but upon questions of law. Its fair-
ness never was questioned by the Gov-
ernment. Chief Justice Drake, In de-
livering tbe dissenting opinion or the court, did
net dissent on questions or tact but upon points
or law. Witness never had anything to do with
tbe case after making the argument. Judgment
was rendered on the 5th or January, 1871. On
the ath of February Mr. Fuller presented the
transcript of tbe court to the Secretary of War,
stating that the Attorney General did not pro-
pose any further litigation on account ot the
claim, and requesting that the same be sent to
the Comptroller or tee Treasury. On tbe 4th of
February Secretary Belknap approved the claim
and sent It to the Second Comptroller. The case
was made special by Dr. Broadbead and Mr.
Sawyer, Assistant Secretary of the Treasury,
and the warrant for the payment was made out
on the 6th or February, and c Mratt for $108,7o0
was made out on the same dey.VIio was not con-
nected with the Government Men he took the
case, nor during tbe whole tins till alter tbe fee
was paid. . He .was .paid InTebraary, and was
madeecratsry the following June.

Witness said he had no knowledge of how the
claim was paid, but that be did not say this to
deprecate the claim. His fee or ten per cent., he
thinks, was paid In February, 1674, by a check on
lllggs & Co. The published statement that wit-
ness bad received hair the claim he pronounced
uiqualioedly and absolutely false. Witness
never spoke to tbe Secretary of War on the sub-
ject or the claim, nor to any official or the Treas-
ury Department. He did not know even how the
claim was paid until he sent for the pipers In the
case, showing tbe mode of payment from tbe
Third Andltor's office, on last Saturday after-aoc-

At the time of witness' connection with
the case be held no orfico under the Govern-
ment.

Witness had nothing to do with the case after
he made tbe argument except to receive bis ree,
other than tbat be bad lntroducod his client as a
gentleman or character and standing to tbe At-
torney General. Have no knowledge why an
appeal was not taken In tbe case. First learned
there would be no appeal when Mr. Groome came
to bis rooms at tbe hotel and said ho was ready
to pay my fee. He was so Impressed with the
justice of tbe claim that he was not surprised
that tbe Government did not appeal.

Secretary Brlstow said If the committee would
direct tbelr attentlcn. before they closed their
labors, as to how such publications as the one
alluding to tbe mule caso in the New York
Ilerelt, bad their origin, he wosld be happy to
assist them.

committee proposed to put blm before the House
in contempt of Its authority they round tbeHouse adjourned. It was a strange sight. The

THE TOnr SILL CASE AOAIS.
Tbe next witness was J. J Fisher, of the firmor Usher & Evans, Fort Sill traders. He said

Mr. Evans had arrived, and would be there to
testily as he was tired out, having
come such a long distance on the cars. Mr.
Fisher said tkat they had been partners and post
traders at Fort Sill since 1868. Up to October,
1870, tbey were considered sutlers, but the law of
June. 1870, put them upon a different footing.
Mr. Evans, his partner, came to Washington
alter the order of October. 1870, and met
Marsb, who had been appointed In tbelrplace as post trader at Fort SI1L Their firm
were In deep distress onaceountorthe notice they

Revolutionary Claims, asked to be discharged
from tbe further consideration of the bill for tbe
relief or the heirs or tbe late Lieutenant Colonel
James Monroe. So ordered.

Mr. BOGY introduced a bill repealing section
fourteen of the sundry civil appropriation bill tor
tbe year ending June 30, 1871. Indian Affairs.

Mr. WRIGHT introduced a bill to equalize
promotion among tbe lieutenants of the line of
the army. Military Affairs.

MKTHURMAN Introduced a bill to amend
tbe bankrupt act.

The bill was advocated by Messrs. Allisos
and Boar.

Mr. HITCHCOCK opposed It. He did not be-
lieve In tbe exDedlency ot sending any more com-
missions out to treat with tbe Sioux. Two sets
of commissions had already gone out there, and
It seemed as ir tbey were tolerably anxious to get
back, and without accomplishing anything. Ha
spoke of tbe great success which Gen. Crook had
in dealing with the Indians, ana he urged that
this matter should be lelt to him. He thought
Gen. Crook could convey to these Indians the
views of the Government better thaaany com-
mission. He also opposed the lavish appropria-
tions made for these Indians.

Mr. HAMILTON wanted to know what eonfi.
dence tbe fcloux could have that we would keep
any future treaty, as we violated the others we
bad msde with them.

Mr. ALLISON spoke ef the large number ot
people now In the Black Hills country, and the
constant tide of people that was pouring In there.

Mr. EDMUNDS deprecated tbe terms of the
bill. Tbe blll.be said, was in effect a notice to
these Indians that they must give up this prop-
erty which we had guaranteed to them; tbat we
will take no steps to relieve their country from
the lawless Invasion ot

tbat they mast give up their country or we will
not pay them tbe money which we have already
promised to pay them. Some Influence has been
brought to bear upon the executive department
which bas caused it to stay Its hand from driving
out the lawless invaders of tbe Black Hills.

Mr. ALLISON said tbe bill only proposed to
stind by the treat) of 18(8, if these Indians would
not give np this little patch or their reservation.

Mr. EDMUNDS Insisted that the bill did not
propose to act lalrly to the Indians. He also ex-
pressed tbe opinion that tbe Black Hills country
was valueless, and In twenty-fou- r months not one
miner would be found In It. If the United Slates
acquiesced In the lawless Invasion or the Black
Hills, then It would be perfectly proper to con-
clude tbat It would not object to any other law-
less Invasions or Indian reservations, and under
these circumstances what protection could the
Indians haver

Mr. MERRIMON moved an amendment pro-
viding lor the appointment or fire army officers.
Instead of a commission, to treat with the Sioux.

Pending the discussion, Mr. MORTON said It
was evident the debate would be prolonged on
this bill. He therefore demanded the regular
order.

Mr. SARGENT Introduced a bill relating to
the equitable and legal rights of parties In pos-
session of certain lands and improvements there-
on In California, and to provide Jurisdiction to
determine these rights.

When we gaze npohthe fea-
tures of the great chieftain, glowing with pleas-
ure asd gratitude, the sympathetic group ot
officers, the for the nonce lawless attend enu. all
(erecting tbe slow train as It rises over the river
hlllr, we can comprehend the dire necessity tbat
Will be relieved by Gov. Trumbull's prompt
response to the peremptory demands or the com-
mander or the suffering Continentals at New.

While there Is almost every detail to admire
In this picture's conception and execution, possi-
bly the central figure of Washington Is the point
that will rivet general admiration. The mages-ti- e

rorm Is seen to full vantage noon a noble,
white charger, his arm extended, and the solt,
tinted hand of tbe gentleman, significantly open,
seems to receive the relief as from heaven. The
miniature work upon the face or Washington and
ot Alexander Hamilton, at his left side, or rather
at his back. Is ruch as lsabey, orthe last century,
and Selssonler, of to day, have produced.

The horses Is this picture are satisfactory be-
yond precedent well drawn, truly colored. Urge
and fiery, inch at-O- nr rtvalutlaaary Joeroes de-
lighted to mount. The drawing of the black
charger or Col. John Trumbull Is superb, while
the face of Hamilton's horse Is exceptionally fine.
Those fiery ejes and extended nostrils are no
where on canvas rivaled, save by that wicked
pony In Rosa Bonhear's "Horse Fair."

Tne minute study this work required, as to tbe
character and grade of eaeh officer, as well as the
ejmpatby felt by the artist for the suffering in-
dicated, is shown In selecting such an episode,
while we have nowhere In art Washington pre-
sented more attractively, tbe heart of tbe man so
beautifully shown. We nave the "Commander"
by Tnraball and Peale, "The Father ot his
Country" by Peale and Stuart, "The Chieftain"
byHoudcn and Canovo. And here Is the man;
In full sympathy with those who with him suffer
in a great cause.

Thcsecond painting Is a sterner and decidedly
more heroic composition,

"THE FIRST BATTLE OF THE rCRITAJIS,"
the text of which Is found In Longfellow's poem,

The field for symbol!: legendary teacnlng
Is broad, and tbe artist bas appreciated her op-
portunity. Every gorgeous feather, every rude
casvlcg, has history and significance. Toe work
in the loreground, upon grass and Sowers, where
tbe braggart red man has fallen. Is so delicate as
to challenge highest encomium.

The two central figures Miles Standlsh and
Hobomok, the Interpreter and friend of the cole
nlsts control all surroundings and fix tbe In-

terest, Tbe red man, lithe and tall, is a study
for anatomists, but In his face tbe events of the
day have dispelled the stoicism of his race, and.
Instead, given a realizing sense of the power of
this new, strange people, as displayed by tbe
repsesentallve captain. His costume Is true, and
tells his station in his tribe to be lower than tbe
dying boaster at bis rest. Miles Standlsh's
form Is described In tbe one word "stalwart,"
Tbe rich costnme which history credits him Is
somewhat worse for marching end wear, yet pro-
claims tbe uisge or gentle blood, such as might
be claimed by a descendant ot "Sir Hagh and
Thurston de Standlsh." Ills gleaming corslet
and shining helmet well accord, and justify bis
assertion that he gave them always his personal
care. These contrast In surface and color with
the warm velvet, and are well handled. Bat the
rarest work os this figure Is the pars, strong
face. A snore faultless rendering In both line
and depth of expression Is scarcely to be met
wltb. It requires higher talsat to create each a
face tbantLat or Washington, because there Is
no data save what Is conceded pf the man's char-
acter. Here It Is produced, and successfully
rises to toe ocmana oi a moment or supreme
herole action. It Is a rich, noble faee, and In
looking at It one wonders where were tbe eyes of
iPriscilla, tbe Puritan maiden," and, conceding

tne face to be ideal, wondered her want of appre-
ciation of the deeds ol Miles, the datrntless.

There Is a lurking lesson la this canvas which.

THE CBITICAL WORLD
has rot been, as Is Its habit, very aggressive upon
these paintings. However, several sneers have
been given the testimonials or foreign artists,
which Is hinted to be of little value, although
they have called themselves "your confrere"
beizggallant Frenchmen, Of coarse the stereo-
typed doubt as to the best work being bythe
artist's own hand. This Is a bth compliment, at
