and is the cosstruction or a suitable building at
tte beginning. He said this ought to be the
mcdel girls' reform school ot the United States.

The members of the committee heartily in-
dorsed his opinion.

Dr. Nfhols said such surroundings would have
a cteerlsi, healthlul, reformatory effect upon the
Inmates rf the Institution, and recommended
ample open space for outdoor work, for the culti-
vation or flowers, fruit asd vegetables for sale
asd use. He thought cheerful out-do- employ-
ment at suitable seasons adapted to the cure nn
onlv of mental but moral disease.

Mr. Wm. F. Weber, of Baltimore, explained
the external and Internal plans for the institu-
tion, and demonstrated their convenience and
econcmy. The committee were deeply Interested
and asked many quettlont.

Dr. Caroline B. Wlntlow called attention to the
immediate need ef the hospital lor mothers and
tbe sick as an expense not required by the Boys'
Reform school, bat indispensable lo this Institu-
tion.

The committee asked Mrs. Spencer many ques-
tions concerning the practical workings pi tbe
Institution, and found that she had caretully con-
sidered the minutest detail or the work and
secured the ablest counsel os all Important
points.

The lscldestt re-
lated is It were applied to the spiritual condition
or mankind and to tbe circumstances attending
the work now being prosecuted in this city. As
soon as Martha heard that Jesus wat coming the
went to meet him, asd Christians In like manner
thould go to Jesus and tell him the troubles and
difficulties that surround tbem. She had an Idea
In ber mind that her brother would rise some day.
and to tbey might think that their friends may
be converted some day.butcould not brtng them-
selves to believe that God will change their
hearts now. Christ showed his sympathy for
this attlicted family, and If he bad such affection
for those who were mourning for friends physi-
cally dead, how much more will he remember
those who are now mourning over relatives and
mends spiritually dead la trespasses and tint.
They thought they were patt cure, that the atone
of unbelief could never be rolled lrom their
hearts, and yet day by day they found men and
women who nave inherited this unbelief walking
In newness of life. There Is a constant progress
of God's work la this community, asd they should
try to exerc'se their faith at all times, so that
those who have begun to serve God might sot go
back agais to their worldlioess asd uabellef.
