The efect of articie 1, rection 4. of the Constita.
tion in respect to alections for Nenators and Re
retevtatives (s pot now under consideration. It
hap met been contemded, nor éan it be, that the
amendment conlars suthority to lmpose penalties
for every wropkiol refussl to recaive the vole of &
qusliled welector st State elections. It is oniy
when the wrongful refusal at muzch an oleciion 18
becanse ol raoe, color or previous condition of ser-
vitgde that Uongress can interfere and provide
for its punishmesnt. If, therefore, the third and
fourth sections of the set are beyond that limit,
they sre unasuthorized.

The third sectlon does ol In expresi terms
limit the otfonse of an inspeetor of elsetisas, for
which tto puniahment ¢ provided, to & wroneful
diserimination on sccount of race, &o. This i
copeeded, but It la urged, that when this section
1s construed with thote which prededs it, and to
which, a8 {8 cluimed, (¢ refers, It If 80 limited.

The same psrsot may be &t Lhe
same time & cllizen of Lthe United States sod =
citizen of & State, but his rightus of cltizenship
under one of these UGoyvernments will be differ-
ent from thoge he has uader the other.

Uitizens are Lho membera of the palitieal com-
mupity to which they belong. They are the

ple who composs the community, and who, in

Leir associated capacily, have established or

by dt selves Lo the dominion of & gov-
ernment for the promotion of their geasrsl wel-
fare apd the protection of thelr individusl ss
well as thelr collective rights. In the forms-
tion of & government the peopla may confer
upon it such powars &8 they cticose. The govern-
iconl when £g furmed may, aod when called upon
thould. ex all the powers it bas for the
protection of the rights of ita citizens and the
poople withis-its jarisdiction, bat 1t can exersise
noother. The duty of & government to alford
protection is limited always by tho power it pos-
serses for that parpose.

Experience made the fact known to the nle
of the United States thatt ho{ requl aNas
ticnal Government for satlonsl purposes. The
prparate governments of the mseparale States,
beund together by the articles of eonfederation
alope, were pot sufficient for the promotion of the
geoeral wellare of the people in respect Lo forelgn
nations, or for their complate protection as oiti.
zens of the confedersted Siates. For Lhis reason
the poople of the [Fnited Siates, “in order to form
& more fect Uniop, establish justice, insare
domestic tramquiliity, provide for the common
d!kﬂu;'smmnu the general wellars, and sscure
the blestings of liberty" t2 themselves snd thelr
posterity, (Uonst. Preambile,) ordained snoil es-
tablisbed Lhe Government of the Usnited Sistes,
and defived its powers by s (oastitution, which
they d ae (i3 fung 1 Iaw and made
ita rule of sotion,
