Below the gate-hau- the
water baa washed out the earth for a distance or
twenty feel by twenty Inches Is width, where the
damenda, and th water linda It way into the
waate-wa- At thewater faceot the archway the
maloary thowa no ilgm Of weakness, and the
water It working ltt way nnder it from some dis-
tance back in the pond. If It waihes out the
earth below thoarenway tbe estlre dam at Its
highest point will cave Id, and aa the descent for
the first mile it about one hundred fee; through
a narrow ravine, great damage is leared. The
rtiervolr covers one hundred and forty acres,
asd ttorei sixty-seve- million gallons or water.
It is hoped that ths water will ran off gradu illy,
and that the brtak will not Increase. A reporter
has Just come In. having left at 1 o'clock, asd re-
ports the danger Increasing.
