wat midway between the door and the chair;
Clarke wat distant five or six feet from the door:
the man aimed the pistol at the back or
Clarke's head and Instantaneously fired:

the pistol from his assailant's hand asd ex-
claimed, "Henry, don't shoot!" and then rose
from tbe ohalr. Then Clarke and the elder
Brewer scuffled for the possession of the pistol,
when another shot was fired.

Judge GUmor said the responsibility or tbe
bsll essfed with the verdict. Tne charge against
tbe accused, bowever, tbe Court laid, had bees
disposed or by the verdict, which, alter all, was
merely a nominal one. He had every Inclination
to consider the recommendation of clemency, and
would, therefore, impose a fine only, unless the
counsel desired .to carry the case up on the ex-
ceptions.

Mr. Riddle said that the counsel would aban-
don tbe exceptions, upon which tbe Court Im-
posed a fine upon each or the accused of J50 asd
costs, or about 4125 is all.

The Messrs. Brewers paid the tine asd costs,
asd, atter the hearty congratulations or their
friends, left the courtroom. The verdict. In
view of theiuilsgior the Court on the admissi-
bility of tbe evldeoce of seduction, was consid-
ered a substantial victory ror tbe defense, tbe
accused and their counsel being very well set-
tled with the result.
