N. P. Bxk yesterday forecast
the futuro internUiocal commercial policy
6f the United States during the next fourth
of a century, using the Hawaiian recipro
cal commercial treaty for his text The
subject of commercial reciprocity between
nations is one which has only to be under-
stood in order to be adopted by our people.
The old diplomatist ho said, "Let me
"control the trade of a nation, and I care
"not who makes its laws," conveyed a
world of meaning in the sentence. It
should be the policy of this Govcrnmsnt to
encourage reciprocal trade with all the
nations on this continent. The only care
should be that the arrangement is truly-on- e

of reciprocity, and not one giving
of advantage either way.

Gen. Banks has given this subject much
thought and study for years past, and is fully
competent to speak intelligently of the
mutual advantages to be derived b3-- the
parties to the treaty now under discussion.

"THE PASSING SHOW." BH
The political show that drags along its

weary length from day to day in the House
of Representatives is as tiresome and mo-

notonous as a Chinese play. It has not the
gocd features of the latter, even, as a re-

deeming quality, for where the Chinese
audience may iairly expect, at the termina-
tion of the endless volume of talk and
clamor, to perceive some wholesome moral
lesson completely unfoldci, there is noth-
ing to expect from the House of Repre-
sentatives but a spectacle of selfishness,
sensational acting and narrow-minde- d am-

bition. The dramatis persona having
charge of the boards have only one point
to gain, namely, and
all the plot and the by-pla- the wit and
humor that is thrown in to hold the inter-
est, and the mock heroics that arc indulged
in by the heavy characters, arc the thinnest
of illusions, gotten up for effect and noth-
ing else.

The House of Representatives under
Democratic rule has, in fact, become a
mere Chinese play-hous- where the as-

sembled characters act a part before the
country, and hope, individually and col-

lectively, to gain a reputation as stars in
the political arena. To determine this as
a fact the audience has only to close its
cars to the clamor of words a moment, and
sum up the result of all t bis studied parade.

THELYNCHBU20. CONVENTION.

The Republican State Convention of
Virginia meets. in the city of Lynchburg
to morrow, for the purpose of electing
delegates 10 the National Republican Con-

vention, and for other purposes connected
with the ensuing campaign. At this time
it is difficult to determine who of the sev-

eral prominent gentlemen mentioned in
connection with the Presidency will be fa-

vored by the Republicans of the Old Do-

minion. If we may judge bythc individual
predictions of many of the delegates elect,
there will be so great a contrariety ot opin-
ion as to preclude the possibility of agree-
ing upon any particular favorite; yet we
are fully persuaded that the deliberations of
the convention will be governed by the
broadest and most comprehensive views,
and that individual preferences will be sunk
in view of the necessity for presenting a
united front against the common enemy.

H. C. WHITLEY, OB WHAT'S HIS NAME.
The kind or man H. C. "Whitley is

(though we have been informed that this
is not his real baptismal name) may be
gathered in some measure from the follow-
ing extracts from a letter written as far
back as July C, 18C9:

July 0, 1SC0

"During the years IS-T- '50, '60 and 'CI, I
first beard of Whitley. He then claimed as
now to be from JIassachucetts. Whether he
wis born there I cannot tell. Ills principal
business at that time was catching fugitive
slaves, enforcing the 'Fugitive slave law,' as
he mildly expressed it. lie was identified with
the principal slave-owne- and traders of
Northwcsterm Missouri, and spent a large
part of his time in that State. When he
visited Kansas he usually stopped In Law-
rence, lie was well known by all the old
settlers, and was both feared and hated by the
free State men as their enemy. He captured
a large number of fugitive slaves, and thus
made money by obtaining the rewards offered
for their recapture. In the fall of 1853
Whitley had command of an organized
bind of negro catchers. These persons
were mostly Missouriaus and active
border ruffians. With this band he followed
Dr. John Doy, or Lawrence, who took a
wagon load of fugitive slaves from Lawrence
northward on the U. G.U.R., intending tb
leave them in Canada. Whitley and his
band overtook Dr. Doy, kidnapped him and
the fugitive slaves he had, took his wagon
and team, bound and gagged him and coun-

termarched into Missouri. The rewards were
paid Whitley for the recapture of these
slaves and for kidnapping Dr. Doy. Dr. Doy
was tried for aiding lugitivt slaves to escape
before a Missouri court, and, although on his
trial he clearly proved that lie had never been
in the State of Missouri, he was convicted
and sentenced for seven j ears to the peniten-
tiary. He was rescued from the jail at St.
Joseph, Missouri, an.l carried back to his
home at Lawrence. Then the -- Missouri
authorities offered ?j,000 to recapture Dr.
Doy. Whitley, with his gang of negro-catcher-s,

tried to recapture Doy at Lawrence.
They were fired upon and drhcu off. II. C.
Whitley was indicted by the grand jury of
Douglass county, Kansas, for horse stealing,
after which he disappeared from that part of
the country. c e
Dr. Doy is now at Battle Creek, Michigan. If
you want names of competent witnesses to
the'sc statements let me know." e

For an ante helium record this is pretty
good. It furnishes a very correct index to
the character which "Whitley is now ex-

hibiting in this affair. On
Harrington's trial he proved an elegant
alibi to discredit the testimony of Mike
Hays, which he now turns around and
swears was true. How much the evidence
of such a person is worth we leave to the
public to judge. Secretary Bristow has in
no instance displayed better judgment and
discretion than in his summary dismissal
of "Whitley, the indicted horse thief, from
the office he held, and wc fell assured that
no honest man will place the slightest re-

liance upon any statements which "Whitley
may make affecting the good name of any
citizen. His whole life has been a chapter of
fraud, crime and falsification, and his
actions and words of late are bat in keep-
ing with his record. "We commend him
for all he is worth to the Democracy, for
we are assured he is as -- open to "blood
money" at present as ever in the past.

E. A. SOTHZBN AND HIS PEOFESSIONAL
AILKENTS.

The painful rumor has reached us that this
inimitable actor has been advised by his physi-

cian to discontinue performing the character

the most of anything of the kind of the pres-
ent dramatic era.

When we lecollcct that Sothern has per-
formed this character between three and four
thousand times, and when we lookback upon
the experience of actors in the past in this re-

gard, we can hardly resist the conclusion that
after all thii rumor may have some foundation
in fact.

MonlQeury, the grca French tragedian,
died of violent efforts made !a representing
Orcs!e In the Andromache of Racine, and
Mondroyfelt so powerfully the character he
assumed, that it cost hint his life. Palmer
died co the stage in the midst of an agitated
appeal to the feelings of Ihe public. Isaac
Disraeli speaks of Bond, the actor who felt so
exquisitely the character of Luslgnin in Zara,
which he pertosated when an old roan, that
Zara when shVaddrcsscd him, found him tkad
In his chair.

JJirOD, the French Gtrriek, lru rendered to
proTcrUalir ggotUUcai by-li- b profesjfca i to

remark on one occasion that "the world might
see once in a century a Ctxtar, buj.it requires
a thousand years to produce a Baron," words
which could only hare emanated from a dis-
tempered brain, the result of
representation of a certain character or class
of characters.

Mademoiselle Clarion's Infatuation for the
queenly parts she assumed on the stage was
so great that she maintained the opinion that
in common life the truly sublime actor should
be a hero or heroine oSf the stare. No one
will pretend to say that her brain was In a
perfectly healthy condition.

Thus it is seen that In the past the minds of
actors have been seriously aflected by the
characters they have assumed, and it would
be strange if the actors or the present day,
especially the truly studious and meritorious
ones, should not suffer In like manner from a
too close application to their peculiar pro-

fession.

EDITORIAL POSTSCSIPT.
The following from a Democratic piper,

Tlit Coitamial, published at Warrenton, Jf.
C, on the reduction of expenditures, shows
some common sense in regard to the policy of
retrenchment by the Confederate nouse.
Speaking of the reduction of the salaries of
our representatives In foreign countries, It
says: "A man to be respected among strangers
must present a respectable appearance, and
so must a country. Oar foreign ministers and
other representatives should be paid salaries
sufficient to enable them to live in a style cor-
responding with the character of the country
they represent. We believe in paying public
officers, even at home, such salaries as the
dignity of their positions require. We are not
at all sure that $50,000 a year is too much to
pay the President of this great nation, for,
despite official malfeasance and political cor-

ruption, this is a great and wealthy nation.
The attempt to reduce the salaries

of our foreign representatives, so that none
but rich men can accept the appointments, or,
if a poor man who has no private resources to
draw upon accepts, he has to live in a style to
bring the nation into contempt, is, we think,
false economy."

Congressional Imprisonment
CKroni the e York l;raplilcof Mtiinlij.

The cae of Mr. Kilbourn is exciting" fir
more attention in the country than the major-
ity in the House seem aware of. Peoplo every-

where discuss it, and the more they consider
It the more they condemn the course the
House has pursued. The personality of Mr.
Kilbourn does not count. The people never
heard of him before, and have no personal in-

terest in him whatever. He may be as honest
as Henry Wilson or as speckled as Jay Gould,
a Democrat or a Republican, a saint or a ras-

cal, an ascetic or a glutton. So far as the
present case and the public interest in It arc
concerned, none of these things weigh one
atom. The simple fact that this man is im-

prisoned by order of the House without con-

stitutional warrant, and in defiance of the
rule adopted by Congress In 1874, because he
refused to lay his private books and business
papers before a committee of the House, is all
they care for, and Is enough to excite public
indignation. He has done what any other
private citizen should have done under similar
circumstances. He is defending the principle
of the inviolability of private right, even by
Congress, without constitutional warrant.
And he is suffering what any other private
citizen may be farced to endure at any hour if
the right is not contested, and the sacred
guarantees ol personal liberty are not main-
tained.

Mr. Kilbourn's case has been simplified of
all extraneous and merely incidental matters.
He had repeatedly offered to meet any chal-
lenge made by any member of the committee
or any witness that may appear. If any one
will make oath that Mr. Kilbourn Is mixed up
in transactions which involve the Government
to the amount of one dollar or affect the In-

tegrity of any Federal officer, he will satisfy
the committee that the charge Is unfounded.
He will open his books and 'papers to throw
any light they contain on any specific case in
which the public Interest is involved, which
anybody will come forward and declare that
there is even a suspicion that he is concerned
la. He takes a solemn oath that nothing In
his business or books infringes to the amount
of one dollar on public interests in any way,
and if his oath is not sustained by fact he Is
liable to punishment for perjury. Nobody
accuses him of direct 'complicity in any of-
fense against the Government. He stands as
a private citizen at the bar ot a committee
which, without a definite cbaigc or even a sus-
picion against him, demands that he shall
spread his w hole private affairs out on its
table where they can be exploited and
used to bis prit ate injury and that of his
clients. As an American citizen he rebels
against such an unheard-o- f invasion of his
private rights. Were he an English subject
be could slam his door in the face of royalty
were such a demand made upon him. But as
an American his personal liberties and rights
have still more express guarantees. Thcyare
set forth in the language of the Constitution.
They are contained in the limitations imposed
upon Congress. They have been set forth by
such eminent judicial authorities as Chief
Justice Story and Chancellor Kent. Even
Congress has recognized, them by making a
special provision to covcr'preciscly such cases
as that of Mr. Kilbourn by referring them to
the proper legal tribunal. Yet, in spite of
all defenses, a private cltiren Is imprisoned,
withput trial or' due process of law, by the
direct act of the House, for not yielding to an
order that has not even the color of a constitu-
tional warrant, and Is the cry essence of ab-

solutism. If the House can imprison Mr. Kil-

bourn in the premises, it can imprison Mr. A.
T. Stewart or Mr. David Dudley Ficld.shonld
he refuse to lay his books and papers upon
the tabic of a committee to gratify the cupidity
or spite of any member of it. Surely It is
time to seriously ask whether an American
citizen has any rights Congress may not in-a-

or annul at pleasure.
It Is a question of personal right. Is the

private business of an American citizen invio-
late! If it is not, and cither House of Con-
gress can require any private banker to ex-
pose all bis private transactions to a commit-
tee wben not one member of It dares to affirm
that they have the least bearing on a single
pnblic interest, all talk about personal liberty
and the sacrcdness of personal rights is idle
breath. Every man does business at the
mercy of Congress. Suppose a man like Mr.
Belmont were on a committee, and for any
cause were to Insist that Vanderbllt should
explain all his railway operations, or that
the representative ot the Barings should
disclose all the secret transactions ol that
great house to his inspection ! It is easy to
see at a glance that nobody is safe, that no
private interest has a particle of protec-
tion, that even the which the
common law throws about the poorest
Englishman arc stripped away from the
citizen of this great Republic It is the prin-
ciple at stake which makes the case so impor-
tant. And, strange to say, this great princi-
ple of personal right is violated by a Demo-
cratic House. All throngh the war the
Democracy were eloquent in their defense of
the principle. They Insisted it was sufficient
to protect even a traitor while he was making
war on the nation. But they have forgotten
their ownhistory and arc swallowing their own
words. It Is strange that their own record
does not teach them the Inconsistency of their
proceedings. The people recall what they
have forgotten and fnterprct their hollow pro-
fessions of a dozen years ago by their present
act. It is to be hoped that Mr. Kilbourn will
stand firm to the last. His case Is clear. His
cause Is that of every private citizen in
America.
