THE HOUSE AS A MOB.

If the House of Representatives is a
power above and independent of the Coa-
stitution of the United States, that fact
should be understood. The people, who
framed the Constitution, have inmoceatly
supposed that in that instrument they had
provided certain checks and balances con-
ducive to the perfect protection of the per-
sonal rights and liberties of citizens. These
were three co-ordinste branches of the
Government, each desizned to be inde-
pendent in its own orbit The duties of
each are carefully defined, and are entirely
compatible with pesce snd barmony. The
legisiative, or law-making branch; the ex-

t. Indefining the power of the
House of Representatives as a distinet and
independent body or fraction of the Con-
the Constitution says: “The House
“of Represcntatives shall choose their
“Speaker and other officers; and” shall
“have the sole power of impeachment.".

Further on, in deqining the powers of the
Senate, the same autharity says “‘the Sen-
““ate shall have the sole powerglo try all
“impeachments.”” So the Benate iz the
court, is the tribunal, even in cases of im-
peachment, to issue process and punish for
contempt. Again, in the enumeration of
the powers of each House, the only warmant
for interference with persomal liberty or
the infliction of punishment!, except
through the judieial power, is to be found
in the following language: “‘Each House
**ghall be the judge of the elections, re-
““turns, and qualifications of its own mem-
“‘bers, and & majority of each shall consti-
“tute a qunorum to do business; but s
“smaller number may adjourn from day
“to day, and may be suthorized ¢o compel
+she sttendance of (whom ¥) absent mem-
““bers, in such manner and under sach
“* penslties as gach ITouse may provide."
And again: “Each IHouse may determine
“the rules of its proceedings, punish
“ (whom ?) ft« members for disorderly be-
*“havior, and, with the comcurrence of
*two-thurds, cxpel a member.” Why
punish its members? Clearly because in
scction six of the same article they are ex-
empt from srrest and punishment by the
courts during the sessions, except in cases
of *treasco, felony and breach of the
pesce.”” And why canool a single House
punish sny one not 8 member? Because
the same suthority glwes to the Congress
the power to make laws to provide fur the
punishment of certain crimes.

Among the things which the Congress
may not do, enumerated in section nine,
we find the following, which scems to be
tolerably explicit: “The privilege of the
“*writ of habeas corpue shall not be sus-
“‘pended, unless when, in cases of rebel-
““lion or invasion, the public safety may
“require it."" Of course, it is mot pre-
tended that the public safety is now in
such dspger from “rebellion’” or “inva-
swon’’ as to require the suspension of this
writ by a fraction of the Congress. Bat
now let vs see what the judicial power
may do under the Constitution: “The
* judicial power of the United States shall
““be vested in one Supreme Court, sud in
“‘such inferior courts as the Congress (oot
““Ahe House of Represenatives) may from
‘“time to time ordain aod establish.™ * = *
“The judicial power shall extend to all
“‘cases in law and equity arising under
**this Constitation, the laws of the Unitel
“‘States and treaties made, or which shall
*‘be made, under theirauthority, '’ &e., &e.
® & & “The trial of all crimes, except in
**cases of impeachment, shall be by jury."
* * * These powers seem 10 be pretty
broad, covering all cases in law and equity
everywhere, and in the District of Colum-
bia in particulsr, where the Congress has
the exclusive legislative power.

Let us see if the people have not some
rights which were noticed in the Coastitu-
tion. Among the amendments we find
such provisions as these, to which we desire
to invite the atteation of the House of Rep-
resentatives : “* The right of the peopleto
““be secure in their persons, houses, papers
“‘and effects agsinst unreasonable searches
" and seizures shall not be violated, and no
‘warrants shall issue but upon probable
“ rause supported by osth or affirmation,
**and particularly describing the place to
*“ be sesrched and the person or things to
“"be geired.”” Is not that plaia enough?
Has there been aoy oath or afirmation of
probable cause in Hallett Kilbourn's case ¥
‘Was be not incarcerated upon the Speak-
er's warrant without any legsl or judicial
proceeding whatever? * No person shall
“*be held to arswer for a capital or other-
““wise infamous crime unless on s present-
**ment or indictment ofa grand jury," &ec.
* # # “Nor shall be compelled in any
“ erimina! csse to be & witness against him-
““gelf, nor be deprived of life, liberty or
*‘ property without due process of law,”” &c.
* = = <Tagall criminal prosecutions the
*“gecused shall enjoy the right to a speedy
““and publi¢ trial by an impartial jury,”
&e. ** Excessive bailehall not be required,
*por excessive fines imposed, nor cruel
“and unusun] punishments inflicted. ™

All the foregoing extracts are from the
Copstitution, and they go o show clearly
and distinctly that the House of Repre-
sentatives has no more power over the
persons and property of the citizen than
any other mob or congrezsation of men, ex-
cept in its legislative capacily as a fraction
of the Congress. But it bas wsurped
nearly all the powers of the French
Directory in the days of the Revolution,
or, in other words, which, carried to their
logical conclusions, would lead to the same
resulis. It has csused the arrestaod io-
carceration of s citizen for un offense which
the Congress has defined to be miade-
mesnor. Its Speaker has certified the case
to the District Attorney. accordiag to law,
who has brought it before the Grand Jury.
The Grand Jury has indicted the acoused,
and the Court has issued its"warrant for
the arrest and arrsignment of the accused,
when it is met by the House, in Its charac-
ter of “*mob,"" with the refusal to yield him
up to the judicial power. The Courtthen
issued its writ of Aabeas corpus, and was
again met by the House in its arrogated
chamacter of “mob,” in which it clums to
be superior to the Constitution, from which
it, as well as the judicial and exccutive
powers, derives its existence, with a tem-
porizing hesitation which amounts to con-
tempt of court. The men who pretend to
justify the action of the House beg the
whole question by basing that action upon
British precedents “instead of their own
powers, as defined in the Copstitution of
the United States. This fact, of itself alone,
begs the whole question. Where the Rep-
rescotatives of a free people appeal to
British precedents on2 or two centuries
back to justify their course of conduet it is
quite safe to put down that course as a bad
one for liberty.

The example of this House in showing
contempt for courts and insugurating mob
law in their stead is fraught with 1neal-
culable mischief if not st once corrected.
It is mot the province of the FHouse lo
punish anybody but its own members. It
msay impesch, butafter it has proseeidted
impeachment to removal and disqualifica-
tion the judicisl power comes in agiin and
indicts, tnes and convicts ol Lthe criminal
offense and awards the peuslty. The
House should respect wtsell if it would com-
mand the regpect of the pesple. Latit
renounce its rolas of mob, of jailor,of grand
inquest, of detective police, of retailer of
confessed folon’s gossip, of blasting (he
reputation of hooorable men on ex parfe
testimony, and give its attention to the
legitimate legislation of the country.

‘We hear these indisputable ficts loudly
uttered, day by day, and evea in the House
of Representatives.
