Mr. .MILKMAN thought that even with this

amendment too much uti exacted of the District
government and of the pnqierty holders. He
thought the United Mates "should pay the whole
cost, except tluttiiart of the Avenue which fronted
on private property. The amount to lie assessed .
on me lfiirici government was caccssivc, anu
more than it w- able to stand.

Mr. BAYARD said his entire amendment had
not been read by the Clerk. He akcd for Its
reading entire, as lie had provided that after the
deduction made the United States shall pay
one half orthe residue, and the District govern-
ment and the propcrtv owners one rourth each.

Mr. DORSEY said the cnect or this was to put
three lourths oi the whole cost upon the United
States.

Mr LOGAN said the proposition was neither
just nor Lonest. irscnatnrs were going to saddle
the 1 nltcd States in thi way, they might as well
make

.v u.i. w THIM. OF IT,
and make the United State pay for the whole or
it. He had never heard or such a protosltlon. He
knew It was rather dimcult to stand up hero and
oppose the spending orthe people's money, but he
had done it, and he proposed to do It.

The improvement in this District in the last
few years had cost tho people or the United
States nearly thirty million dollars. Wealth was
exempt from taxation In this District: the banker
is not taxed on bis stocks or his bonds, although
lie may have millions. This is done. It Is said, for
the purpose ot Inducing rich men to settle In the
District. Thus you exemnt these iiconle from
taxation for their benefit upon your own con-
stituents. It Is a legal robbery of the Treasury
orthe United states for the benefit or tbte people
of the Distrietor Columbia. This Is setting a pre-
cedent to pay for the paring bl all the avenues of
this city out of the public Treasury.

Pending further consideration the Senate went
into executive session, and then adjourned.

HOUSE OF EEPBESEHTATIVES.
The SPEAKER called the attention of the

House to the fact that the Kilbourn matter came
ov cr as unfinished business and a question of high
privilege, while-th- Committee on the District of
Colnmbfa was entitled to the control of the

Mr. LORD, of N. Y., addressed the House,
taking the ground that this was not a question
whether the House would rev ersc Its action; not a
question whether It had acted rightly, but
whether, having rendered Itsjudgement, It would
now surrender Its jurisdiction. He maintained
that the House hail the poivcr, and It was Its
duty to hold the body or the prisoner. If the
courts ol the District were armed with the writ
tithabent corpus It would have the power to break
up any Investigation Congress might attempt to
make. The House, he argued, was at least the
equator the courts of the District In judicial
power, and the Supreme Court had repeatedly
decided that'one could not tako a person from
another of equal judicial power. He cited numer-
ous cases as authority and precedent for this
iwsition.

At 12:40 o'clock the Secretary of the Senate ap-

peared and notified the House that the Senate
was sitting and prepared to proceed with the trial
of W. W. Belknap, and that seats were prepared
for the members of the House.

Mr. LORD, rcuniing, said that conceding the;
rOVVEIt OP THE HOUSE

to summon witnesses and to punish for contempt,
the power of the House to hold was a part of the
whole, and no court of jurisdiction
had the right to interfere.

The Senate having announced Us readiness to
proceed with the Impeachment trial. Mr. Loud
obtained leave to print the remainder of his
remarks.

Mr. McCRARY, of Iowa, was recognlned as
entitled to the floor, but gave way forarran-re-ment- s

for the trial.
Mr. COX, o N. Y raised the question whether

the House should not attend the managers to the
Senate, that body having prepared Sean and ex-
tended an Invitation.

Mr. LORD said he had a conversation with
Judge EnMrxbft, chairman of the Senate Judi-
ciary Committee, who had stated that they had
decided to invite the House over. He suggested
that the managers retire at once and take their
place, and that then the House, headed by the
Speaker, proceed In a body to the Senate Cham-be-

Inasmuch as the Senate had extended an
Invitation to the House It was Its duty to go over.

Mr. HOAR, or Mass., said he had looked up the
precedents, and had learned tliat the House had
in each case attended at least once as a Commit-
tee or the Whole, accompanied by the Speaker
and Clerk. He then moved that at 1 o'clock the
House resolve Itself Into Committee or the Wh.lc
and as such attend the trial of the Secretary or
War in the senate Chamber, and that it be ac-
companied by the Speaker and Clerk.

Mr. KELLEY,orla.,sald he favored the House
going over as such In support of It! managers. It
would not then appear as having no interest and
simply attending on Invitation of the Senate.

Mr. MrCRARY then addressed the House on

the Kflboum matter, and said they were now
asked to do what had been done by no legislative
body in this country or In England for the past
hundred years. Amid the doubts which surround
the case, he thought the problem should be solved
by the House as the courts would solve a similar
question, by giving the prisoner the benefit of tho
doubt. The court having jurisdiction on a writ of
hab'.at corpus would have jurisdiction on the
legality of the question of the right or the House to
put the question. This was the establishment oTa
precedent, and it should be most carefully consid-
ered. To assert that neither House could do no
wrong, and could not commit prisoner wrong-
fully, was to beg the question, lie should pause
long before saying the House had power to hold a
witness whctherrlghtfally or wrongfully, whether
In violation or the Constitution or not.

He argued that the court hearing the habeas
corpus had the right to Inquire Into the Jurisdic-
tion or the authority committing a witness over
the subject matter, end cited numerous, legal
decisions in support or this position, and pending
a want of jurisdiction to discharge the prisoner.
Should it be said that the House had the author-
ity to go out and, without jurisdiction, drag in a
person and hold him without redress from the
latent corpus t The courts had power to annnl a
law enacted by both branches of Congress and
approved by the President, and should It be said
that a single branch had higher power than the
whole; that the House could Qo what both!
branches could not do, hold a prisoner beyond the I

control of the judiciary? Even the
xkgliih noc".KOprARUAie-T- , ,

and no one could claim the House had higher pre--'
regatlver, was subject to ozUnquiry Into is condi

V.. r
tion by the judiciary. Both English and Ameri-
can authorities sustained the right of the court
making Inquiry to have the body beforo it, and if
there was a want of jurisdiction to order a dis-
charge. In the only two eases between the'State
courts and the Legislatures of the States (In Wis-
consin and In Massachusetts) the decisions bad
been in favor orthe courts.

The caso in Massachusetts was decided by
Judge Hoar. He was aware that the same gen-
tleman had said here that If he was trying a man
ror murder he could refuse, with the message
that he had nse ror the body, but It would not do
say the House would hold ror all time. Ho as-
sumed the broad ground that when a man Is In
jail he has the right, on reprsentlng that he Is
unlawfully held, to apply to any court to Inquire
into the fact whether he Is or Is not unlawfully
held. Was the House to claim a jurisdiction by a
simple assertion ; It was not the case of Hallet
JUlWUlU 1UUC IJJUI 11IB MUIUC HUB UJIUi VUkll
was the broad principle whether the JudiciaryJ
couin review toe action oi iuc uoubg ui" jvepre
sentatives. ..

He took on a numberMtfhorltlcs cited br Mr.
that they did not sustain

the ground that the court could assert no Juris
diction In the case. The court issuing the writ
was, next to tho Supreme Court, one or the
highest In tno land, and the law gave It Jurisdic-
tion In habeas cosput cases. As tho law stands It
declares the body should bo returned. If the
House thinks such cases should go only to the Su-
preme Court, let the laws be amended. Even
conceding that there may be doubts, lie thought
thcsarrstwayln this caso was to give up the
body ofthc prisoner. He appreciated tho neces-
sity orthe House possessing power to conduct Us
inquiries, but ho did not believe the courts would
attempt to abridge that power. If the courts did
wrong the House had the right of preferring
articles of Impeachment, but If the House
trampled down the rights of the courts 'and the
citizens there was no redress.

Mr. HOOKER, orMlss., said If lie thought tho
House was, in adopting the majority "report, vio-
lating the right oltlio citizen to his liberty he
should hesitate before casting Ids voto ror It; but
IT the House had not tho right of restraint of c
recu'ant witness, sitting as

a quasi cocrt,
then It and all other courts were powcrlcs. Ho
contended that one court could not demand, on a
writ ofAcocat roryiuz, the body or a person uudcr
trial or undergoing sentence court.
Ifthis was the case, then every prisoner in tho
penitentiaries could sue out a writ. The House
would bo deprived or all iower to punish for con-
tempt if the jiower was given to the courts to
take a person from its custody at any time, as was
proposed. He comliattcd the Idea that any,
weight attached to the summsltlon that Kilbourn
had no evidence Implicating any one responsible
to the House, and saidlt was Hrst for tho House
10 cs.iauii?u us auijioriiy to asK ine question, ami
when the question was answered, tr the Drlsouer
had no cv iiience, then let him go.

Mr. FKYE, ofllc, said he had intended to dis-
cuss the legal bearing or the case, but the

hourjreventcd it, and ho would there-
fore only make a rew suggestions. He reminded
tkc Democratic side of the determination with
which that side contended against the suspension
or the habeas corpus In 1871, and again in the hut
session, when the gentleman Irom Pennsylvania,
Mr. lUxinu, wen a world-wid- e reputation ror
hi opiosltion to the pending proposition" The
course of the Democratic party lias been cxm- -i

sistcnt In favor of the habeas corpus writ, but to-

This was not an Indiv Idual case; there
were forty Investigations going on, and there
might be a hundred American citizens deprived
of their liberty without redress. Referring to
the doctrine of the majority, that the House could
confine a man at its will, he said It was an elegant
opportunity to punish the ncwsjinper correspond-
ents who annoy us now and then. Mr. Clyxer,
who had been treated nnju'tly by the newspaper
men, could call any one or them before hie

The galleries wero filled with about as resecta-
ble and a set of gentlemen and
ladles as evorsnt there together.
