Tue New York Tvmes, one of the so-
called Republican journals of the Norh
that sanctioned the blunder committed by
refusing to favorably respond to Governor
Ames’ demsnd for troops last fall, now
gives prominent position to correspond-
ence from Misskesippi showing that the
Republican majority in that State is 40,-
000, and that it has been overcome by the
violent, murderous and proscriptive pol-
icy of the Democracy. Yet the Times be-
lieves that Lamar holds s seat im the
House, and will soon hold ooe in the
Senate, honorably; that Senator Morton's
Mississippt investigation is a sensational
parade of the ‘““Dloody shirt,” and that
troops are not needed to protect the rights
of the Republican voters of the South.

Sovrn Canonixa REPUBLICANS are
justly indignant because the politicians in
the recent Republican State conventies,
contrary to instructions, elected Cham-
berlain & delegate to Cincinnati. We
have been shown s copy of a circular
largely circulated in that State, callinga
esucus of leading Republicans to assemble
in Charleston on the 20th instant, to take
snch steps a8 may be necessary to prevent
the sdmission of Chamberlain at Ciacin-
nati, The circular soundly denounces
those delegates who voted for Chamber-
lain, because of his assurance that, if
elected, be would commission Moses and
Whipper as judges. We also learn that
it is designed to present a numerously-
signed memorial to the Ciocinoati con-
vention, protesting against his admission
85 8 delegate, because of his disreputable
sntecedents. And so it has leaked out at
last that Chamberlain could only secure
his election by promising to commission
Moses sod Whipper, which promises, as
might bave been expec'ed, he broke.

Tux crusade in the House against “‘[ree
delivery'" of mail matter in suburban
cities indicates that members overlook an
important festure of the postal business.
While the reports show large deliveries in
such cities, they do not show correspond-
wngly large receipts for stamps and postal
cards. This discrepancy may be accoun-
ted for in some messure by the fact that
heads of fumilies doing business in com-
mercial cities and residing in the saburbs,
arc most likely to purchase stamps snd
cards for family use at their city post of-
fices because it 15 more convenieat todoso,
while the family letters are delivered by
carriers at the family residence from the
local office. No doubt thjs is the case with
Lyno, Mass.,, which was used as an illus-
tration in the debate. The Boston office,
probably furnishes a large proportion of
the stamps and cards nsed in Lyan for rep-
lication to letters delivered b y carriers,
These replies are also picked up mostly by
the Lynn carriers and canceled and mailed
from the Lynn office, and yet afford no
revenue to the Lynn post office, but the
Department derives its proper remuners-
tion for the work done all the same as if
it was deducted from the Boston office and
credited to the revenue of Lyan. The
same argument applies with equal if not
greater force to Brooklyn, Jersey City aud
other suburban offices. Yet this is no good
reason for depriving these citizens of the
free delivery system.

THE CONTEST AT CINCINNATL

Morton, Conkling, Blaine, Bristow,
Hayes, Hartranflt and the Great Unknown
are the names most familiar to the public
in connection with prophecies regarding
the Republican nomination at Cinclonatl
We say with the public because we mean
tbat the newspspers and subaliern party
leaders discass the prospects of these gen-
tiemen, snd the public concession is that
one of them will secure the nomination.
Esch ope, except the Great Unknown, has
his especisl champions, and notwithstand-
ing the sssertions of the Independent Press
regarding some of them, hundreds of wire-
pullers are at work to forestall the action
of the convention in behalf of their re-
spective favorites. This wire-pulling is a
necessary incident of American polities,
as it is in every land where the
people govern themselves by the exercise
of the elective franchise, There isa dz-
moralizing phase [a it, which is repulsive
to the stilted theorist, and is made use of
by demagogues, who are themselvesalways
apt at the work, to dampen the enthusissm
of the campaign and throw discredit upon
their opponents. Just mow such pre-
eminent ecnemies of the Republican party
as the Springfield Republican, Cincinnati
Commercial, New York Tribune, Harper's
‘Weekly, among the journals of the coun-
try, and such distinzuished malcontents as
Carl Schurz, William Cullea Bryant, Wm.
M. Evarts and others, who propose to par-
ticipate in the Schurz-Bryant sell-admira-
tien meeting, are engaged in stirring up
public opinion agsinst it. They talk
sbout the “‘mschine,”” about manipu-
lstion, and about the use of money snd
patronage, and prate of corruption with
the single purpose of destroying the
prospects or defaming the characters of
men who have won their spurs by long,
earnest and brave service in support of the
principles of the party. And they call
themselves Republicans. We submit, how-
ever, that the policy they pursue cannot be
more fitly characterized than by the very
words, wire-puling and manipulation,
which they demounce soseverely. If to
tear down and build up by innuendo and
false praise is nol to manipulate, in
Heaven's name, whet is manipulation?
If to scheme and plot for the introduction
of certain issues and the consideration of
especial theories is not wire-pulling, what
isitY But these self-styled saints claim
that they have no part or parcel in the ma-
chine, Lhat they are spotless of any taint of
partisan mansgement, and that they and
their favorites for the mpomina-
tion are simply seeking the pub-
lic good, without regard to strictly
partisan or eclfish considerations. We are
of the opiunion, however, that their objects
will be exposed in time to undeceive the
public and to prove that they are, in fact,
as black as they have pretended to be
white, Some of them have been known to
sacrifice truth and party prigeiple by pan-
dering to morbid seosationsl desires, while
others have been known to destroy public
confidence by sdvancing trifling or tech-
nical arguments upon subjects which re-
quired blunt and honest consideration in-
stead of being treated under the mists of
subtle sophistry. While the aversge
bhonest Republican voter is inspired by
impulses 1o seize the question of the hour,
whatever it may be, by the throat and de-
molish it or raise it upon its feet, as the
occasion may require, these sell-canonized
Salnts and sell-anocinted Priests approach
it gingerly, treat il techaically and with
s namby-pamby affectation of solemn
wisdom or devotion to the public weal,
always fisil to cut out an ulcer or heal up »
wound.

The contest at Cineinnali will begin
between the active sdhereats of personal
candudates and nmarrow itsell down tos
struggle for supremacy between the aver-
age hoboest Republican yolers, to whom
we have alluded, mod the Bsints and
Priests whom we bave described. Even
pnow tke contest has been begun. This
New York is a movement on the
part of the Priests sud Baints to build up
an sppearance of purity and disaffection
with the existing condition of affairs.
Resolutions will be adopted and addresses
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promulgsted describing that ocondition
and appealing to Lhe people to look else-
where thanin the ranks of the “party-
hacks'’ for & candidate, mnd every
man who does not sgree with these
played—out pdliticisns and semile pud-
licists will be denounced n$ & party
hack. They will decry against machine
candidates, and every candidate who is
pot willing -to submit the coatrol of
the “machine’” (0 their weak koeed
and dilly dally infloences will be de-
nounced as one who ““runs with the ma-
chine.”” Assuming the -airs of superior
integrity, and srrogating to themselves all
" the political wisdom ot the country, they
will establish a kind of seli-selected, close-
corporation -aristocracy, and refuse to
recognize as worthy of the slightest con-
sideration sny one who does not bow and
kneel st their beck and bidding. They
may go 60 far as to threaten a third party,
a reform (7) party, a party of purity and
all that sort of thing, and in 50 doing will
claim that the feeliogs of the Independent
Voter must be concilisted by the conven-
tion, or the most direfal results will cer-
teinly ensue. Im short, they will bug-
bear the situation.

The question is whether the average
bonest Republican voter cam be bug-
beared in this way. Past experieace war-
rants lhe prediction that he cannot and
will not. He knows that enthusiasm
among the masses is the great prerequisite
of victory, and he knows further that kid
gloves, fine-spun theories and diltetantelsm
never inspire enthusiasm smong the
masses. For example, bluff old Ben Wade
isatype of & man whom the public ad-
mire, and William W-a-l-t-e-r Phelpsis a
sweet-scented,  hair-parted-in-the middle,
always astride-the-fence incarnation of the
Priests and Baints. As certainly as the
sun will rise and set on the 14th
of June, the George William Curtises,
the S8sm Bowleses, and all of that kidoey
who may be present will suffer unequivo
cal and overwhelming defeat on that day.
The epirit of the masses will sssert itself,
and pome man with *‘sand in his gizzard,"”
to use a homely expression, will be chosea
as the victorious leader of the party in the
coming campaign; some man who, like
Lincoln, had s natural, aod pot an artifi-
cial or hot house, hold upon the people;
some man who is the fitting embodiment
of solid and everlasting principle.

Meanwhile it is interesting to note the
drift of public feeling. The instincts of
the Priests and Ssints incline towards cer
tain men, while those of the substantial
volers incline towards others. There has
been no complete development of those
instincts, bowever, except that the namby-
pambyites have declared open hostility to
Messrs. Morton and Conkling, while
Messrs. Blaine and Bristow seem to be
hanging in the balance. It is true that Mr.
DBlaine has latterly endeared himself to the
loyal people of the North by his magnifi-
cent demonstrations against the encroach-
ments of rebel power in the lower House
of Congress: bul, as we have said before,
he 15 handicapped with the seductive
approaches of the Independent Voter.
However unjust it may be, it is never-
theless true that this is Mr. Blaine's great-
est drawback. No one doubts his Repub-
licanism or his patriolism, and those who
know him best do got doubt his integrity;
but there are those who look with suspi-
cion upon the fact that some of his sur-
roundings are tainted with the Liberalism
of 1872. How much effect these suspicions
may have upon his prospects, it Is impos-
sible to predict, but it is to be hoped, in
bebalfl of his partisan respectability, that
the Priests and Saiats will find enough
thorough-going Republicanism in his am-
nesty speeches to induce them to place him
under the ban with Messrs. Conkling and
Morton. As for Governors Hayes aad
Hprtranft, it is certain that whea
their  time  comes, and when
their records sre thoroughly analyzed,
the Independent Voter will be sorely
tempted to give them a wide berth. Mr.
Bristow—well, we shall see what we ahall
see. I he has done anything for the pub-
lic good, and no one doubts that he has,
it is because the Republican party placed
bhim in s position to perform important
dutles, and because he has been sustained
in that performance by a Republican Ad-
ministration. It remains to be seen
whether the result of his labors shall inure
to personsl or party benefit. I be throws
bimself into the arms of the Priests and
Saints the former will be the case; but if
be remains true, as he now is, 1t will be
the latter.
