'uLSEWHERe we give a good epitome of
Hev. Henry "Ward Beecher's lecture last
evening on the subject of "Religion in
Education." Mr. Beechcr received the
compliment of. the attention of one of the
largest and most intelligent audiences
which has ever greeted a lecturer in Wash-
ington. To say that his subject was han-
dled in a masterly and highly satisfactory
manner is needless. His abilities and large
experience as a public teacher and writer
during the last quarter of a century, ante-
cedent to his recent difficulties, have pecu-
liarly fitted him for dissecting, analyzing
and illuminating the subject upon which
he spoke. His voice and manner of speech
are quite fiscinating, while there is a fer-T- or

and earnestness in hb persuasive elo-

quence which enchains his hearers.

DEMOCSATIC ECONOMY.

Congress returned to its labors yester-
day, and the House floundered along after
its own peculiar fashion in its pretense of
reducing expenses by piling up increased
bills for witness fees and printing of hear-
say testimony. Mr. Randall's efforts to
impress the country with his views of
economy arc too transparent to produce
any lasting effect. It is very easy for him
to pretend that a Government of forty mil-

lions of people, including an army of 120,-0- 00

pensioners, can be maintained and ad-

ministered as cheaply as was one of twenty
millions of population and a few hundred
pensioners before the war. But the peo-

ple understand that such a thing is a prac-
tical impossibility. Tho vast increase of
population and of pensioners since the time
when the Democratic party held the reins
of power shows but a tithe of tho aug-
mented expenditures which have been
precipitated upon the country by the Dem-
ocratic war of the rebellion. It was that
war which necessitated the internal taxes
and the expenses of their collection. It
was that war which necessitated the use
of credit paper money and the general in-

stitution of the credit system throughout
the country, causing the present high
prices to rule and reign. And, then, our
postal service alone costs twenty millions
more than in 1805, while the mileage of
mail transportation has increased 131 per
cent, since the close of the war. The ry

system in cities which the Demo-
crats have such a desire to squelch cost
scarcely a million in 1808 and yielded in
local matter delivered less than half that
sum, while in 1873 it cost $1,880,041 and
yirlded on local matter alone the hand-
some sum of $1,947,559. In ten years the
cost has increased only 88 per cent, While
the receipts have been augmented during
tne same period by 309 per cent. And
yet these stupid Democratic economists,
with these facts before them, have been
fighting for days to cut off free delivery as
en economical measure. "Saving at the
spigot to waste at the bung."

Again, with the facts staring them in
the face that while our ordinary postil
revenues have increased 03 per cent, in
seven years, ending June 30, 1875, the
total expenditures have "only increased 47
percent.; the grants from the Treasury,
17; mileage in mail routes, 28; aggregate
mileage of annual mail transportation, 53;
aggregate cost of mail transportation, 48;
length of railway routes, 94; aggregate
mileage railway transportation, 115; aggre-
gate cost of railway service, 120; aggregate
length of postal car lines, 141; fines, de-

ductions, &c, 117; expenses for mail bags,
locks, keys and stamps, 72; number of
post offices, 34; compensation to post
masters, 05; number of clerks in post
offices, 58; compensation to do., 59; num-
ber of special agents, 34 per cent.; com-

pensation to do., 32 per cent; mail route
agents and messengers, 118 per cent; com-

pensation to da, 113; number of railway
postal clerks, 283 per cent; compensation

to do., 309 per cent; number of clerks in
Post Office Department, 19.35 per cent;
average percentage of increase of service
in seven years 91 per cent. The Whole

number of employees in 1808, inclusive of
postmasters, their clerks, letter curlers,
postal 'car clerks, clerks in the Depart-
ment, special 'agents, route agents, mes.
sengers, &c, in 1868," was 80,423, and in
1875 it was 42,595,' as follows:

This is quite an army of people occupied
in the general diffusion of intelligence.
Some of them work constantly with "their
livesin their hands, as It were, whirling
and speeding through the country at the
rate of forty miles per hour. Their aggre-
gate annual compensation is about f

and this is an average of about
?315 per capita per annum.

And yet, because this great postal sys-

tem of ours is not bec-u- sa

it does not quite pay all expenses owing to
the sparsely-settle- d condition of a l&rge

portion of the vast area of country sup-

plied, and the large percentage of ignorant
and illiterate persons in some sections who
are just being brought under the
influence of the system of com-

mon school education, but are not yet
so far advanced as to enjoy the benefits
of this postal system, the Democratic House
proposes to reduce the service, and strikes
at those portions of it which are appreciat-
ing most rapidly. Does a Democratic
House wish the people engaged in the
postal service to work for less than $315
per annum average, when its members are
paid 5,000 per annum? Our postal ser-

vice list year cost the people nearly thirty-fou- r

millions, of which nearly seven millions
were drawn from the Treasury, in addition
to the revenue earned. This amount is
an advance of seventeen cents per capita
by the people from their general revenues
in order to provide postal facilities for
those who live in the remote and sparsely
settled regions of the country. But the
Democrats, who were never able as a
party to discriminate between true and
false economy, or else never desired to
practice it at all further than to enable them
to use it as a catchword for the purpose of
attaining power, now propose to cut down
the postal appropriations to the self sus-

taining point. They are aware that this
course must necessarily deprive many of
ticir constituents of their present mail
facilities. If they go upon the principle of
cutting off those routes that do not yield
revenue enough to pay expenses now, and
stopping free delivery in those cities which
are too small to mike it pay, thsy will find
that the result will be to curtail the service
most in Democratic sections of the coun-
try. If they think cutting off the service
in their own districts will aid in their re-

election perhaps they ought to be allowed
to do it, but we do not think so. The truth,
is that the Confederate House wishes to go
before the country with the demagogical
cry of retrenchment and reform, and will
point to the insane and ridiculous record
they are now making in the House, not with
any expectation that the measures will be-

come laws, but that they will be defeated in
the Senate, as evidence of their sincerity.

HAKPER'8 FERRY WATER-POWE-

South Branch Valley, and its unsurpassed
railroad and canal facilities, cannot fail to
be appreciated by our enterprising manu-
facturers of the North. And it is safe to
predict that not many years will pas3 ere
a flourishing, prosperous manufacturing
city, teeming with business and life, will
occupy the place of this town made forever
historical, yet desolated and deserted by
the rebellion. The coal, iron, timber and
agricultural products of the Shenandoah
Valley alone are all sufficient to sustain
a city of a hundred thousand inhabitants
at Harper's Ferry. Since Northerners have
begun to discover the true worth of the
Old Dominion, only a few years since,
she is fast becoming rehabilitated, fast re-
