The Blaine Investigation—Highly Important
Proceedings.

A rubenmmitiee of the House Jadiclary Com.
mittee mot vesterday morning to lnvestigate the
maliclous seamilal acainst Mr, Blaine relativa to
the 88000 bond matter in the Little Rock and
Fort Swith Rallroad Company bond investiga-
thin

Mr, Harrison, of Indimnapolls, was first sworn,
He testified that at o meeting of the boand of di-
rectors ufsthe Union Pacltie Ballrosd Company
Alr. Rollinp, the seeretary and treasurer of the
company, had aeked him not to press an exsimnina.-
tiom a® to how the bonds of the Arkanms road
were acquired by the company, fur the reason that
It would tnvolve Alr. Blaine and injare his chanoes
for re-election to Congress. He stated that the
interview printed as having been had with him
by a reprerentative of the Indiapapolis Sextine!
wWos corTeet.

Alr. Alllard, & Government director of the road,
corruborated Harrison, bhut sald his understand.
ing of Rollins' ohjection to the Investigation was
that it would involve 8 prominent man, and that
Mr. Blaine's nnme was not mentioned.

Hun, James F. Wilson, anvther Governmont
director, teftificd that he had never told Horuce
White, of the Chleago Tribune, ur anybody else,
that Mr. Hiaine had ever made any statemont
with reference to the matter othor than that made
by him pablicly from his seat in the House of
Kepresentatives,

E. H. Rollins, the treasurer of the company,

£ald that he had heard thal Bisine would be in-
volved by an investigution, because he had heard
from pole eource, which he could not now remem-
ber, that be would be. He deaied, however, thut
lie drew Mr. Harrieon nzide to make the state-
ment, because the roovm was a small one, and he
eonld not well bave done so.  He also denied that
Le told Mr, Harriseon that Blalne woald be in-
jured in his Congressivnal election by an inves
tigation, and for the reason that he could not
have done g0 beesuse Mr. Binine had been tri-
amphantly eleetod (o his distriet three days be.
r«in the mweeting of the board of directors touk
lace.
: Mr. Rollins farther testified that tosatis(y his
own mind In relativn to tho hearsay that My,
Blaine wonld be iavolved by an examination of
the matter. be made a “thorongh examination of
the buoks of the esmpany, and every othor source
calenlated to contirm or dispel the eharge, and he
long elnce beeame satlsfied that the ramor war a
mirtake, and that Mr. Blaine had nothing to do
with the transaction in the most remote ur indi-
recl manter.

He sald this was a
correet and proper transaction, based on equities
due to himself, and with which Mr. Blaine had
nothing todo. He desired to be a witness, so that
his testmony might go to the tountry in connec.

Cul. Seott testified that he formerly ownod those
seventy-five bonds of the Little ﬁut‘k and Fort
Smith Hallroad Company #o much talked of. He
bovght them s year and foar months previeus to
#¢ll them tothe Union and Pacific Rallroad Com.
]na. He bought them from Josish Canldwell,
of Boston, who was negotiating bopds with that
ool pany,

He understond that Cauldwell during the panie
of 1572 went to Europe after his failare in the
West and was there now., He pald 50 ¢ents on
thie dollar lu currency fur the bonds 8 1576, when
e hed nothing to do with the Union Pacite
rallrond. He P“M S0,000 for Lhem and sold them
to the Unbon Pacitic Rallroad Company, through
Mortun, Bliss & Cuo., lor nearly #3404, When ha
became president of the Union Pacltie Rallroad
Company, in March, 1571, the stook and every.
thing counceted with It was depressod, but before
lomg there was a marked improvement in its
aflaire. He believed the eompany would give
him a liberal compensation for his serviees. He
war pressed for money, which he wanted more
than his salary, and it was inally sugested that
the company should buy these sevonty-five honds
ol the Little Rock and Fort Smith Rallroad Com.
any, allowing him the option to buy them back,
he bends went direetly to the railroad company
upun axreement of the exceeutive committee and
through Merton, Bliss & Co. There was no .

Tha
transaction wae pever displayed on the books of
the company, and nobody ever expocted that it
wonld vecomne & subject of lm‘ut-l!nnun by the
Uwbgresslonsl committee.
