and the Commission will take action toward car-
rying out the suggestion.

Southern Becnblieans.

The Cabinet

The Insane Asylum Investigation.

I at the Great Sioux reservation is greatly exag
gerated by the reports received from the Black
Hills. Every exertion is making by the agents
of the Indians to peaceably relinquish their light
to that territory and accept a much preferable
reservation farther south. Spotted Tail and his
band nave already expressed a willingness to go
south to the Indian Territory, and If the Great
Sioux nation could be brought to follow In the
footsteps of Spotted Tall the solution of the em
barrassing Indian question In the Northwest
would be found. The moral force of the presence
of the army has to a great extent brought about
this pliable feeling on the part of this iwwerful
band of Teton Sioux, but the Influences of Chris-
tianity have had a more peaceable effect than the
cayosct lias snows.

Sural Jffatrt, Iloute of Representative!;
Sir: For more than threo months the Commit-

tee on Naval Affairs of the House or Representa-
tives has been investigating the Navy Depart-
ment and naval establishment. To this investi-
gation, conducted in various and distant parts of
the country, and extending over the wholo time
of the present administration, and Into the de-

tails of all Its transactions, every person supposed
to have any complaint against the Department
has been publicly invited. The examinations
have been conducted In secret session, without
notice to, and, of course, without opportunity for

explanation or suggestion by
any person complained of.

During all this time. In the absence of any spe-
cific charge made against either myself or any
officer of the Department, I have remained quiet,
with the Idea that the testimony when finished
would be published as a whole, and that when It
was complete in all Its parts each false charge
would be accompanied by Its refutation, confident
that where no wrong really existed none could be
made finally to appear. But the publication of
portions of the unfinished testimony In detached
parts has, as was to be expected, afforded the op--
Sortunlty for charges ana insinuations made in

newspapers, utterly false in fact and
founded upon false inferences from the testimony
as published, which will fall at once to the ground
when the whole facts are known.

Under these circumstances I demand, as a mat-
ter of public right, not only Tor myseK, but Tor
any officer of my Department against whom any-
thing is supposed to appear, a full and speedy op-
portunity to be heard In justification of every
matter charged, and In refutation of every false
Inference that can povtlbly be made; aud I also
demand that this hearing be had In open session
of the committee, to the end that jhublle justifica-
tion may follow as speedily as possible the charges
and insinuations made.

District Investigation.

Jndge Buckncr has prepared and submitted to
House Committee on the District of Columbia, of
which he is the chairman, a long report on the
result of the Investigation which that committee
has been been making Into the affairs of the Dis-

trict. This report has, by some means or other,
been printed and circulated, although It does not
appear to have been adopted by the committee or
submitted to the House. It Is a very

campaign stump speech, consisting of a
rehash of all the misstatements and false allega-
tions that have been fulminated since 1573 through
the columns of the Detective Press against the
District authorities, with numerous additions and
embellishments, abounding In figures of speech of
the kind generally used for lying.

After reciting the resolution authorising tho
Inquiry and the general act creating and denning
the powers ol tho District government, the docu
ment says:

"By the third section of the act 'the control
and charge of the work of repair and improve-
ment of all streets, avenues, alleys, sewers, roads
and bridges of the District of Columbia' was given
to an officer of the engineer corps of the army, to
be appointed by the President, 'subicct to the
general supervision and direction of tho said
Board of Commissioners.' Tho power and au-
thority thus given, and thus limited, constitute
all the power and authority vested by law in the
Commissioners, touching tee subjects with which
your committee has been charged."

And now the proposed report goes on with a
pettifogging argument to snow that this "engi.
neer, under the supervision and direction of the
Commissioners.' had no power to "Improve the
streets," etc. This is simply ridiculous, and does
not deserve reproduction.

The report says: "And we think we can say
with almost absolute certainty that under the
limitations imposed upon the Commissioners they
had no power or authority to make any new con-
tract, whereby they could bind the District to pay
therefor in 3.65 bonds or In any other form of se-
curity. They are expressly prohibited from 'mak-
ing any contract or Incurring any obligation,' ex-
cept such as may be necessary to the "execution of
legal obligations and contracts existing at the
passage of the act, and to the preservation and
protection or Improvements then finished or com-
menced and not completed.' " And then follows
a good bit of sophistical pettifogging to show that
the Commissioners had no power In the execution
of existing contracts to extend, modify and en.
large their provisions when necessary to the pres-
ervation and protection of Improvements then
finished or commenced and not completed. Judge
Buekner certainly quoted too much of the act of
June 20, 1874, for his purpose, or else greatly over-
rated his own argumentative powers.

He says the Commissioners had no power to issue
bonds for these contracts. Who said they had?
or who said they did? People generally hers
have supposed that the Commissioners directed
necessary work to be done under existing con-
tracts and supervised the same; that the board of
audit, a distinct and independent body, created
by Congress for the especial purpose, then deter-
mined whether the accounts were properly
vouched and entitled to be paid, and that upon
the certificates of this board of audit the law
made it the duty of the commissioners of the sink-
ing fund to Issue 3.65 bonds In satisfaction for
them. Here were three independent ministers,
whose duties were clearly defined by tho law,
neither one of whom could give mandatory in.
tractions to the other, but each being Invested

with certain powers and duties, for which they
alone were answerable. Judge Buckuer quotes
largely from the Commissioners' answersand the
Congressional debates, then comments as fol-
lows:

"The intention of Congress cannot be mistaken.
All claims then existing against the Board of
Public Works and of the District government
were to be adjusted, audited and funded Into the
3.65 bonds: and as to the ftiturc, cash was to be
paid and no more debt incurred.

"To the board of audit was confided the adfust-me-

and auditing of the then existing indebted-
ness, and the Commissioners of the District were
intrusted with the executive authority under
limitations that left them without power to add
to the indebtedness of lhe District a single dollar.
They had power to execute existing legal obliga-
tions and contracts, and to preserve and protect
Improvements, whether finished or unfinished,
but they could not Increase the moneyed obliga-
tions or tho District, or agree to do so; but in this
regard, they were limited to the use of the rev-
enues of the District, and to such appropriations
as Congress might make for such purposes. It
has been by exercising a power nowhere given or
necessarily Implied, but in direct contravention of
the whole scope and meaning of this act that of
making new contracts on the part of the District,
and agreeing to pay for new work In 3.65 bonds,
that has Increased the debtor the District so
much beyond tho amount estimated by the joint
committee of 1471.

"There can be no dispute er controversy that
Congress Intended that the valid contracts or the
Board of lublic Works should be completed, aud
that provision was made for auditing and funding
the claims growing out of the completion of this
work according to the terms of these contracts.
The estimates for the coinpletlon-o- f these con
tracts were maae oy ine ueposea uovernor, and
thesum belleted to be sufficient to cover this an.
ticipated expenditure was put down at (1,S25,0W.
But this sum was only an estimate, and may have
been purposely underestimated by the Governor,
both as to the number of the Incomplete contracts
and the amount necessary for their completion.
Neither the Commissioners nor the engineer can
be held responsible If the work needful to finish
these contracts required a larger expenditure
than the sum estimated by the joint committee.

"Your committee made no exception to the In-
crease of the debt of the District, growing out of
this expenditure. Whether more or less than es
timatod, the claims growing out of the comple
tlcn or these Incomplete contracts were provide
for and required to be audited by tho board o
audit- - It was not a matter over which the Cora
mlssloners had any jurisdiction, except to see, b r
their engineer, that the work was done according
to the original contract, and that the measure,
ments were honestly and fairly made. It Is thinew contracts, tho 'extensions' and modifica-
tions or old contracts, the authorising and the
contracting Tor work to be performed, which the
Board of Public Works had not contracted to do
or authorlted to be done, that we condemn. And
In looking over the two reports or 1874 and 1875,
made to the President, we cannot but come to the
conclusion that this 'extension' of contracts
never occurred to the Commissioners until after
their first report was made, and probably not un-
til after the adjournment or the last Congress and
its failure to provide a permanent, In place ot the
provisional government of 1874.

" It Is worthy of remark In this connection that
In the first report or the Commissioners or the Dis-
trict there are but three 'extensions' meatloned
as having been made by the Commissioners; and
In each case the 'extension' Is but a substitution
ofanotherparty in place of the original contractor,
because ofhis failure to comply with his contract-S- o

far as we have been able to discover from this"
report, there is no change or addition to the old
contract of the Board of Public Works, and this
power of substitution was exercised under the
terms of the contract, and In one case, probably
In all, by advertising the work required to be
done."

The report says that It also appears from the
report of the Commissioners in 171 that they
passed a resolution to the effect that all contracts
thereafter given out shall be awarded to the low-
est responsible bidder "after due notice by adver-
tisement, and the right reserved to reject any and
all bids," and during the year 1874 they faithfully
maintained this resolution by advertising for pro-
posals for all new work to be done under their
authority. The system in vogue under the Board
of Public Works had been condemned In strong
terms by the joint committee, and this resolution
was carrying out the recommendation of that
committee. During 1874 they also declined to
furnish any materials, such as curbstone, brick,
sewer-pip- fcc., to the contractors, another reform
of the vicious system of the defunct Board or
Public Works.

With such favorable showing and salutary re-
forms It is not a matter oi surprise that Congress
uia not maze name to cnange tne reiorms or tern
S)rary government Instituted by the act or 1S74.

sooner had Congress adjourned, after
having made the liberal appropriation of over a
million of dollars for the general purposes ofVce
District, and provided for the semi-annu- Interest
due on the 3.65 bonds on the 1st of August. 1870,
than an entirely different policy began to be de-
veloped. Old contracts, that had been completed,
as appears from the report of the auditor of pub-
lic works, for two or three years, were "extended.'
New work was contracted for to be paid for In 3.65
bonds; sewer pipe and curbstone was bought and
paid for In the same security, and contracts were
given out without advertisement, on the same
vicious, expensive and corrupting system that
had prevailed under the Board of Public Works.

There Is no donbt that they had authority, and
It was their duty to preserve and and protect tha
lmpryTeaentsoftlj?pietrictjbu,weg-enytha- I

results from this admitted power that they had
authority to contract lor the payment or the labor
expended in the preservation and protection of
these Improvements in the bonds of the District.
On the contrary, tho absence of any such power
in the act of 1874 Is conclusive of the Intention of
Congress. They could only uso the revenues of
the District and such appropriations as Congress
might make for this purpose. Nor do we see any
reason or propriety in the attemptof the Commis-
sioners to throw any part of the responsibility at-
taching to those contract extensions upon the

of the District. He seems to have acted In
matter under their control and supervi-

sion. It Is the Commissioners, and not the engi-
neer, who make and sign these contracts. It is
they who contract as to the character and kind of
work and the place where It Is to bo done. The
engineer Is responsible for tho measurement of
the work, and determines whether the contractor
compiles with the contract made by the Commis-
sioners, but the responsibility of authorising the
work and fixing the terms and mode or payment
belong to the Commissioners. The engineer may
have railed to see that proper and suitable mate-
rials were used, and his measurements and esti-
mates may have been Incorrect, but this does not
meet the objection that the Commissioners had no
authority to contract for these extensions, and to
pay for the work specified In these extensions In
tho 3.65 bonds or the District.

Your committee are or the opinion that these
facts afford convincing evidence that, as late as
February, 1875, the Commissioners construed their
powers, as to repairs of these pavements, as the
committee do, and that they could only be paid
for In cash and out of their own funds. Instead of
using the money thus appropriated on their own
estimate and at their Instance, they seem to have
discovered that they contract for the payment of
these repairs In 3.65 bonds, and. Instead ot ex-
pending l(.s,217.53 the amount estimated and
demanded they have mado repairs exceeding
(800,0.0 in amount, and paid for these repairs In
3.65 bonds. Your committee are at a loss to com- -,

pretend where they have found authority for
this large expenditure for this purpose In bonds.

We repeat that we do not question their power
and duty to make these repairs, under the au-
thority 'to protect and preserve Improvements,
complete and Incomplete," but the work ot repair
must be paid for In cash, and not In bonds. But
It Is said by the Commissioners that the ninth
section of tne contract, as quoted above, contained
the obligation oftbe contractor to keep his work
in repair for a term of years, and on failure and
notice they had the power to make the repairs
and charge the cost thereof to the contractor: and
inasmuch as the second section of the act of June
23, IE74. gave them the power to execute existing
legal obligations, they could do this work tor the
contractor, pay for It in 3.65 bonds and then se
the contractor for Indemnification. Coucodlntr for
the moment the correctness of this construction or
the law, where do they obtain the authority to
Issue the bonds or the District in payment for
these repairs? But obviously thero is no ground
tor this construction.

BOARD Or AUDIT.
But It seems to your committee that the Com-

missioners are not alone responsible for the large
and unexpected Increase or the debt or this Dis-
trict. The board or audit, IT not equally guilty of
a violation of the law defining their duties, are
certainly participants with the Commissioners In
the wrong perpetrated on the people of this Dis-
trict. It would be a waste of timo to attempt to
show that they only had authority to examine
and certify the unfunded and floating debt of the
xiisinct ana oi tno jjoaru or i'udhc works.

The extensions of contracts, or the contracts for
new work made by the Commissioners, as well as
the contracts for repairing wood and concrete
pavements, were, therefore, clearly not sublect to
be audited, and certified and converted Into bonds.
It appears that the board of audit knew that the
Commissioners were making these extensions and
contracting for new work as well as repairing old
work, and still they audited claims arising out of
this new work, and thus became accessory with
the Commissioners In increasing the debt of the
District In violation of the law. If they had re-
fused to allow all claims arising out of contracts
entered Into by the Commissioners subsequent to
the act defining their powers and duties, the Dis-
trict debt would be less than It now Is by from
three to five millions.

Report of the Board of Health Committee.
The Board of Health held a regular meeting, at

their rooms, last evening; all the members being
present excepting Dr. Cox, who has gone to Phila-
delphia to attend his duties as one of the judges of
goods on exhibition In class fourteen of the Cen-
tennial Exposition. In his absence, Dr. D. W.
Bliss was called to tho chair.

Mr. Marbury, from the finance committee, re-
ported bills amounting to $18.75, which were passed
and ordered to be paid.

Professor Langston, from the ordinance commit-
tee, to whom was rererred the petition or J. O. P.
Rurnslde and others, asking exemption of setter
and private hunting dogs rrom the operations of
the law passed by the board, stated that they
have had the same under consideration, and after
diligent Investigation are of the opinion that such
exemption Is neither practicable nor wise.

Dr. Verdi, from the special committee, consist-In- g

the National Sanitary Abattoir Com-pan- y

of the District of Columbia," Introduced In
the Senate ofthe United States April 25, 1876,
and by its committee referred to the honorable
Commissioners or the District of Columbia, who
thought proper to refer it on May 4, 1873, to the
Board ot Health, with the request that it will
please to examine ana return said bill with such
suggestions as It may be pleased to make In the
premises, made the following report:

That they believe that such reference was made
by the honorable Commissioners for the pnrposo
of obtaining from the board Its views in a sanitary
sense regarding the establishment or an abattoir
in the District of Columbia, and whether tho bill
alluded to contains such sanitary provisions as
the Board of Health would approve, or whether
other and different provisions may be thought
necessary to secure all the sanitary measures for
such an establishment

Taking this view or the referenco the committee
does not reel authorised to examine other ques-
tions which may be Inherent to this bill, and
which may be thought to affect the people In
their Several Or Individual rlo-ht-j Knowing
moreover, that In their Jurisdiction the District
Committees or the Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives, aided by the District Commissioners,

ui ticttb muea suojects witn wisaom, impar-
tiality and Justice, the committee therefore

if an "abattoir," the slaughtering of
animals In one properly-conducte- d public estab-
lishment. Is more favorable to the health or this
community than many private "abattoirs," or
slaughter-house- s disseminated through the Dis-
trict at various placet and distances, often too
remote for Inspection, and In proximity of thickly-Inhabite- d

localities; secondly, whether the bill
under consideration contains all such sanitary
provisions at the Board of Health, the

BAK1TART OUASDIASS OP TOE DISTRICT,
may deem sufficient and satisfactory.

The board has. from Its Inception, so strongly
favored the establishment of a general abattoir In
this District, that to say more would seem al-
most a work of supererogation. There Is not an
annual report of the Board or Health since 1871 In
which the subject or an abattoir has not been
treated or recommended. The many slaughter-house- s

In this District have been regarded by tho
board asmnltlplied sources or nuisances Injurious
to health, and from their number and remote

as a practical preventative to the
proper inspection or animals before slaughtering.
So conscientiously concerned has the board felt In
this matter, that to it It gave Its attention and
most serious consideration for the Are years of its
existence. Unprepared, as the people had for
many years been, for any radical reforms in sani-
tary matters, the Board or Health studied this
matter with thoroughness, with the view to edu-
cate the people to the proper appreciation or the
subject. Instead ol exerting its powers to enforcea measure which the people. In their Ignorance,
might have thought tyrannical instead of benefi-
cent. For this purpose a committee was appoint-
ed to visit other duet or Importance, to examine
and report on the great and successful abattoir of
Boston. The president or the board reviewed the
subject of abattoirs, and reported on the abattoir
of Jersey City, and a special sanitary commis-
sioner to European cities reported on the perfect
abattoir or Turin, In Italy. (See report ot the
Board or Health 1872, : and '74.)

This great labor on ne part of the Board of
Health demonstrates the Importance that they
attached to this sanitary Institution and the earn-
estness with which they treated the subject. The
board has, In Itt various reports, agreed that

"THE KILLING OP ARIXALS
In populated locations, betides being a source of
great annoyance to residents in the vicinity. Is
unquestionably a serious Injury to health. No
system or inspection, however faithfully executed,
can preserve slaughter-house- s In large cities, or
In their thickly-populate- d suburbs, In a condition
or entire purity and Inocuousness. Such nut.
tances, including; the results of slaughtering, as
bone boiling, fat rendering, etc., should be re-
moved to a safe dlstanco beyond ths limits of
population, and. If possible, concentrated In one
establishment, where all these occupations could
be conducted In the most approved manner, with
greater profit and with far more regard to the
health or communities."

Again, "the Importance of combining the
slaughtering of animals, the rendering of rat and
bone boiling In one place, with Improved

by which every part of the animal, in-

cluding the blood, may be saved and applied to
valuable uses, cannot be too highly estimated.
The advantago of abattoirs to communities In
supplying meats from animals properlylnspocted
before and afterkilling, and carefully slaughtered,
thus protecting the consumer against fatigued or
diseased animals, Is eminently worthy of consid-
eration."

In alluding to the abattoir In Jersey City, the
following Is from the Erening Journal:

"The success Is so great, so undoubted, that all
the slaughtering business should be by law re-
quired to be done In Just such establishments as
this abattoir. It has been In active operation sinceJanuary 26, 1874, and tha experience of ltt work-
ing, both In winter and iummerseasons. Is tuffl.

single complaint has ever been made of any nuis-
ance caused by the presence or work oftbe abat-
toir."

The visiting committee say of ths Boston abat-
toir:

"The Butchers' Slaughtering and MetUng As-
sociation is building, under the supervision of the
SUte board or health, a large abattoir, at a cost

commodious and thoroughly furnished, for the
complete ntlllsatlon of every part and parcel of
animal matter, at whleh all sheep and cattle
butchered within six miles of Boston are to be
slaughtered and dressed. The building of this
abattoir and Its management under the law will
at once remove the cause of offense and dlseaso
connected with the slaughtering business in this
region and prove a sanitary blessing."

The American Health Association introduced
and adopted a resolution which declares that
"for a eity, one properly arranged and conducted
abattoir, subject to municipal regulations, Is
always preferable to a number of private slaughter-ho-

uses."

Again, the board has approved tho following
from the special sanitary commissioner to Eu-
ropean cities:

"Slaughter-house- unless particularly eared
for. constitute a nuisance Injurious to health, a

Vo-anc- o sot to bo tolerated ror a single hour
with the boundaries or any city or locality occu-
pied bv numerous lnhabltanta. lanirhter.honii

I jViould, ror sanitary purposes, be Inspected daily
prjr eftener by officers of health.

"When theso butcheries are scattered over va-
rious sections or the city, or located In places re-
mote therefrom, and the slaughtering is done at
Irregular Intervals, It Is well nigh impossiblo
(unless a very large force of Inspectors are em-
ployed! to visit them as they require. This re-
fers only to the cleanliness of such establishments.

"But what about the inspection of meat? Who
is present in those slaughter-house- s to see that
the animal butchered for market and dressed for
sale to tne consumer is not auected by disease
that would render the meat unwholesome?

"The law of Congress is Imperative upon the
Board of Health.

"It orders that 'It shall be the duty of that
board to prevent the sale of unwholesome rood In
the cities or Washington and Georgetown. Bat
the enforcement or that excellent law Is Impracti-
cable so long as butchers and venders or meat can
avoid, with Impunity, the vigilant Inspection ot
the officers. To make it practicable under the
present circumstances it wouia require one in-
spector ror every slaughter-hous- e and at the bench
of every vendor.' Thero are In the Ltslrlet or
Columbia ninety-fiv- e slaughter-house- s and
TWO IIU3DRKD ASD TWESTY-PIT- E TZSDOR3 OP

UEAT.
"Butchers buy oxen, cows, calves, sheep, lambs,

pig and hogs where they please. They kill them
when ana where they please. Some come
from long, some Irom short distances; some by
rail, some by water; some are driven. The con.
dltlon or these animals before killing is unknown;
nothing Is seen except the meats exposed ror sale,
and much meat is sold without being thus ex.
posed.

"We know that overdriven animals animals
that have come rrom long distances, by rail or by
water, that have passed days In close confine-
ment, and so packed that they cannot lay down,
without rood or drink, feverish and exhausted
are hastily driven to the market and as hastily
taken to the butchery, slaughtered and dressed
tor rale as meat fit ror rood.

"But In the District or Columbia-to-day- , under
the present system, all laws relating to it aro
rendered largely Ineffectual by the causes men-
tioned. A properly-conducte- d abattoir is the only
system under which the law regulating the sale
of unwholesome food can be enrorced."

The committee can quote no more from tho
records or the Board of Health without reproduc-
ing, in toto. Its reports an unnecessary task as
the Congressional members and the Commls-sloners-

the District of Columbia have them un-
questionably in their possession. They can only
reiterate that one abattoir, and if thought proper
two abattoirs, would relieve the District or Colum-
bia or many sources or nuisances injurious to
health, and enable this board to Inspect live stock
and meats in the manner evidently intended by
the framcrsof the law Imposing upon this board
the duty or preventing the sale of unwholesome
food.

The conference then proceeded to select tha
point for holding the next general conference.
