CRUSHED TO DEATH.

Killed While Excavating a Bank.
A colored man named Benjamin Van Barber

was killed about 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon, by
tbc falling of a bank, which he was excavating.
Van Barker and a fellow.workman were engaged
In digging under a house on Twenty-filt- h street,
between H and I streets, belonging to a gentle-
man named Love. The bank Is quite high and it
was Intended to dig out a cellar and underpin the
structure. As It was Impossible to begin to dig
from the top, the workmen began to excavate at
the bottom. When the bank fell in Van Barber
was at work ender It and was buried beneath it.
His fellow-labor- barely escaped tho same fate.
A portion of the falling embankment struck him,
but In such a manner that he was not Injured. As
soon as he realized what had occurred, he set to
work to uncover Van Barber, and. with the assist-
ance of Officer Morris and several citizens, Van
Barber's body was quickly brought out from
the debris. Tne body was crushed terribly. The
head was crushed out of shape, and the skull bent
until It was broken, and the body and limbs were
broken. The remains were taken by Ofilcer
Morris to the Fourth precinct station. Coroner
Patterson last evening viewed the body at tho
station and gave a certificate in accordance with
the circumstances ofthe death. Van Barber has
no family and no immediate relatives In the city.
