ing the appointment of Mr. Cameron to be
Secretary of War. It is evident, from the
tenor of this article, that the Southern
Democracy expect nothing less nor more
than justice a thing they are sorely afraid
of at the hands of the Government if its
affairs are administered by such men as
Mr. Cameron. It is worthy of note, how-
ever, that his appointment is accepted by
such good Southern Democratic authority
as the News and Courier as an admonitiin
that law and order must be preserved in
the South, if the malcontents of that sec-

tion would avoid the consequences of

The decision of the Senate to take juris-
diction of trial of impeachment after the
Office is vacated is tantamount to a declara-
tion that it is impor&nt that the Senate,
as a court of impeachment, should assert,
maintain, preserve and guard its power as
a court of impeachment to disqualify a
civil officer who may have been guilty of
high crimes and misdemeanors from ever
again holding office under any peradven-tur- e.

If the guilty party is so disqualified
by the courts of law, an Executive pardon
will restore his eligibility; but if the dis-

qualification is a part of the sentence of
the court of impeachment it is beyond all
power of restoration. The Constitution
leaves it within the discretion, judgment
and wisdom of the Senate to incor-
porate the disqualification in its sen-

tence. The officer found guilty "shall" be
icmoved and may bs disqualified. The
question that has perplexed Senators is, no
doubt, as to their power to take cognizince
of the alleged crime for the sole purpose of
working disqualification, upon conviction,
as a separate and distinct sentence, when
the power of removal has already passed
from them. The language of the Consti-
tution, in section four of article two, is
jnuidatoiy as to removal from office upon
conviction, while that in section three of
artitl; one, as to the power of disqualifici-ti- o,

connects the two as follows. "Judg--"
ment in cases of impeachment shall not

" extend further than to removal from office
" ar.d disqualification to hold and enjoy
" any office of honor, trust or profit under
"the United States." It will be seen by
this language that the disqualification is to
be conjoined to the sentence of removal if,
in the discretion of the Court.it is inflicted
at all.

AH "UNJUST JUDGE.""

There was a period In tho past when Vir-

ginia could point with justifiable pride to her
judiciary as the embodiment of honor and
ability. That was at a lime when subserviency
to the behests of the Democratic party was
not made a sine qua non to judical preferment,
and when only men were selected to wear the
ermine who were honest and capable, and an
Interference, either judicially or otherwise, In
party politics would have been deemed suffi-

cient cause for removal from official station.
That day has, however, passed, and a Demo-

cratic Legislature has filled the positions with
a few honorable exceptions, once occupied

k by upright and conscientious jurists, with such
creatures that It would be a slander upon the
bench to call, even by courtesy, judges.

city of Petersburg, where he exercises the pre-

rogatives of a judge by virtue of legislative

Mann E. M. Mann not a very good article,
it is true, If indeed the misnomer Is not a slan-

der upon the race. Nevertheless, his name
happens-t- be Maun, however much he may
be deficient In the better or even decent attri-
butes that belong to the descendants of
Adam.

The courseJof this "Judge" Mann with
regard to the appointment of judges of elec-

tion in Petersburg has much to do with the
result of the late farce of an election to which
we referred in Tub RErunLiCAN- - of the 29th.
Hence the present article. Early In March,
in view of the fact that the terms of the judges
of election had expired, the Republican city
central committee met, and after consultation
requested the chairman, Hon. J. H. Van
Aiikcn, to address to Judge E.M.Mann a
letter, asking him to appoint a Republican
judge en each board, which was done in the
following respectful manner:

Should it be your pleasure to entertain this,
our petition, we shall feel a pride In recom-
mending to you tho names of gentlemen
whom wc believe to be above reproach, and
in whom men of both parties will have entire
confidence.

lar forgot the part he was playing as to refuse
even to receive the petition, ne did receive It
afterwards, however, with reluctance, but
paid no sort of attention to It. Of the charac-
ter of the judges appointed, and who were
needed to do the dirty work accomplished In
that city on Thursday last, let the Virginia
Citizen, Republican paper published In Peters-
burg, speak. Says the Citizen:

"Nine out of the eighteen arc under In-

dictment by the United States grand jury for
frauds committed by them as Judges at the
elecUontn May, 1874.

"Fifty per cent, of that Grand jury were
Democrats, and the presentment was unani-
mous ! The evidence was overwhelming, con-
clusive, damning. No man who had the least
regard for his oath could escape presenting
tbem.

"One of the pets, a notorious 'stool pigeon'
