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As wrLr be seen by our reports else-
where, Mr. Blaine's case comtinued hope-
ful all through the day yesterday.

The Benstors
make laws declaring taxes deliogueat if
unpaid at 2 certain date, sod making it the
duty of collectors to sdvertise those delin-
gquents at that date, attaching certsin pen-
alties, amoog the latter being the cost of
advertisement. And now certain Senators
are virtually calling upon the Commission
ers Lo ascertuin w..rt.u‘r the collector has
enforced those penalties in this District
Why oot include all the collection districts
io the United States?

Tue Bpeaker of the House of Represen-
tatives was yesterdsy cxonerated from the
charge of having received a bribe some
years ago through one Lawrence Harney.

eristocrecy rejoiced in the possession of
bank st Columbia, known as the Bank of
the State.

At the close of the
war the ossets of this bank went into the
bands of a receiver, and it was in 1569 that
Governor Chamberlaio, then Attorney
General of the Siate, enlered mto a copart-
perehip with a well-known stock-jobber in
New York, and bought up at a ruinous
discount 300,000 of the bills of the sald
bank. During the past wioter the Gov-
ernor temporarily laid aside his old tricks
a8 8 lobbyist, and vetoed the tax bill as
presented by the Waysand Means Commit-
tee. This was deemed passing strange at
the Ume, but the “reformer’s’” conduct
was soon explained when he entered the
Jobby and hiad & bill passed making these
bask bills receivable for taxes due the
Biate on forfeited lands, His supple twol,
the wrensurer of Cbharleston county, one
Hurley, had in his bands $100,000 which
he had received in redemption of forfeited
lands of that county, and by order of the
Governor he st once exchanged that
amount with Chamberlain's New York
client and partoer for s like sum in State
Bank bills. The result is that the Gov-
ernor has made a good thing out of these
Iately worthiless bille, and the S8outh Caro-
lina Legislature refuse 1o be comforted be-
cause they were thus easily duped by a so-
called “‘reformer.”’

BEEDEMPTION OF LEGAL TENDERS,

We are in receipt of advance sheets of
an address by Hon. Elliont C. Cowdin, of
New York, entitled s *‘Historical Sketch
of Currcney snd Fipsnce,” delivered st
Cincinpat] last evening. Itisa clear and
succicct history of money and individual
apd pstiopal finance. Being forty-four
printed peges in length, we will not at-
templ to alsiract, but must contenl our-
selves with the following extract :

Y“The United Statex now owe some $I50-
000,000 of Lhesa legal-tender ncies, or one
sixth of the entlre indebteiness, long since
past due. Now, gentlemen, 1 ask you this

flagrant act of injustics, which no ecourt in a

civilized country would tolerste botwoen indi-

viduals, and undér our laws would subject a

firm to be ad/udgzed fraudulent bankrupts.

Yet for more than ten years such has beew

our national policy, to the serious detriment of

our industrial {nterests and to the dabasement

of Puh]l\. mors s,

“The admouiiions of the financlal history of
Americs, from the earliest settloment till
pow, are pregoant with lessons for our futare

apoe. I this, the centennial year of the
epublic, lel us not place our reliance on fluc-
tuating, Irredeémable paper movey snalagous
to that of cur Eevolulionary fathers, which,
but for the pecuniary aid of our generous

French allfes, might bave rulned the cause of

indeperdence. Dut let us rathertrust to in-

tellizenre, frugality, and prodencs in the man.
ot of our privete business; Lo retrench-

ment, wisdom, and fategrity in public affsirs;
to the develo of the resources of the
nation; to confldence lo one another, and to &
sound, l;tl)lne:t :cwmll‘:’cy. c;nmruhu futo coln
at the will of the holder. speedily restocing
the general prosperity of the country. That
t~ is identical with the estimate formed

of the honor of the astion.””

"We are not yel entirely without the hope
that the Forty-Fourth Congress will pro-
vide the Secretary of the Treasury with
the means of redeeming legal tenders in
American coin or its equivalent before the

adjournment ol the present session. This
gheuld be done as sn sld 1o full resump-
giop in 1870. It is only required that the
Secreiary be provided with two hundred

millions in s redemption serlea of 4 per
cent. gold-bearing, fiy-year bonds of the
denominstions of fifiy dollsrs and the mal-
tiplcs thereof, with authoriy to issue the
eame at his option im lieu of cein fm the
redemption of legal tenders. Im cases of
issue of these bonds in redemption of lexa's
tender motes the notes so redecmed should
be caneeled and retired so that there would
be po addition to the volume of the public
debt by the process. But the Secrélary of
the Treasury should not be obliged to issue
bonds of this redemption senes so longas
be is able to redeem the legal tendersin
coin. When redeemed in comn they may
be relssued. They will then be gold notes,

The adoption of this policy will enable
an enfightened and practical Secretary to
reach resumption long before 1879, and
without the slightest shock to commercial
or industrial aff; e "J

%&e oW abundantiy seaumd al more
than par in coin, snd are oanly cheapened
by their lsgsltender redemption. The
moment the Government shall provide for
the coin redemption of these legal tenders
our financial troubles will be st an end,
and the confidence of the capitalists and
the manufacturers will alike be reslored.
Itisa very simple aid, this proposed bill
for the gndunl appreciation of legal tenders
to par in gold. Its trial could possibly do
no harm. It might, and we are quite sure
would, do s great good. Who has the
courage to press such s bill before the
Congress?

THE " DEVILTRIES" OF m VIRGINIA
DEMOCRACY.

The, Virginia Democracy seem to be
emulous of the unenviable notoriety of
being leaders in nefarious methods of de-
frauding Republicans of the results of their
votes, and in attempts at defeatiog the al-
ready expressed will of the people. A few
dsys since we ventilated, st some leagth,
the fraud and violence that prevailed in
Petarsburg at the last election, by which a
city thst contained u registered Republican
majority of 500 was handed over to the
ex-Qonfederate Democrscy, and now the
gsamme party in Lyochburg puls inas bid,
which, if successful, will entitle them to
be regarded as the champion frauds of the
State.

It will be remembered that at the muni-
cipal election which occurred on the fourth
Thureday of Msy, the Republicaa caindi-
dates for mayor, clerk of the corporation
court, commissioner of the revenue, city
treasurer and sergeant were elected; the
first pamed by a majority of more than fwo
hundred, snd the others by majorities
ranging from 40 down to 8. Not conleat
with having been fairly beaten at the polls,
(as was admitted the day afier the election
by the Star, s Democratic paper,) these
defeated Democratic candidstes, (all ot
whom held the offices before and were
candidates for re-elec'ion,) fearing to fol-
low the example set them in 1881 by
instituting & little civil war on their
own account, have had recoumse w
the DPDemocratic courts ss & means
of compassing their ends. We have before
us the copy of s document that was filed
in the clerk’s office of that city on Satur-
day week, contesting the right of the candi-
dates elected on the Republican ticket last
month to hold their several offices on ac-
count of alleged informalities in a ward
that gave s Republican majority of 238,
snd when it is remembered that all thres
of the commissioners of election were
straight—out Democrats, the public will be
sble to see, inthe event of these informal-
ities being established, how near the whole
thing came to being a “put-up job.” The
document to which reference has been
made charges that a Republican challenger
received ballots, put them in the box and
checked them off the registrar's book, and
that one clerk, s Democrs!, scted as clerk
without appointment, and withoul haviog
taken the oath of office; that two other
Democrats, (who are named,) who were
neithier judges nor clerks, aided in counting
and stringiog the ballots; sod farther, that
the Democmtic registrar of the ward acted
s 8 judge of the eleclion. These are the
counts in their bill against receiving the
vote of the oanly clearly-pronounced R:-
publican ward inthe city, and by throwing
out which they could count in the defeated
Democratic candidates, and as they are
known to have the couris on the side that
believes in the theory that ‘“Republicans
“"have no rights that Democrats are bound
‘“"to respect,’’ they doubtless confidently
calculate on & bloodless victory, even
though it be ebtained by infamous devices.
If the allegations of the conlestanis were
true, it is po more than has heretofore
bhappened in the Democratic wards ol
the same city, sod, if it was illegal, why
did the judges of electiop—ill of whom
were Democrats—permit it* They were
all iotelligeat men, and, baviag before
scted in the same capacily, were presumed
to know the election laws of their own
State. We don’t profess o koow what
will be proven on a hesring of the case;
but if the facts be as charged it will look
decidedly bad for the Democratic judges
who permitted the violations of law in the
only Republican ward in the city, sad the
only ome in which violstions of law are
alleged to have occaurred. Not because the
Democratic contestants do not feel assured
of success; for, with the courts organized
a8 they are in Virginia, there can be little
doubt of it, but evidently with a view to
silence the objections that have been
raised at their course by the respectable
portion of the Democrsts, the contestants
bave engaged every lawyer of pronounced
ability in Lynchburg, with the single ex-
ception of Hon. T. 8. Babeock, (who ap-
pears for the defense,) to prosecute their
partisan suit, thinkiag, doubtless, that by
the special pleading of counsel ‘‘the worse
will be made to appear the betler cause,’
end the community thereby be kept from
openly denouncing them for their efforts
to foist themselves on ‘s constituency that
had already repudiated them at the polls.

There is another feature of this fraud-
ulent effort to deprive the majority of their
right to u participation inthe city govern-
ment that will admit of explanation. 1a
accordance with the law the ballots of the
three wards—there are but three wards in
the city--were separately sealed up by the
respective judges of election and deposited
with the clerk of the conrt, the latter of
whom was the defeated Democratic candi-
date for re-election. On the night after the |
election the ballots of the Third ward,
which bad given the Republican candldate
for mayor 8 majority of two hundred and
thirty-six, together with the ballots from
the First ward, which had also given him
s majority of twenty-four, were stelen, snd
nothing has singe been heard of them.
Who did it? In whose interest was il done?
It will not, perhaps, require = very great
smouot of astuteness on the part of the
resder W place the responsibility of this
theft on the party in whose interest it was
evidently made, 1, ¢., the Democracy. This
is very apparent, in view of the fact that
the ballots from the Democratic strong-
bold, the Second ward, were left un-
touched. :
