The ccremony of Inying the corner.stone Waa
celebrated at v:3 o'clock lust evening. Although
the ¢ky threatened a storm, the attendance was
very large, and execeded in numbers any gathoer.
ing that ever aspembled In this eity on a similar
oerarion. The Koights of St Peter and St
Patrick, the Hibernian Bencvolont Asselations
and other organizations attended in regalia
There were many ele men present, sithough
but few took active part (n the peremonies.

A platform was rrmed on the site of the pro-

wored building, Fathers Maguire, Jenkins and

amiesan, atiended by altar boys and several
officers of local mssociations, occapled places on
the piatform. The ceremonies consisted simply
of & sermon by Hev. B. A. Magulre, 8. J.,
the intorwoal lnying of the granite stone. Fatber
Muguire delivered ap cloguent address on educa-
tion aud religlon.

HEMARKS OF FATHER MAGUIRRE

He prefaced his remarks by reading from
Matthew xix:l4, the words of Christ, “Suffer
little ehildren and forbld them not, to come wnto
me, for of such i= the kingdom of beaven.” He
*uld that the spirit of the Catholle Church was
1he ppirit of Christ, and with the same love the
Church bade the little ones to come within ita in-
fluence. He referred to the time, sixteen yoars
ago, when the St. Aloysius church was dodicated.

They
now found it Decessary to provide & uul fur
'.lrl! and It was 1o lay the corner-steasof & build-

fur & girls’ sehiool that they had mssembiod.

e rpeaker Lhen dwelt upon the purposes of edu-
uh n—the devel ent of the twofold nature
of n. He considered that edueation defective
which negiecied religious tralolog.

He gald that that ewscation which negleeted re-
ligious training made & man worse than If he had
oo education at &ll, as it plared o sharp weapon
in his hands which he turoed ngunn everything

vind. He spoke elogquently of that edusasion that

tted @ wan, not for the world only, but for the
life bhercafter, for which God hed destined his im-
mortal acul, and refated tho ldea that the Catho-
lie Church was uufriendly to education, and
wirhed Lo keep the Em le in ignorance, He sald
that the first iree schools were established by the
Church of Rome, and under the shadow of the
Choreh, It wastrue, be sald, that the Catholies
in Ircland were ignoraut, bat it was owing to the
pepal lawe of England, whieh made It & crime Lo
educate an Iriehman, He thanked God that they
were Bow lu & country where they eould worship
as they pleased, and educate their children inany
wanner they ].-inuql Hellglous edacation was
especially important for girls,

¢ spoke ol Lthe lufluence of woman and the

eareiul training necersary to develop her in pa-
rity, virttfe and goodnessand #t her to relgn in
Ler hume, He thought girls were exposed more
than boye In the public echools, and that great
crimes grew vut of the abigace of religivus train-

trale their girts religlously and rear them in vir-
tue, that they bad cummenosd the erection of the
builiding, and he earnestly hoped Lhat the people
would co-operate with the kKind Sisters with gen.
