Southern Bains and Floods.
A correspondent from Rutherford ton, N. C, In

speaking or the long rain and heary floods which
hare almost necessitated another ark In that sec-

tion, says :
Refreshing showers or rain are very pleasant,

but when It comes by torrents, such as nerer fell
before slnee the doors of Noah's ark were opened,
as fell In the western part of this State, com-
mencing June 12 and ending 18 six days succes-
sive rain and the whole country was flooded.
Vast amount of level land was totally ruined.
Every person owning land on the water courses
lost all their growing crops, or so much of it that
starvation will follow neit summer unless aided
by the mountain people or the Oorernment.
Broad river, running through Kutherford county,

has made Its mark, and a mark, too, that the poor
women and children or this county will weep and
cry upon tbe sight of It next summer. This river,
where people build bridges only three feet above
the ordinary water, could have floated all the
American fleet. It was fifty feet out of banks,
and we bad about cometo.the conclusion that the
sign of the "rainbow" was a failure. Nevertheless,
"we stood It." Hundreds of thousands of bushels
of grain bare floatod toward the Mother of
Waters; and, speaking of this rlrcr, I will men-
tion another, called "Green river;" It Is about as
large as Broad rircr, and runs through a wild
portion or our country, along tbe lines or Bather-lor- d

and Polk counties, and It was upon this
stream that (I hare heard from) six Illicit distil-
leries were washed away, which were hid in the
cliffs. In such secret places that all the efforts or
W. H. Dearen, deputy collector, had railed to
find them. They were hid In the crevices or tbe
cliffs or cares, and could not be reached by any
one except by water. The distillers built rafts
and floated their material to tbe mouths of the
caver; but all was vanity. Whes the chler reve-
nue officer came they were round, and stills, tubs
and all were floated away.

The Postal Appropriation Bill.
One or the most troublesome things with which

tbe Post Office will hare to grapple will be the
pay of clerks Is post offices. In his estimates the
Postmaster General asked ror $3,650,000 for this
purpose. The House committee reported $3,280,000

and the Senate committee adopted the reduction.
Itnas now probably passed beyond the reach or
legislation, and the Postmaster General will be
compelled to enforce It on tbe 1st or July next.
Tbe ten largest offices employ nineteen hundred
and one clerks, who receive an annual average
compensation or $990. The thtrtyiclght next
largest offices employ Six hundred And seventy-tw- o

clerks, at an ererage or $972 eaoh. The seven-

ty-nine third largest offices employ rour hun-
dred and ninety-thre-e clerks, at an average an-
nual salary f 0747 per annum. Oao hand red and
seventeen of the fourth largest otnees employ
Are hundred and sixty-tw- o cli rks, at an average
annual salary of $582 each. There are scattered
around in the remaining small offices In the coun-
try at distributing points nine hundred and nine-
teen clerks, who receire tbe very moderate arer-ag-e

pay or $281 each per annum, making a total
of four thousand fire hundred and forty-sere- n

employees.
Thus it appears that the average pay of the

elerks employed In all tbe post offices In the
United States Is but $756.54, each Congress
cutting that down about 10 per cent. The result
of the order the Postmaster General willbecom- -

?elled to Issue on the 1st of July will be to reduce
for clerk-hir-e In erery office In the

United States from 7U to 15 per cent. It Is said
by some members of Congress that the Postmas-
ter General can let the serriee go on, and the
next Congress will rellere him In case he has cre-
ated a deficiency, but the Postmaster General
declares that he shall expend one twelfth ot the
appropriation during the first month of the next
fiscal year, and the same proportion for each
month thereatter, and that no deficiency will be
left for his successor when he comes into office on
the 4th of March next.

In regard to tbe free delivery serriee, there are
2,258 letter carriers employed In the 87 free deliv-
ery cities. The pay in the large cities Is $300 and
In the small cities $800 per annum per carrier,
dividing on the line of 100,000 population. The
pay ol these will be reduced from $50 to $75 per
annum each. These lettor carriers are a very
hard working set of men, as any one who has
observed them In the cities knows. They are
required by regulations to dress In uniform and
to carry a satchel over their shoulders tilled with
mall matter, which makes It more expensive for
them to dress, and It would appear that this
$S00 or $900 has not been an excesslro payment,
yet Congress, taking the ground that salaries
should be reduced to correspond with the times,
will rote a reduction about as above Indicated.

There are 1,040 railway post office clerks who
distribute malls on the trains while In motion, re-
ceiving tbe average annual salary of $1,220.
There are V?) route agents receiving the average
salary of $J57. These perform the same class or
work as postal car clerks, only on a more limited
scale. There are 222 of what are termed mall,
route messengers, receiving an average annual
salary or $822 each. This class perform the same
duties as route agents, only differing In the
number of miles run daily, which Is of coarse less.
The duties or these three classes ol men require
their absence from home about one hair of the
time, entailing upon them, or course, an addi-
tional expense.

There are one hundred and thirty-sere- n local
agents for the purpose of transferring malls from
one train to another at the railroad stations, be-

ing compelled to be on hand at the arrival and
departure or each train. It la probable that the
legislation or the present session ror the next
fiscal year will reduce the salaries or these last
four classes from $75 to $50 each. Should the
legislation contemplated be consummated the
earing to the Oorernment will be fire or six hun-
dred thousand dollars, all or which will come out
or these 8.170 employees or the Post Office De-
partment, making an average reduction or $50 to
$75 jcr man from tbe present salaries.

Russia, the land or snows and bears, bids fair
to bare one of the richest exhibits here. The
section Is sow almost completed, and the few ad-

ditions to be made will not comprise anything
different frcm the exhibits now ready. The first
and most striking reatures in their section are
the five cases or enameled gold and silver. In
this work Russia excels, nothing nearly approach-
ing It being sent from any other country. There
Is a barbaric magnificence and splendor about it
that is greatly heightened by artlstlo beauty and
fine workmanship. The greater part consists of
gold and gilded articles, decorated with Tit room
enamels. Large pitchers, salvers, decanteriaud
cups are almost covered with the richest ara-
besque and Mosaic designs; In many eases jewels
are Inserted to add to their datzllsg beauty.
Spoons or gold have both sides of the handle and
bowl ornamented; and cigar eases are equally
rich In decoration. Decanters with little cups for
either wine ot tea are presented Is as endless va-

riety shapes and styles,ome In plain silver with
designs In oxydlsed silver, and silver and gold
mixed, Is addition to the enameled gold spoons
to match, accompany them, erery part of their
surface covered with rich designs. One favorite
conceit orthese metal workers are baskets ofgold,
simulating wicker work, on whlah a napkin ot
frosted silver Is carelessly throws. The napkin Is
perfect In Imitation of texture, and the damask
pattern and fringe are so Tery natural that it is
with difficulty that some are convinced as to the
the real material. The effect Is rarely beautiful.

x rcscn cowl or ssaxkucd oold
has for a cover a napkin of silver, tbe edges of
which are worked out In Imitation of finest lace.
This is the most deceptive of any, as all of the
edges and folds are Tlslble, and the silver In many
places Is not thicker than a damask dolly. A
small gold plate has a folded napkin of silver, on
which rests a box. Imitating a loaf or black bread
In shape, and having the traditional salt-cell- on
top. Tbe napkin Is so Tery perfect, and seems to
be just the thing to protect the plate from
scratches, that the attendant was obliged to un-

lock the ease and take It out before he could prove
anything to a party of ladies. These Russians
are especially skillful in tinting silver and in
their surface finish. A of silver
bears a wreath or morning glories, painted on
enamel, that show to a fine adrantage against the
dull, surface or the metal.

The profusion and elaborateness or this display
Is wonderful, and could only emanate from a
semi bar bar lo nation. It Is disheartening to
think that they will soon catch up with tho age
and begin to make cheaper and less artlstlo
work. No one but the very wealthy can afford
to hare any of this enameled work, as, on ac-
count of tbe material. It is Tery expenslre. Few
Americans can buy cigar-case- s at fifty and ser-cnt-y

flTC dollars, cups at forty dollars each and
spoons ror twenty, although many would like to
hare specimens or the wares. A superb piece or
reponssee sllrer In a heary frame represents the

bauz in the VAiroza AT BETnilHEH.
The piece ts In shape a scmUellipse about thirty
Inches In length and fifteen In height, the figures
standing out in such high relief as to challenge
unceasing admiration at the skillful workman-
ship. It is offered ror sale at $7,000, and It Is only
a question as to which Catholic church will pur-
chase It lor an altar piece. A case or jewelry Is
sow open, but It cannot be all that Is to be ex-
hibited, as it Is qnlle small, and only comprises
heary gold bracelets and a few pendents set with
aqua marines, amatbysts, oriental topaz and tur-
quoise. It is hoped that there will be a large ex
hibit of turquoise, and then Russia's display will
leave nothing to be wished for.

Of the malachite mantel-piec- vases and tables
mention bas been previously made. A large case
filled with small articles made or this almost
priri- - ! stone. In the shape or beads, plns,crosses,
earing, paper-weight- boxes, caskets,

-- nd sleeve-button- has already attracted
purchasers, and many of the articles aro ticketed.
Besides malachite, lapis lazuli, labradorlte and
tbe exquisite pink marble called rhodonite are
made Into similar trinkets and marked at aston-
ishingly low prices.

The Russians hare displayed their textile
fabrics beautifully, the greatest skill and taste
being shown in the arrangement of them. From
heavy woollen goods down through gauzes, silks,
satins and velvets to the heary, glistening cloths
of gold and silver, the eye Is continually pleased
with the graceful folds and draplngs. The heary
damasks and relrets for upholstery surpass In
magnificence anything yet seen, and the gold and
sllrer cloths, both plain and brocaded with
relret, seem almost too gorgeous for even
ecclesiastical garments. In furs nothing Is
omitted. The finest and the rarest of every kind
are shown. Among the stuffed animals are
tigers and great shaggy bears, together with

TOCB COlflCAL littls bkabs.
rolling around together, that only Beard could
paint. ClukB,Bacques, colts, cape and muffs or
every kind or rur are shown, and the most beau-
tiful among them Is a cloak of soft, silky as.
trachas, as light as down, almost. India rubber
in every shape and article that human ingenuity
has devised Is exhibited In a beautiful little pa-
vilion in the centre or the section. Quantities of
hats and caps of all kinds, native costumes and
military uniforms, give one an Idea of how the
Russians dress. A small case contains some of
the finest hand embroidery to be found any-
where. One handkerchief Is ralry-llk- e In tbe fine-
ness and delicacy of Its embroidery. Native
towels, embroidered in Tines and patterns around
tbe edges and finished at the ends In what Is
called lorcbos lace, make hossewlres long for
them. Woolen and silk cloths, embroidered in
gold and sllrer, probably from tbe more South-
ern and recently-acquire- d provinces, are a dazzle
of Oriental beauty. Antlers and horns are made
to do duty as frames ror chairs, sofas, table,

and umbrella racks. Monnted with greeu
velvet tbe effect is beautiful. There Is a case
filled with amber made Into pins, earrings, pend-
ents, bracelets, beads, s and

and one of enameled or lacquered tin and
wood, with waiters and boxes for gloves, hand-
kerchiefs, cigars, cards and watches, all orna-
mented with beautiful paintings. Tbe few
bronzes shows are of fine design and superior
finish, and the damascened swords are things of
beauty. Tbe bandies or tbe swords and rapiers
are ornamented with gold and sliver, and In shape
resemble mostly the peaceful umbrella.

The collection of minerals Is large and rery
complete, and when they are labeled will be a
very Interesting feature. The educational part
comprises tbe charts, maps and books used by
the pupils, and some very fine drawings in crayon
and modeling in clay and wax executed by the
pupils. Among these models are heads of the
dlnerent races and tribes or their own and other
countries and models or tbe peasants In tbelr na-
tive costumes.

A few pieces of furniture, comprising a billiard
table, cabinets, tables and chairs of heary carved
oak are very cedltable pieces or work, and
greatly surpass the furniture shown by Austria,
tbe nation across the aisle. Some majolica rases
and plates are hidden far back in the section, but
tbelr beauty will soon attract numbers or ad-
mirers and purchasers. The favorite national
colors, red, blue and orange, are the only ones
employed In their decoration, and the effect is
strangely beautiful.

Additional Details of the Indian Set-t- o.

New Yoke, June 24. The following additional
particulars of Crook's fight have reached here :

The Sioux numbered 2,100. under Sitting Bull,
whild Crook's command composed 130 mounted
soldiers. Two hundred and fifty Snakes and
Crows marched as scouts, provided with Gorers-
ment arms, led by Chiefs Loulsante Coegrove,
Old Crow, Medicine Crow and Good Heart.
Captain Henry was horribly wounded In the
head. At 1 o'clock the firing had closed and ths
whole command followed Is pursuit of the Slour,
but after moving three miles forward the country
appeared so dangerous that General Crook de-
termined to fall back to the point where the bat-
tle began. Meanwhile the Crows were counse-
llor on a bluff about the circumstances or the
fight, and expressing the beller that the soldiers
had not promptly supported their first advance
asalnst the Sioux, (which was true,) and had de-
termined to return home. Tbe ammunition, only
100 rounds to the man. was hair exhausted, and
Gen. Crook concluded to retire to the camp, and
make another advance after giving rest to the
troops, meanwhile hoping to conciliate the dis-
contented Crtiws, In this he did sot succeed.
They left last evening ror their village, which
they rear the Sioux have visited during their ab-
sence. The Snakes still remain, but tnelr stead-
fastness cannot be relied on. Some minor Inci-
dents or the fight were most horrible. A small
squad or cavalrymen acting as rear guard on the
march were ordered to hold a point on the left.
The Sioux surrounded them and shot them In the
face, only two escaping. Prlrate Richard Ben--
eiatt'i tuvtv wee lLArnruMra1jii1 Vw the a avoir
and the bands and feet cut off. The troops
haved gallantly In rescuing their dead and
wounded. A corporal or company T, 3d carairy,
made a gallant charge to rescue a comrade from
the sealplng.knlfe. The Stoux only obtained one
scalp, while the friendly Indians captured thir-
teen of the Slour, who dragged many or their
dead from the field behind their ponies. The
Slonx were too much demoralised to trouble the
column while withdrawing. A bivouac was made
the night after the battle on the field.

It Is supposed that tbe Tillage of the Slonx was
moved during the fight.

Mr. MORTON said that for seTenty-tw- o years
after the ceding of the territory of the District
all parties sanctioned without ever questioning
the constitutionality of self government by the
people, and that the only reason why the Demo,
crats opposed suffrage In the District nowwas be-
cause It would give the negroes a vote.
