Owing to the great pressof business Toosday
Coroner Patterson did not hold the inguest antil
Go'elock In the afternoon. A jury was selected
with Hugh Corle as foremen and the budy was
reviewed

tievrge Hoane, colored, was the first witneass
swurn, He testified that that morning Fred Har.
ris, Hichard Lewis, Nimrod Norris, Nelson and
Taylor were coming down Thirteen.and-a hall
street; Taylor was waviog his cane and struck
Nelson with It playfully. Then Nelson and Tay-
lor went on down the street ip the same way,
and Norris said to Diek Lewis that he—{meaning
Taylor) bad struck bim (Norrig) with the stick,
too. Lewin sald that Taylor struck him with the
stick secidentally, snd caotioned him not to ralse
any fuss. Norris replied to Lewin, “You bisck
—ola—, what have you gol to do with I*"
Lewtis toid Norris not to éurse him that way, and
Norris again called him the same thing. Then
Dick Weeden came botween them and pushed
them away from each other. Norris pushed
Lewie down, When Lowisstarted to get up Nor-
ris touk the knife and stuck It In bis neck. [The
knife, ndirk knife, about nine inches: long, was
ghown 1o Witneds, and he |dentlfied it.)]

KILLED INSTANTLY.

Accidental Bhooting of Lemuel Day.

A very sad accident, by which a man named
Lemuel Ly waus ostantly killed by a pistol in
the bands of Willlam Garvey. occurred (n the
county, sear Fort Slocum, early Tuesday morn-
ing. Garvey isa boy about reventeen years of
age, residing with hie mother on the Blair rond.
Un Tuesday morning the boy was preparing to
tire & salute with a navy revolver near his moth-
er's house, and Day approached him and re-
marked, jokingly, “Shoot me.” CGarvey polnied
the pietol toward him and fired. Day fell dead,
the ball baving struck him between the eyes and
passed over to the back of his head. Garvey was
:r::lelca soull mlter the cecurrence by Offieer Fi-
icid.

P GARVEY'S STATREMEXT.
Garvey, who Is & very lntelllgent boy, stated
that Itay and ke were very (riondly indeed, nnd
that for the past month, during which time Dasy
hus been working on hig mother's place, they have
been almoest constant eompanions. A namber of
yours men from the gei=hborfhood hpd beag over
o Déans, on the Bladenshusg Yoad. to & Jandd,
and he returped with Day and others. When
they reached the house, after some wood had
been cut 1o get breakfst, Day proposed to him to
get his pistol, and he replied that it wasn't loaded,
and went up and brought it down. He supposad
the pistol was oot loaded, but when hg gamg gut
he polnted the pistel toward a barn.desr, when
Day, who was standing about six feet away,
ll:r';'aprd quickiy in froot wml playfally nl-{
“Sheot me."" At this same instant the load was
dircharged, the ball passiog entirely through
Day’s bead, and he fel dead instantly,

Carnahan and afterwards under Dr. Qlharies
Werthington, and o 154 gradusted from the
University of Maryland, and for many years was
sactively engaged practiclog his profession o
Prince George's county, Md.  In 1540 he re-
turned to Georgetown and devoted himseif 1o the
study of the sciences, especially of physiology
and philosopby, cn both of whieh Fubjects he has
writlen many (restises. He was s bold and
origion! thinker, and bemg convineed that the
received teachings of the phywiologiats with refer-
ence Lo the law of muscular action were erTonoous,
combated them with grest pertinscity, and lived
fn the assurapnce that his theories would be ne.

ed by coming geoerstions. His whole life
was characterized by great Industry, energy and
frecdom from vice, marking well the character of
s good citizen. His lsst (llness began three
weeks pince, and though he suflered much he sub.
mitted in patience, seeking to glorify Him whom
he ever ntzed ar the “(ireat Fountain Head
in whoem we live, move and have our bein%" His
writings were: “An Essay on Physical Force;
