THE DEAD LOCK IN C0KGEESS.
Those who have hoped aud those

who have prophesied that the dead
lock in Congress over the appropriation
bills not yet passed is giving way under the
force of reason and healthy sentiment, will
have abundant time before the consumma-
tion is reached to calculate and properlyes-timat- e

their prophetic power. The truth
is that the House has determined to insult
and humiliate the Senate us lar as possible,
before any compromise shall be reached,
and it remains to be seen how far the

can carry out their vexatious
purpose.

The trouble with the present House of
Representatives is that the majority is com-

posed largely of men who hate aud liuve
fought the Government, and who are yet
full of that bitterness of rebellion. These
men have no feeling in common with a
liberal, wise and just policy of adminis-
tration. They came here fjr mischief aud
are ready for anything that will embarrass
or impt de the wheels of Government. They
hae been hunting for Ripublic-i- scalps
since they entered Congress and us the
yield in that d.rection is confined to Gen.
Belknap, and he is yet in possefSiou of his
own hirfUtc thatch, thes. republican Inters
and Union revilers are now on the war
path against the free and ununp-ide- pn-grtt- s

of the Government under ise aud
just appropriations.

The House of Uepresentitives, unfortu-
nately, has fallen into weak, if not ignorant
and corrupt, hr.nds. Tim election of
Speaker biought grea- - inler.ortj, if uoth
ing worse, to its head. As to the integrity
of the Speaker, who has not been above
suspicion, we have only to say that a Re-

publican official with half the testimony
against him would not hac hud asliappy
an escape as attended Speaker Kerr. The
leaders of the House are far from being
statesmen. At home they are scarcely re-

moved from the plane of mere ward poli-

ticians, and here their elevation has only
tended to distinguish their wantof cipacity
to appreciate and provide for the necessi-
ties fof the Government. Morrison, Rin-da- ll

and Cox arc the three master spirits of
tbe Democratic side of the House, and
never was more stolidity, and
incapacity wrapped in fliree bodies. Mor-

rison has proved an utter failure ; Randall,
as a statesman, is a sort of bull in a china-sho-

while Cox is as light as a kite and of
about the same utility in his relation to the
practicabilities of covernment Uolmin is
most of a man and statesman on that side,
and he is held at arm's length by the others
for the reason that under a fair chance in
the race he would far outstrip his Demo-
cratic peers in the Ilouse. For that reason
he has been held in check tbroughojt the
session, and has been allowid to perforin
only party drudgery.

These are the master-spirit- s of the House
who have inaugurated a dead lock in the
Government, and are gloating over the
mischief they are indicting upon its inter-
ests. Randall Is insane Uon the subject
of retrenchment and reform, and readily
rushes among tbe crockery, no matter the
extent of tbe breakage under the dead-lock- .

He has loaded every appropriation bill
down with obnoxious legislation that seeks
to revolutionize the Government in this
surreptitious and oppressive manner. Sam
Cox rushed wildly to St, Louis, under the
beck of John Kelly, whose pet he U,

and there, in r. throng of cquady wild
Democrats, made hasty and inconsiderate
promises of retrenchment, which to make
good now would entail embarrassment if
not ruin upon several important branches
of the public service. Under these com-

mitments, which no sober man would.have
made, the Democratic House have deter-n.ine- d

to force the Senato to stultify and
humiliate itself, or to bring about a stop-

page of 3ie wheels of Government.
On the otir hand, the Senate is ready to

concede to the House anything but its con-

stitutional right as 1 branch of
the g powci of the Government
In all matters where tbe w dues not de-

fine offices and salaries the llsuae has its
own way. On all questions of lUqcretion-ar- y

action the ciprices of the nouio are
yielded to. But the Senate has planteJ it-

self on the broad and conservative princl
pies of the Constitution, there, we trust,
to stand firmly and decidedly until its
prerogatives shall bo respected and
tbe welfare of the Government shall be
protected from such wild and unregulated
encroachments as are now being attempted
by these quack reformers, who would
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trtmplc the Conttitution and all its guaran-

tees under foot for mere party advantage.
The dead lock ruay not be broken imme-

diately, but the country is being efficiently
educated as to where the responsibility of
its consequences properly belong. Tke
Administration may be erabarrtssed, but it
has nothing to fear. These Congressional
revolutionists will share the fate of their
colleagues in rebellion a decide ago
utter loute at the billot-bo- x in November
when all things will bi put to rights again.

AT LAST.

Tho Houte of Representatives yester-

day passed unanimously the Lawrence
Pacific railroad bill. After seven months
of investigation, mud slinging and de-

faming they have devoted two hours to
useful legislation. This bill was prepared
by Judge Lawrence, of Ohio, after thor-
ough research into every legal and techni-
cal question embraced in the question. No
"vested right" is imperiled, nor the obli-

gation of any contract disturbed. It is
simply and plainly an act for the protec-

tion of the Government against a palpable
and manifest attempt to stave off fair
dealing until such time as the Government
sicunty would be worthless. Heretofore
these purse-prou- d monopolists of the Pa-

cific railroads have resisted wholesome
legislation and have succeeded in enjoy-iu- g

their enormous profits unmolested.'
The people in the different localities over
which these subsidized roads were operated
have frequently appealed to Congress for
relief, and the attention of the nation has
been attracted by the apathy exhibited by
the national legislators in permitting this
outrage to continue and the Government
constantly defrauded.

Mr. Lawrence's bill requires these de-

linquent railroad companies to make a show
of good intent by paying into the National
Treasury y a stipulated sura,
to be applied toward liquidating the muni-

ficent outlays the Government generously
loantd to stimulate the enterprise. In ad-

dition to tke princely fortunes made by
these railroad magnates out of the land and
money subsidies granted for building the
road, the net income, acoording to their
own showing, tmakrs the cash payments
dimanded by this bill less than 10 per
cent.

Every attempt by the officers 0 the Gov-

ernment to enforce the evident intent of the
original law has been obstructed by legal
opposition. In the courts resort has been
nad to strict legal interpretation. The
loose and possibly adroit wording of the
Pacific railroad bills have been decided by
the Supreme Court of the United States.
The stern judicial interpretation there given
bus made it plain to the most obtuse intel-

lect that the railroad companies aro seek-

ing to shirk their legal responsibilities. In
a word, they have outraged the spirit of
liberality which prompted the donation.

It has fallen to the lot of this Congress to
n dress those grievances, and the prompt
action of the Senate is looked forward to
by a national constituency who expect
and demand immediate action. Their list
of attorneys and retinue of "lobbyists"
have been able to obstruct legislation up to
this time. But the passage" of the bdl
unanimously indicates very clearly that
they cannot defeat it. The country is
awake to the vital importance of this ques-
tion, and those who would covertly as3ist
dare not avow it openly. This is tardy
justice, but eminently better than none at
all.
