About a week auro a newspaper correspondent

asked the late Postmaster General Jewell,
whether It was true that he Intended t3 resign.
He said he had no Idea of resigning, and did not
intend to resign. On Monday, however, the
President sent for him and told him that he
would like his resignation. That night he wrote
it out, and yesterday morning sent It to the
President, The President's request was very
short, and Mr. Jewell's answer was equally so.
It was a plain request lor resignation answered
by the resignation itself without comment on
either side that amounted to anything. Mr.
Jewell seemed quite taken back by the suddenness
of the thing, and It Is said that his chagrin Was
greater than he had ever shown upon any pre-
vious occasion. Hon. James IV. Tyner, of Indiana,
was immediately appointed in his place.

Mr. D. D. Pratt, Commissioner of Internal Rev-
enue, was also asked on Monday to resign, and
yesterday sent In his resignation, to take elfect on
the 31st day of this month.

Wanting to Fight With Terry.
CAmong theoGers telegraphed to the War De-

partment to organize volunteers for the Sioux
war is one from Gen. John McComb, of San
Francisco, who offers to raise ,C00 men. Gen.
McComb Is brigadier general of tbe Second bri-

gade of the national guards of California, and Is
one of the most efficient officers who could be
found aDywhere in the country to organize volun-
teers. His brigade, which comprises all the
militia In San Francisco and vicinity, three fall
regiments of infantry and a company of artillery,

k have become so proficient as citizen eoldiers since
be has had command as to attract attention, not
only of the people of the Pacific coast, but also of
military men throughout tbe United States.

Tbe War Department has had frequent cause
during the last year to notice bis acthity, esp-

ecially tbe officers of the Ordnance Bureau,
through which orders for Improved arms, gatling
guns, &.&, have passed. This brigade of Califor-
nia militia bis distinguished Itself for proficiency
In sharpsbootlng,the Interest having been exelted
in a most practical and systematic manner. Last
year one of the companies contested for the lau-
rels of snapshooting with a crack New York
company, and carried off the prize. If the War
Department should be authorized to enlist volun-
teers for tbe Indlanwar,the best material for off-
icers and men can be found In General McComb's
brigade, many of the members being anxious to
show their mettle as soldiers in tbe held.

With such men to organize a force of volun-
teers, the regular army, with whom they are on
the most friendly terms, would hnd most efficient
reinforcements. General McComb has estab-
lished very fraternal relations between his mi-
litia forces and the regular troops stationed in
tbe vicinity of San Francisco. Generals Sheri-
dan and Crook have each been the recipients of
enthusiastic receptions by the citizen soldiers of
San Francisco, and hare partaken of their hospi-talltv-

F. Turner i Co , collectors of garbage, regarding
the manner In which the work was being per-
formed, rcf ortcd that a lull conference had taken
place, and tbe committee learned that for couve-ideii-

of the service the cities of Washington and
G toretown had been divided Into nine dlstrcts,
and in these districts nine wagons are usod five
diublc and fourslugle. Eight casks or barrels
arecariied upon the sing e wagons. According
to the n gulaticns of the ten ice, all garbago Is to
be collectid and removed from tho several dls-
trcts three times per week during the months of
Jure, July, August mid September.

The present force Is not, in the judgement of
the committee, able to perform thelabor required.
At least four additional double wagons, with
sii!:t''e horses and men, are needei at once, and
tltr mltiee recommend that the contractors
be rtil"red to put the same In tbe service. They
reitrioa ieiier oi lurner io , staling mat
alter July 1 they will commence operations dailv.
at e instead of 7 a. m. Tne committee find that
the complaints In connection with this service are
too pumerou, and, under tho circumstances,

and all of them are well founded. The
ctmnitttcc recommend that the secretary be
directed to Inform Messrs. Turner fit Co. that tbe
garbage service must be so or ran lied as to Insure
Its efficiency beyond complaint. That four addi-
tional double teams and men mast be put In ser-
vice as directed by the health officer. That
proj-e- coverings, of sufficient number for all
casks used in the service, must be supplied; that
d ant s must be freely used on garbage
wa pons and casks dally.

Tbe report was adopted, and the board then ad-
journed.

ALEXANDRIA COUNTY REBUBLICANS.

Flection of Delegates to the Leesbuxg Conven-

tion Hon. James W. Marshall Their Choice
for Congress.
Meetings of tho Republicans of Alexandria

county were held iu their several magisterial dis-
tricts on Monday evening. The meeting tn Ar-

lington district was called to order by Benjamin
Austin, esq., chairman of the district committee,
wbo stated tbe object of the meeting was to elect
delegates to the Congressional convention, which
mee ts at Leesburg on the 12th, to nominate a
Representative for Congress from the Eighth
Congressional district.

. Reducing the Polio e Fay.
The District Commissioners have forwarded

communication to the Board of Police, stating
that under the appropriation as proposed by Con-
gress the United States will pay $150,000 and the
District a like sum for the police department. In-

cluding salaries and all other expenses for the
fiscal year from July 1 st. Instant, to June 30, 1877,
which will leave the District to pay on account of
salaries $12i,i70, or 10,4S1 per month. No more
than this sum can be paid monthly by the Dis-
trict government for salaries; the residue, $214,.
430, will be reserved for the maintenance of pallce
stations. They are notified to arrange accord-
ingly. By this arrangement the pay of the po-
licemen will be reduced $10.50 per month below
the present rates of salary.

The Senate met at 12 o'clock, and opened as a
COUKT Or IUFEACBHENT.

Mr. CONK LINO moved that tbe court adjourn
until Rejected jeas 17, nays 24.

Mr. TIHJRMAN then moved a recess of half an
hour; which was also rejected.

Caleb It. Marsh was recalled, and examined by
Mr. Carpenter: The first talk with Secretary
Belknap was In relation to tbe appointment of
wltnefs to tho post tradersbip. There was never
any agreement between witness and the Secre.
tary that any consideration should be paid for the
appointment of witness or of Evans or for the con.
tlnuance or Evans. The kind treatment or Mrs.
Iielknap when sick at witness house be always
supposed led to the appointment being given to
witness.

To Mr. McMahon: Kemembered returning a
check to Evans hen sent by him. Think more
than one was returned. Did writo a letter in con-

nection with said return. Think the letter was
sent to Fisher, but was not sure.

Mr. MITCHELL submitted tho following ques-
tion: TVhy did you send tbeono half of the money
received from Fort Sill to W. V. UelknapT

Mr. Carpenter objected, on the ground that the
direct examination of this witness by the prose-
cution had been concluded, and nothing not hav-
ing a direct relation to the testimony brought out
on cross examination could be admitted.

The objection was overruled.
A. 1 felt like doing It. It gave mo pleasure td

do so. I sent him the money as a present. It
was alwas gratuitously. That was the only rea-
son I had for doing it.

Senator EDMUNDS asked whether General
Dclknap knew in advance of a remittance how
large the present was to be.

If so, whoT A. I had a conversation with the
present Mr". liclknap on tho night of the funeral.

Senator LOGAN. State what that conversa-
tion was.

Objected to by Mr. McSIahbx, and objection
sustained 18 to 23,

To Senator LOGAN: Had no other conversa
tion, except as stated, with Mrs. Jiowers.

Ity Senator DAWES: State as far as you know
any knowledge that General JJelknap had as to
the amount of money sent him, or its source. A.
I know nothing about General Belknap's knowl-
edge.

Ity Senator MORTON: Did General Belknap,
either by letter or personally, lnuulre of you why
liie money was seni lo nimi A. never.

By Senator CON KLING: Was your intention
and act In sending the money in consequence of
any communication with General Belknap? If
so. state It. A. It was not.

By Senator LOGAN. Did you havo any agree-
ment with any person other than Gen Belknap
In relation to sending the money to hlmT

Objected to by tbe managers, and argued at
considerable length by managers, counsel and
Senators. Objection overruled, 2 to 21.

Witness stated that on the night of tho funeral
of the first Mrs. Belknap Mrs. Bowers took him
into the nurscrr where tbe child was. Witness

SAW THE CHILD,
and said this child will have money by and by.
She said yes; her mother gave it to mo and said
the money coming from you was for her. Witness
remarked that perhaps the father ought to bo
consulted about It, to which Mrs. Bowers replied
that the child would have the money if it was
sent to Gen. Belknap. Witness sometimes
thought that he must have had a conversation
with Gen. Belknap that night; certainly he must
have bad a conversation then or before the next
remittance, and he had no recollection of any sub-
sequent conversation; his recollections of that
night were indistinct, except the dying request
of the sister, which made an impression on his
mind.

Senator DAWES. Did you or anv other person
ever explain to secretary Belknap what the "S.
W meant in your letters notifying mm olare--
mltticceT A. Never.

Mr. McMahon. When you sent the first letter-statin- g

you had a remittance from tho South
west, did he, by letter or otherwise, Inquire
whence It cameT A. He did not.

Mr. HOWE. Was the money designed for his
use or for the use of some other person? A. The
money was sent him originally on account of the
understanding on the night or tbe funeral. It
may be presumed that the money was sent to the
child. I continued to send after tbe death of the
child, and presumed the money was for him.

Mr. HOWE. Why did you say to Mrs. Bowers
that the child would have money after a time ? A.
Because I had previously sent money to tho
mother, and felt like continuing it to the child, as
the mother's representative.

Mr. WEIGHT. You stated yesterday that you
presumed General Belknap knew lrom whence the
money came that you sent him. What led you to
presume that he knew from whom the money was
received? A. I presumed he knew because he had
appointed Evans at my request, and we had had
no other business transactions. I had sent him
several requests from Evans for favors about the
post. There was a sort of general knowledge,
arising from our mutual relations.

Senator LOG AN. In your conversation with
Mrs. Bowers yon spoke of an understanding with
Mrs. Belknap. State what that understanding
was.

Objected to by the defense and overruled.
Witness. 1 don't think I stated

The action of the counsel and their
treatment ofbim was but a reflex of the feelings
of the Secretary towards hlm.f

Argument between counsel and managers was
continued at considerable length, and with soaie
warmth and Irregularity, when Mr. Looan ob-
jected.

Few ever rise above the yel-
low covered trash that abounds. Avoid such
books as you would tbe yellow fever. Unfortu-
nately we nave no auarantlne against the yellow
covered novel, and It does more harm, because it
undermines the moral sense.

"I notice also that the Sisters give premiums
for cooking, I am glad of It-- Would that all
our schools imitated their example. In France
the noblest ladies think It not beneath them to
know ho to cook. All young women should
have this accomplishment, which In after life may
be so serviceable. A knowledge of this branch or
domestic economy will make home life much
more agreeable.
