Tin. N w York Keening Post prefers
the fii.iK.al pUuk ot the Cincinnati plat
form over that adopted at bt Louu. it
holds truly that the repeal of the resump-

tion act is repudiation. In 1809 Congress,
by 6olemn resolution, assured the world
that the United States notes should be re

deemed in coin as soon as practicable.
The result was rapid appreciation of na-

tional ciedit In 1875, in furtherince of
that solemn promise, it fixed that "prac-
ticable moment" to be January 1, 1879.
Numberless contracts and enterprises have
been predicated on this promise. Can any
one now contend that the repeal of the
latter act would not be the repudiation, in
terms, of the promise? What is repudi-
ation but failure to provide for payment of
an obligation at maturity ? And is not this
more especially and emphatically the case
when the promise is made by a Govern-
ment which has the power to make its
promises good through taxation? To be
sure it is. The Democratic party, then,
stands y the confessed advocate of re-

pudiation. This is what we have all along
charged es being its objective point But
now it boldly and shamelessly puts the
doctrine of repudiation forth as the financial
plank of its platform. It is skillfully
gilded with the name of repeal, but that in
no wise changes its nature.

THE BELKNAP INVESTIGATION.
It will be remembered that when Gen.

Belknap resigned in March last the Oppo-

sition press of the country was filled with
statements charging that the War Depart-
ment was, under his management, thor-
oughly corrupt; and it was said, without
any foundation whatever, that every
branch of the Department showed mismtn-agime-

tigations of the committee show that there
is no loundation whatever for them.

cased in Investigating the affairs of the War
Department! A. We entered actively upon
an investigation, as I have stated before, about
the 2.1 of February, and wc have conducted
our Investigation nith reference to different
l.rai.clics of Hie same subject up to within tbe
last week or two.

Q. Since this trial commence!? A. Yes,
sir.

11 ere is a hostile committee of the House
of Representatives anxious to find addi-
tional articles of impeachment against the

of War, for over five months en-

gaged in a persistent, ex parte and unspar-
ing investigation of General Belknap's ad-

ministration without any result prejudicial
to him. With no opportunity on his part
to e witnesses and without
knowledge of his own as to tbe character
or design of the investigation, nothing has"

been found since the filing of the previous
articles which reflects upon him in any
way as an officer of honor. If any De-

partment of the Government or any officer
thereof was ever compelled, without an
opportunity for personal hearing, to go
through such pitiless and searching scru-
tiny as this, we fail to recall the occasion.
Thus all the charges against General Bel-

knap have settled down to thoie already
filed. And as to these, the testimony of
the principal and in fact only real witness
for the prosecution shows that there was
never, at any time, any agreement between
them that any consideration should be
paid for appointing Marsh or Evans or for
continuing Marsh or Evans in the position,
and as Marsh states: "This arrangement
" was made without the advice or consent
" of the Secretary of War; neither did he
" have any knowledge of such arrange-- "

ment from me or anyone else as far a3 1
" knew, nor was he interested in any such
" arrangement or the fruits of any arrange-- "

ment between us. There never haa been
" nor is there now any contract, agree-- "

ment or arrangement between the Secre- -

tary of War and myself in regard to
" these matters."

PLATT VS. GOODE.

In the House of Representatives yester-
day Judge Brown, of Kansas, presented
the report of the majority of the Commit-
tee on Elections in the contested seat from
the Second Virginia district in favor of
seating Mr. Piatt, and Mr. Blackburn, of
Kentucky, a minority report from the
same committee favoring the retention of
Mr. Goode? There are some remarkable
features in the minority report It rejects
the navy yard vote in precincts which
gave Piatt a majority, and counts it in pre-

cincts giving Goode a majority. It rejects
as illegal twenty votes in Surry county
which were registered four days before the
election, when only eight of those so regis-
tered are shown by the evidence to have
voted, Mr. Blackburn taking the ground
that the fact of their having registered is
presumptive proof that they voted on the
day of election. It rejects seventeen votes
in Sussex county cast by men voting on
transfers, whom tbe judges of election,
themselves Democrats, swear had been in
the county more than three months next
preceding the election, and were legal
voters. But all these rejections failing to
give Goode a majority, the minority, in
seeming desperation, proceed to the re-

markable and unprecedented act in the
American Congress of throwing out the
entire vote of Rives and Bland townships,
in Prince George county, on the frivolous
pretext that the returns were not sealed
when being earned from the voting pre-

cincts to the office of the county clerk.
There is no allegation of fraud or that the
returns were in any way tampered with,
and the sole reason for rejection is that the
judges of election failed to put sealing wax
on the outside of the packages. In the two
townships there were six judges who had
the entire control of the election. Of these
five were Democrats and active partisan
friends of Mr. Goode. They all testify
under oath, when called by Mr. Goode to
the stand, that the election was fairly and
honestly conducted; that the votes were
legally cast by legal voters precisely as re-

turned; that at tbe close of the polls, hav-
ing no sealing-wax- , and in their backwoods
locality being unable to obtain any, they
honestly tried to do the best they could;
that they strung the voles on a string, as
required by law, and in one precinct put
them in a tin box and locked it; in tbe
other put them In a paper bag and sewed
it up. From each precinct a Democratic
judge carried them to the office of the
Democratic county clerk on the day of
election, and they were counted by four
Democratic commissioners on the day pre-

scribed by law. The poll-book- s are now
in tht committee-room- , and contain the
name of every voter who voted on the
day of the election, and they correspond
exactly with the number of votes returned
by the judges as having been cast

The history of Congress furnishes no
precedent for a rejection of votes under
these circumstances. On the contrary,
there is one unbroken line of precedent
against it And such a principle once
established by law there could never more
be a fair election. No candidate would be
safe, no matter what his majority, for none
can fail to have somewhere in his district
officers of election opposed to him. Let it
be understood that a mere act of omission
on the part of one of these hostile officers
cin vitiate and destroy the entire vote of a
county, and it would become a simple
question as to which party could make the
most omissions, and a matter of no conse-
quence as to which got tbe most votes.

The action of the chairman of the com-

mittee, Mr. Harris, of Virginia, in signing
the minority report excites much comment
in Congress among men of both parties.

-- -. jtsMmsm-- -
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in the Le Moyne-Farw- ell case he made an
elaborate argument to prove that no candi-
date could profit by the act of omission or
commission of his partisan friend. In this
case he reports and will doubtless vote that
Mr. Goode shall profit by the act of omis-

sion of his own partisans, and tiat Mr.
Piatt shall lose his majority and two town
ships be disfranchised because of tbe failure
of these Democratic judges to comply with
a directory mandate and becauso they could
find no sealing wax to put on the outside
of the packages containing the returns.
We have much curiosity to hear his expla-
nation of this apparent Inconsistency, and
of taking one position when his own ox is
being sored and a different one when his
neighbor's animal is undergoing that oper-
ation.

Messrs. Thompson.of Massachusetts, and
House, of Tennessee, the Democratic mem-

bers who favor the resolution seating Mr.
Platl, are men of high character and influ-

ence in the House. They are so fortified
by law, fact, evidence and precedent in
the position they have taken that there is
scarcely a doubt but that the House will
sustain them by a lar;e majority.

THE CONTEST JOE THE PUBLIC PBINT-1N-

The present fight over the public print-
ing is a very pretty one as it now stands.
There appears to have been a plan con-

cocted by which tbe more profitable part
of it should be divided among certain par-

ties in and out or Congress, who have long
been covetous of it. To accomplish this
purpose an investigation was set on foot,
which had for its purpose to raze the busi-

ness of the Government printing office to
its very foundation and divide the debris
among friends in the Democratic party.
This was to have been done in the interests
of Democratic economy. Several months
were devoted to investigation, all on one
side, and a report was made which reflects
no credit upon the candor or fairness of the
majority of the House Printing Committee.
A careful examination of the ex parte testi-

mony does not develop a scintilla of proof
of either fraud or corruption in the man-
agement of the office by the present Con-

gressional Printer. But he is a Republi-
can, and that is sufficient reason why he
should be persecuted and, if possible, dis-

honored before the country.
Aficr months of toil to find cause of cen-

sure or condemnation against the Congres-
sional printer and his administration, the
committee managed to have engrailed upon
the sundry civil bill several measures which
bad for their purpose to divide up the pub-

lic printing as outside patronage to fa-

vorites, cripple the Government printing
office, and depose the Congressional
printer.

The Senate spoiled this little game by
protecting the office against this raid,
greatly to the discomfiture of the hungry
expectants of the spoils. The whole mat-

ter is still in conference, but the groans of
the wounded betray the fact that so far in
the fight eomebody has-bee- hurt We
had no stock in the contest, but as specta-
tors we are constrained to the opinion
that the prospective result reflects little
credit upon the wisdom or the philosophy
of the defeated, or the skill of tbe engineers.

EDITORIAL POSTSCRIPT.
"Tilden and Reform," shout the. Democracy,

but we believe the ticket is Tilden and Hen-

dricks. Quite a difference.

The sheriff who connived at and allowed the
escape of William M. Tweed, the Boss thief of
tbe universe, is now shouting his lungs sore
for Samuel Jones Tilden, the Bachelor and
Bogus reformer of the Democracy.

The Petersburg Index in rejoicing over the
brutal massacre at Hamburg ears it was
a little affair in which "a half dozen muti-
nous negroes lost their worse than worthless
lives." This paper flies the Tilden reform
banner, and the slaughter of negroes Is its
policy of reform.

Samuel Tilden, the great reformer, has de-

serted his executive duties at Albany and has
fled to Saratoga to while away the summer
months. He does this even before President
Grant goes to Long Branch. Certainly the
Democracy should rebuke him lor absence
from his post of duty.

The following points were developed In
Governor Vance's speech in North Carolina
recently: III is sorry that he laid down his
arms. He is in favor of the
negro.

When we remember the disgraceful exhibi-
tion witnessed In and about our Washington
hotels while the contest for a candidate for
SLaker was golnz on last fall, crowded as
they were with pugilists, notorious gamblers
from eery section of the country, and the

transpired at St. Louis, Is it not time for all
good and honest men to Inquire of themselves
if the time has not fully coma for them to be-
