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The "empty skull" reappeared in the
Ilouse yesterday.

It is stated that Bluford Wilson is
liereafler to be regularly employed upon
the "Washington staff of the New York
Sun. This is highly improbable. The
days of his usefulness to that vile sheet
hare ended.

The "empty skull" tried to replace the
"burning entrails" with words of burning
rhetoric in the Ilouse yesterday; but sig-

nally failed. The effort was stale and un-

savory. It did not have even the merit of
originality; but was simply a stupid rehash
of exploded hearsty slanders.

Ik yoc contract a debt for 10,033 and
before it matures $o,000 of your cipital
pledged to its redemption is violently
wrested from you, would it not be difficult
to meet your obligation? This is exactly
what has happened to the United States by
the demonetiznion of silver.

The demonetization of silver is simply
and plainly the most violent kind of con-

traction. It takes away from the Govern-
ment and the taxpayers about one half of
the coin which was in existence when the
public debt was contracted, and requires
that the debt shall be redeemed with the
remaining half.

The conspiracy to destroy President
Grant's reputation, in which Bluford Wil-

son and his disreputable associates are still
enfaged, was begun as far back as the win-

ter of 1S74 nearly two years ago. It was
fostered by Senator Stevenson, of Ken-
tucky, among others, and is, therefore, par-
tially of Democratic paternity.

reproduced elsewhere in our issue to day.
The fact should be noted that Tennessee
had not yet seceded, and therefore Ilirris
and his associates were without even the
excuse of sec ssion when they ran away
with the taxpayers' money.

TnE Whitthorne naval investigation re-

port arraigns the acting Paymaster General
lor alleged inaccuracy of account, and the
committee makes it appear that there is a
deficiency of one million dollars, due from
the bureau of provisions and clothing to
the Treasury. Oa Saturday last Mr.
Banks had read from the Clerk's dck the
letter of General Watmough and the certi-
ficate of the Second Auditor of the Treas-
ury, showing that this alleged deficiency
docs not exist, and that the one million
dollars referred to had been covered into
the Treasury in 18T0, three years before
General Watmough became acting Pay-
master General. Yesterday Mr. Whit-
thorne failed to sustain his allegation, but
stated, nevertheless, that he did not now
and never had doubted the integrity of
General Watmough. So would have dis-

appeared every serious charge against the
Navy Department had opportunity been
given for fair hearing before the committee.

The finale of the naval investigation
extravaganza came off yesterday in the
House, stage manager Whitthorne enacting
the principal character, which partook alike
of V-- clown and the heavy villain, The
performance failed 'to arouse the audience
or to elicit the applause of the Democratic
claquers. Indeed, much of the hour occu-

pied by Mr. Whitthorne in speaking his
little piece was taken up by both Republi-
cans and Democrats in replying to the
correspondence from their constituents.
Mr. Whitthorne perspired freely, walked
about ten miles around the floor, gesticu-
lating muscularly, and shouting all the
time at the top of his thin, cracked voice.

Then came the vote upon the resolutions of
the majority and minority. Nobody ex-

pected a result different from that which
came to pass. It was a strict party vote,
and the evidence goes to the Judiciary
Committee for manipulation in the Interests
of the Democratic party.

When small men in public office become
ambitious of further promotion, and are
flattered by their subordinates as well as
their political opponents, their natural and
invariable resort is to conspiracy and slan
der. We have a case of this kind in our
mind's eye just now. It is related that a
certain officer once told
otor Stevenson, of Kentucky, that he was
hpt in sympathy with President Grant or
his friends, although he had not then re-

signed from the Cabinet. The w'.ly Sen-

ator, being desirous of doing all the injury
he could to the Republican party through
the Administration, at once advised the
Cabinet officer to retain hisoffics as long as
possible. His design, as we have explained
it above, was subsequently made clear to a
Demccratic friend in a remark to the effect
that "we the Democrats can use him
" the Cabinet officer and we must do all
" we can to induce him to remain ia Grant's
"Cabinet," To the Cabinet officer he
laid, in effect, "If you ciny out your plana,!
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' you ssy you can, from Grant down to
" the lowest gauger, your political future

" Is assured. You can't help being a candi-- "

date for President, and you can't help
" receiving the support of all true reform-- "

era regardless of party lines." How well
the poison of this insidious flattery did its
work the developments of the past few
months plainly show. Time will tell,
however, whether such base intrigues can
potsibly be made acceptable to the Ameri-
can people.

TnE New York Herald says: "No legis-- "

lation can fix the value of one kind of
" money in comparison with another kind, "
and "if a silver dollar isinlrinsically worth
' only three fourths as much as a gold dol-- "

lar we may make it a legal-tende- r, but
" its purchasing power will be only sev-- "

enty-fiv- e cents." This is a most egre-
gious blunder. Congress has by its action
since 1873 legislated silver into a depre-
ciated condition in comparison with gold
and at the same time appreciated gold.
Germany has done the same thing. But
this is not the question at issue in this sil-

ver business. What the people want to
know now is whether they will be com-

pelled to pay the public debt in.gold alone,
or in either silver or gold, as the law or
contract authorizing the debt provides!
Silver and gold were legal tenders when
the debt was contracted, and our bonds
promise on their face that they shall be re-

deemed in coin or its equivalent, t. ., silver
or gold, the coin then in existence.

Probably no conduct of any committee
in Congress heretofore was so anomalous.
Illegal and reprehensible as that of the
Ilouse Naval Committee, under Whit-thorne- 's

manacement, in the just concluded
investigation into the affairs of the Navy
Department. The most common, familiar
rules of evidence were ignored. Hearsay
testimony was in all matters admitted, and
sometimes preferred, when the best evi-

dence of witnesses could be obtained at the
very door of the Capitol. The purpose of
the majority of the committee was evidently
to make material for the Presidential cam-

paign, in utter disregard of truth or the
effect that would be produced upon the
characters of the officers of the navy and
their families. One of the most glaring
acts of this kind perpetrated by Whitthorne
was in the investigation of the Key West
and Port Royal contracts. The hearsay
statement of an unprincipled, disappointed
contractor was received in secret, whilst
the direct testimony of others personally
conversant of the facts was refused. One
of these witnesses, Mr. W. F. Turner, of
this city, was informed that he would be
called before the committee immediately.
This was on the 5th day of April last. He
resides within half a mile of the Capitol, and
his number and place of business were noted
by Chairman Whitthorne, who promised
to subpoena the witness. Whitthorne care-

fully neglected to send the subpoena, and
about two weeks ago Mr. Turner addressed
a respectful letter to the committee, setting
forth that he had been momentarily ex-

pecting a summons to testify; that by
chance he had learned the character of
evidence thus far adduced; that it was
false in all essential particulars, and he
prayed to be examined as a witness in the
interest of the public, and in order that the
committee mightform intelligent judgment
upon the subject before them. Whit-
thorne ignored this letter, and upon in-

quiry we find that he never exhibited it to
a single member of the committee. Had
the witness been heard his evidence would
have disproved every scintilla of the slan
derous statement of the disappointed con-

tractor. This is but one of numerous
instances that can be cited to show the
utter unfairness and dishonesty practiced
in the conduct of this disgraceful investiga-
tion.

THE BEPOBT OF THE MAJORITY OF THE
HAVAL COMMITTEE.

In scanning this extraordinary docu-
ment, conceived and executed for a pur-
pose, the reader is struck with the fact that
appearances even of fairness have been dis-

regarded; no more, however, than has been
the case with many other of the investigat-
ing committees that have marked in a
disgraceful manner this session of Congress.
It was evidently not the purpose to ascer-
tain abuses and correct them or to gain the
truth, but instead to make whatever could
be speciously construed into an abuse, and
speciously objected to.

The debate on Saturday in the House
should be carefully read by every Demo-
crat especially, who cares about even the
appearance and forms of justice. It is
worth while to note the character and pre-

cedents of rersons who are willing to a'-ts-

innuendo and stigma that the worth of
the innuendo may be weighed.

Mr. Whitthorne. the chairman ofthe com-

mittee, is from Tennessee, and note, a law-
yer by profession. He served as adjutant
general of the provisional army of Tennes-
see during the rebellion, where he is not
supposed to have "faced the music." He
professes great admiration for the navy,
yet his every act belies his assertion. If a
single naval officer is culpable and known
to him, it was his duty to name him,
and to state fairly that he should in
his opinion be tried for the of-

fense. Instead he sneakingly insinu-
ates culpability of naval officers, and pro
poses the aid of the Judiciary Committee
to apply the law ! He professes to be a
lawyer. His constituency regard him,
doubtless, as an able criminal, constitutional
and probably international lawyer; and
yet, with all this, he proposes that the
Judiciary Committee examine four thou-
sand pages of testimony, to see if the laws
are not sefflcient to impeach the Secretary
of the Navy !

The Hon. B. B. Lewis, of Alabama, was
a Confederate officer and is a lawyer.

The Hon. Roger Q. Mills, of Corsicana,
was elected to the Forty-thir- d Congress
and was re elected to the Forty fourth as a
Democrat, defeating Plaasant M. Yell,
Republican. Such is the brief history
given in full taken from the Congressional
Directory. Is he a lawyer? Has he no
history, no father, no mother? Is he a
poor orphan? Or is history so overpower-
ing that he has withheld it? Well may a
person who gives so brief a history of him-
self inquire closely into the bank account
of any one fortunate enough to have a bank
account and income tax. Is the Hon. Mr.
Mills a lawyer? We pause for'a reply.

The Hon. Mr. Willis, of New York, is
a lawyer; the Hon. Mr. Williams, of Dela-
ware, is supposed to follow agricultural
pursuits and belong to the only State in
the Union where the whipping-pos- t is a
"legalized institution" and "does good."

The Hon. Mr. Jones, of New Hamp-
shire, pursues, when not in Congress, the
honorable vocation of brewing beer, and
is doubtless a gentleman and a scholar.

The Hon. John Robbins, of Pa., is
a manufacturer and might be supposed
to know enough, as well as the Hon.
Mr. Burleigh, when aided by competent
lawyers on the committee, to decide
whether the Secretary of the Nivy is
culpable and wtcther any existing law
covers the offense. Yet, these gentle-
men meanly propose to blacken the
naval service by proclaiming that navy
officers are culpable, and yet not name one,
and that the Secretary of the Navy is cul-

pable, but that they have not enough
knowledge of the law or common sense
enough to look over the Revised Statutes
and Lave him held responsible for viola-
tion ofthe law.

It may be worth while to ask the con-

scientious Burleich whether he found any
ftnavy yard "abuse" moTc flagrant than his

aemana as a member of Congress lor the

discharge of persons from public employ on
no other than a political ground; persons in
every way capable, and worthy. Had he,
in short, any other reason than that the
persons named by him were not Burleigh-lte- s?

An honest confession is good for the
soul, and Mr. Burleigh has it in his power
to state how far, as a Congressman, he
has endeavored to corrupt the navy and
how he succeeded in his purposes. It will
please his constituents if the confession is a
candid one.

These are the men who are willing to
blacken the character of any and every one.
If they can receive the support of their
party in doing so it will show a more hope-
less state of corruption within it than is
supposed possible.

SH0ET MEKOEIES.

If there is anything at this time that the
Democrats long for, hope for, sigh for, and
pray for, it is that the people ofthe United
States may have short memories. All in
their history that lies back of the Centen-
nial year should be forgotten and foiven,
and then they could take a new departure
with some hope of realizing their future
aspirations. No party ever regretted more
that it has a record than that which y

enters the lists under the banner of Tilden
and reform, and demands that the people
of this Government shall surrender its
reins into their hands.

At the close ofthe war, when the Demo-

cratic party of New York began to thirst
afresh for the flesh pots of position, and
sought to achieve success once more in the
political field, Dean Richmond, then a

fluence had done all in his power to em-

barrass and delay the extinguishment of
the rebellion. Seymour had set his face
against the policy of the Government in
filling the depleted ranks of the Union
army by draft. All these things were treas'
ured up in the memories of the people
and were to be met on every hand, and
the stout-hearte- Richmond then in the
field foresaw the overthrow of his party so

Ions as his party had a record and the
American people had a memory.

At this era history is repeating itself in
the way of recollections, much to the dis-

comfiture of those who are eagerly reach-
ing after power in the Government. If
Democratic history connected with the
war to crush rebellion could be obliterated

It the peculations of Jackson's, Van
Burcn's and Buchanan's administrations
could be buried in oblivion if the millions
of treasure that had been taken from the
national treasury by Democratic hands
could be dropped from memory if the
treason and rebellion that found origin
purely in the Democratic party and de-

luged the land in blood at the expense of
five billions of treasure could be blotted
from the record then the Democratic
party could raise high its banner and
march proudly to battle.

BLUF0BD WILSON AS A MABTYB.
Mr. Bluford Wilson, late Solicitor of the

Treasury, having failed to accomplish the
nomination of Mr. Bristow at Cincinnati
by the abuse and slander of the President
and those closely connected with him, is
now busily engaged in an effort to place
his own name high upon the roll ot politi-
cal martyrs. He is one of those light
weights who knows of no better method of
elevating himself than by trying to pull
down those above him. And he does not
appear to have had the experience neces-
sary to teach him that such a course is but
rarely successful. The favors that have
forjears past been showered upon himself
and family by the President and the con-

fidence reposed in him by his party do not
appear to have inspired him w ith senti-
ments either of gratitude to his benefactors
or respect lor himself. The only active
motive apparent in his course seems to have
been an overweening ambition. Youthful
as he is, it would seem' natural that he
might have been inspired by some higher
and more honorable incentive than the
direction of all his energies to the persecu-
tion of the pergonal friends of the Presi-
dent. But his entire time and every effort
seem to have been directed to the attempt
to link the names of the closest and most
trusted friends of the President with those
who had been detected in frauds upon the
revenue.

If it is said that Mr. Wilson only did
his duty in this regard, is it not a little re-

markable that his efforts were directed
solely to the prosecution of the friends of
the President and Senators Morton and Lo-

gan ? Do we find him extending his ef-

forts in the direction of Louisville or New
York, two of the largest whisky marts in
the country? Are the distillers and import-
ers at these points so immaculate that Mr.
Wilson found them unworthy any of his at
tention ? Or were he and his friend the Sec-

retary eo certain that their friends in New
York and Louisville were honest that by
parity of reasoning the friends of the Pres-
ident must be dishonest? It could hardly
be that, for in it there is no reason or logic,
and it will be exceedingly difficult to make
the people believe that the secret of Mr.
Wilson's animosity did not lie in the desire
to so besmirch the President and Senators
Morton and Logan, through the inculpa-
tion of their friends, as to destroy their in-

fluence at Cincinnati He had put the
Presidential maggot in the head of the
Secretary, and made him believe that
through the machinery of the Treasury
and Postal departments, including their se
cret service systems, Bristow could be
nominated by the Republicans. Wilson
had managed the Solicitor's office just
about long enough to imagine that he could
"put up a job" to convict anybody he
wished to convict, and he found the temp-

tation too strong for Bristow to resist. The
latter permitted the diabolical machination
to go on. Wilson also found ready, willing
and active in certain portions of
tho New York press. The Sun and
Tiibune were ever ready to print "any-
thing to beat or belittle Grant."

We have from the first warned the prose-
cution of the tactics of the revenue thieves.
From the beginning of the St. Louis busi-

ness we have insisted in these columns that
those engaged in the conspiracy would not
hesitate by false swearing to implicate
honest men in order to save themselves.
These tactics have been practiced by the
revenue thieves in all sections of the coun-
try ever since the internal revenue laws
have been enforced. False swearing being
a portion of their regular practice in cheat

ing the Government was quite naturally
resorted to by them to escape punishment.
The St. Louis conspirators, with the utmost
cunning and shrewdness, "began this game
immediately they were caught It was
their threats and menaces against Wash-
ington officials which brought out General
Grant's famous "Letno guilty man escape"
indorsement. They tried Avery, Holt,
Babcock, Fred and Orvil Grant, Casey and
even the President himself. They con-
jectured that there had been sufficient com-

munication passing between some of these
gentlemen and the St Louis officiate to in-

culpate some of them if it were adroitly
manipulated and tortured into the wont
and most suspicious interpretation. They
knew thatDyer had no great love for the
Administration, and that Henderson wa3 a
personal enemy. Henderson was em-

ployed by Dyer, who had been fooled into
allowing the chief conspirators to turn in
formers and take the direction of affairs.
Wilson was befooled in turn by these same
confessed felons whom he trusted further
and believed before and above those honor-
able officials whom he had known for
years as above reproach in both military
and civil life. Meanwhile the conspira-
tors who had turned informers, State wit-

nesses and chief directors of the prosecu-
tion established agents in Washinirton,
whosa business it was to supply the De-

tective press with scandalous rumors affect-

ing the good names of those whom they
wished to intimidate.

Mr. Wilson appears to have become the
tool of these chief conspirators and their
agents. He allowed them to divert his at-

tention from tho thieves to their victims.
The former plead guilty and all implicated
the latter. This result was the very
achievement for which they had labored
from the outset. It was their objective
point from the start If they could con-

vict some near and confidential friends of
the President, or even succeed in befoul-
ing and besmirching them they felt that
their own disgrace would be greatly less-

ened. As their project developed they
claimed the entire credit of the alleged
exposure of frauds in high places for Bris-
tow and Wilson, and held up before their
befogged visions the executive power.
The latter were bewildered by the dazzling
view and fell into the trap. They forgot
their former asseverations that no hitherto
honorable and unsuspected man should be
convicted upon the unsupported testimony
of confessed felons and perjurers. They
protested when the Attorney General wrote
to Dyer calling his attention to this well-settle- d

principle of law governing the rules
'of evidence. The detective press, at the
instigation of the conspirators, denounced
the letter ofthe Attorney General as a most
unwarrantable interference with the course
of justice. Mr. Wilson was quietly in-

formed by the President that he deemed it
fully as important that no innocent man
should be wrongfully convicted as that no
guilty man should esr;pe. This was some-

thing which Mr. Wilson had quite forgot-
ten then, and which he appears to have
failed to remember in the preparation of
his patchwork testimony for the

House committee. He says, to be
sure, that the President instanced as a
reason for his great confidence in General
Babcock the fact that he had had charge of
important trusts and large appropriations
which he had executed with such fidelity
that he could not credit the allegations of
confessed thieves, perjurers and felons
against him. But all this seems to have
had no effect upon the narrow mind and
obtuso intellect of Wilson. Ambition
blinded his vision and he saw only that
which he wished to be true.

This little Mephistopheles was all smiles
and apparent sincerity to the face of the
President while he was filling the columns
ofthe Sun and Tribune with the vilest of
accusations, either open or implied, affect-

ing his integrity or that of his friends, rela-

tives and official family. He never appeared
in person as accuser. He was not manly
enough for that He fulminated his poi-

soned shafts through Newspaper Row.
When the Detective Press was lacking a
sensation Wilson rarely failed to come to
its rescue. Finally, having been disap-
pointed at Cincinnati, he knew that the
President would learn the false and treach-
erous part he had played, and that he would
have no further use for him as solicitor.
His present object is to advertise himself
as a martyred "honest reformer." He has
the shameless effrontery to go to an

commitiee as the medium.
This is to prove his true Republicanism.
Its effect on Republicans will be, "oa the
contrary, quite the rewarsc."

THE PENTTSYXVArTIA AVENUE PAVE- -
MENT.

We notice that Senator Dorsey has in-

troduced a bill in the Senate to extend the
time for repavmg Pennsylvania avenue.
In the bill which has passed and become a
law the Commissioners are required to hate
the work done by the 1st of December.
It is true the time named for the work is
short But the pavement can be completed
in that time and it should be done. The
condition ofthe Avenue at present Is shame-
ful; it is a disgrace to Congress and the
nation that the main thoroughfare in the
capital city is almost impassable; Besides,
the citizens of the District have some rights
which Congress is bound to respect The
property holders and business men on the
Avenue have suffered long enough through
the neglect of Congress to rcpaTe the Ave-
nue. Business has, in a great measure,
been driven from their doors because the
street was almost impassable for vehicles.
Rents have fallen in consequence, so that
business and property have been alike
affected.

Another consideration should prevent
any delay in reconstructing the Avenue.
On the 4lh of March next the Centennial
President will be inaugurated at the Capi-
tol.
