‘_n'ﬂ these truths are cheerfully obcteﬁ , ar,
if peed be, vigorously enforeed, the work ol
the Repubilean party s uuﬁniz!:r:ll

3. The permanent pacltication of the South-
ern section of the Union, and the complete
prote -tion of its citizens In the free enjoyment
ol all thetr rights are duties to which the Re-
publican party stands sacrediy pledged. The
power Lo provide for the enforcement of the
principles embodied In the recent constitu-
tional amendments Is in the Congress of the
United States, and we declare It to bethe
solemn obligation of the Legislative and Ex-
ecutive Departments of the Government to
put into immediate and vigorous use all their
comstitutional powers for removing anv just
eauses of discontent on the part of any class,
aud for securing to every American cltizen
complete liberty and exact equality in the ex-
ercise of sll civil, political and private rights.
To this end we imperatively demand a Con-
gress and a Chlef Executive whose courage
and fidelity to these dutles sball not falter
unlil these results are placed beyond dispute

r recall.

l In the first act of Congress signed by
Presldent Grant, the National Government as-
sumed to remove any doubts of its pu to
discharge its just obligation to public creditors,
and solemnly pl its faith to make provi-
sfon, at the earliest practicable moment, for
the redemption of United States notes In min.
Commercial prosperity, public morals and the
pational credit demand that this promise be
fulfilled by & continuous and steady progress
to specle payment.

5. Under the Constitution the President and
beads of departments are to make nomina-
tons for oftice, the Senate is to advise and
conscnt to the appointments, and the House
of Hepresentatives is to accuse and prosecute
faithless officers. The best interests of the
publie service demsnd that these distinetions
be respected, and that Senators and Represen-
tatlves, who may be judres and accusers,

sbould not dictate appointments to otdice. The
invariable rule for appointments should have
reference o the houesty, fidelity and capacity
of the appointees, prl.-.(rrfu‘; tricuds of the
party in power for i-luu.s where harmony and
vigor of administration require it u-Iicy to be
represented, but permitting all others to be
filled by persons selected with sole reference
W the ciliciency of the public service and the
righit of all citizens to share in the honor of
rendering faithiul service to their country.

6. We rejoice In the quickened conscience of
the people concerning polftical aflairs, anid will
Lold all public officers to a rigid responsihility,
aud eugage that the prosecution and punish-
ment o sll who betray official trusts shall be
l.-;q'nl‘\'. thorough and unspuring,

The public school system of the several
b‘.lics is thebulwark of the American Repub-
He, and, with a view 1o Its security and perms-
mente, we recemmend an amendment to the
Constitution of the United States forbiading
the ap ;-I!mllun of any public funds or prop-
erty for the benefit of any schools or fustitu-
tions under sectarian schools.

8. The revenue necessary for the current ex-
penditures and the obligation of the public
debit must be Jargely derived from dutied on
importations, which, &0 far as possible, should
be sdjusted to promote the interest of Amerd-
can labor and advance the prosperity of the
I‘I.n]e country.

. We _reaffirm our opposition to farther
g-r:mte of the publie l:m.t to corporations and
monopolies, and demand that the national de-
mwain be devoted to free homes for the people.

10, It is the imperative duty of the Govern-
ment to modify existing treaties with Europesn
Goveruments, that the same protection shall
be afforded to the sdopted American citizen
that is given to the native boru, and that all
necessary laws should be passed to protect
Immigrants In the absence of power in the
Biates for Lhat purpose.

11. It is the immediate duty of Congressto
investigste the effect of the immigration and
tmportation of Mongolisns upon the moral
and m'Illt:ul:I Interests of the country.

€ Repubiican party recognizes with a

pmu! the mgmnu;l sdvances recently mli:.:
toward the establishment of equal rights for
women, by the many important amendments
effected by EKepublican Legislatures in the
laws which concern the personal and property
relations of wives, mothers and widows, and
Ly the appolutment of women to the am-riu-
tendence of education, charities and other hub-
e trusts. The houest demnnds of this eclass
of citizens for additional rights and privileges
and immunitics should be treated with respact-
ful consideration.

13. The Constitution confers upon Congress
soverelpn power over the Territories of the
United States for their government. In the
exereise of this power, it is the right and the
duty of Congress 1o prohibit and extirpate in
the Territories that relic of barbarism, polyp-
amy, and we demand such legislation a.s shall
scoure Whis end and the supremacy of Ameri-
can Institutions in all the Territories.

14. The pledges which the nation has given
to our soldiers nnd saliors must be fuldilled.
The grateful people will always hﬂ]d those
who periled their lives for the country's pres-
ervation Io the kindest remembrance.

15. We sincerely deprecate all sectional
feeling and  tendencles, We thersfore note
with deep eolieftude that the Democratie
party counts a8 its chlef hope of success on
the electoral vote of & united Bouth, secured
through the efforts of those who were receutly
arrajed against the nation; we {ovoke the
earnest atiention of the country to the grave
truth that & suceess thus achleved would re-
opén sections] sirife and imperil the nutional
honor end human rights.

16. We charge the Democratic party as
being the same In character amd apirit ss when
it sympathized with treason; with making its
econtrol of the House of Hepremsentatives the
triumph and the opportunity of the nation's
recent foes; with reasserting agd applauding
In the National Capitol the eentiments of un-
repented rebellion; with sending Udlon sol-
diers to the rear and promoting Counfederate
eoldiers to the front; with deliberately pro-
posing to repudiate the plighted faith of the
Governmuent; with belng equally false and
fmbecile upon the overshadowing finaneial
question: with thwarting the ends of justice
by Its partisan mismapagement and obstruc-
tion of investigation: with proving itself,
through the period of its ascendasncy In the
Lower House of Congress, utwrlv incompetent
to ndminfster the Gover ‘We warn the
country sguinst trusting s party thus alike
unworthy, recreant and Incapable.
