Mr McCREERY offered a resolution returning
the thanks or the Senate to Mr. Feruv, its pre-
siding officer, for the able and impartial manner
in which be had presided over their deliberations.

OF MR. FERRY.
Mr. FERRY, on resuming the chair, returned

his thanks for the confidence that had been placed
in him and the courtesies extended during a ses-
sion lasting ov er eight months, and for their firm
support during the impeachment trial and his
first occupancy or the chair.

He was about to pronounce the session closed
without date when the Clerk arrived, aJmo-- t
breathless, announcing the passage of the bill for
tbe sale of the Otoe Indian reservation over the
veto of the President.

The hammer fell, and the first session of tho
Forty-fourt- h Congress was declared adjourned
witLout date.

Conclusion of Monday's Session.
The fillibnstering was kept up all night, the

minority by their tactics preventing the issue of
the warrants for the arrest of delinquents until
nearly S o'clock a. m., when an agreement was
made that Mr. Randall should withdraw his
notion to allow Mr. Cox to proceed, in order that
the latter should make a satisfactory explana-
tion of the offensive remark, and that all proceed-
ings under tbe call of the House should then
cease.

Especially was that
the case so far as tbe circular of 1C3 was con-
cerned, and Mr Kaasoxhad refused to permit
him to have it read. When he got tbe floor he
used language which he cow realized was not at
all parliamentary, and for which

When he went over to tbe Republican side (per-
haps too belligerently) his only purpose was to
show Mr. Kakso the extract so that tho latter
weuld know what he was about to read. Ho
would not have been so persistent in bringing the
denial before the House if he had not so often seen
the charge against Tilden reiterated in tbe
patrcrs. and it seemed to him to be a duty as a
Representative from New York to call attention
to the matter so that the denial could go oat with
Mr. KassoVh charge.

(The denial was then read. It was a card pub-
lished by Mr. Tilden, over his signature. In the
New York Errntna Pott of November t, 1893, In
which he positively denied that ho had had any
knowledge of the circular before he saw It pub-
lished. He pronounced it a forgery.)

Mr KA.SSUN said that the card just read he
had now seen or heard of for the first time. If
the gentleman from New York, in view of theirpast relations, had explained more fully and

naai il a ne wouiu noi nave ohjecie-- l
to Its being read, lor he had no to mis-
represent anyone. He, of course, had no knowl-
edge of the matter cicept as he read about It in
tbe papers, and he had never seen any statement
other than that Mr. Tilden had never denied the
circular until lf73. When the gentleman from
New York took the floor his (Kassun'sj surprise
could be imagined when Mr. Cox made an allu-
sion to him that all who knew him knew to be In-
correct, and he had pronounced Mr. Coxs state-
ment incorrect and had no idea ol using unparlia-
mentary language.

Mr. COX said that ir the gentleman had used
the word 'incorrect" there

VtOlLD HAVE EEEN "o TROUBLE.
Hut he used the word untruth, which had the
same sign'ficance as the word which he (Cox)
had Improperlv used.

Mr. HEWITT, 1 N. Y., said the speech or
Mr. KAS--0- -, was a mot palnlul surprise to him,
and If he had not heard it he would not have be-
lieved that the gentleman irom Iowa could have
uttered the fal-- e, and what seemed to him the
malicious statements against Governor Tilden.
He (Mr. Hewitt) approached this subject with
the same feeling that he would take hold of a
sllinj scrjient to get rid of It as soon as jmssible
He was intimate with Gov. Tilden, aud knew him
so well that he branded the charges as utterly
false. The first charge was that Tilden was a
secessionist, and had avowed secession sentiments
In a letter written to Judge Dent. But Mr.
Kasso-- . only had extracts from that letter, and
not the full text. Many men had views before
1S60 which they Fpeedllv changed. Another
charge was that Mr. Tilden was a dlsunionlst.
He did know upon what Mr. Kassox based that
charge. At the outbreak of the war he (Mr.
Hewitt) was in dally communication with Mr.
Tilden, and no more loyal heart ever beat. When
the first call was made for troops Tammany Hall
raised a regiment and sent It to the war, and Mr.
Tilden contributed liberally to Its equipment.

Mr. LA I'll AM, of N. Y., inquired II it was not
true that Mr. Tilden refused to sign the call for
the Union meeting at the Cooper Institute, and
also refused to attend the meeting.

Mr. HEWITT. I will answer that. It Is not
true that he relused to sign the call, and It Is
true that be attended the meeting.

Mr. LAPH AM said the contrary was as notori-
ous in New York as anything rouid be.

Mr. HEWITT said it was not as notorious as
am thing could be. He knew all the circum-
stances. Mr. Sam Sloan presented Mr. Tilden
with the call for his signature while the latternastrt.ngan important cause before areleree.
Mr. Tilden, with the prudence that has always
characterized him, not having time to examine
the paper then,

DECLIAED TO RIn,
but told Mr. Sloan to bring him the resolutions,
and he would examine them. He did attend tbe
mei-tln- (apr'ause J and when troops were to be
raised --Mr. lilden contributed liberally.

Mr. CONGER. How much?
Mr. HEWITT replied that he could not go irto

the question of dollars and cents. True patriot-
ism was atove that question. When the Tam-
many regiment was raised they did not ask the

Government to give a dollar toward It.
Mr CONGER raid it bad been

stated 'hat Mr. Tilden had never raised his voice
for tbe Union cause, or contributed a dollar to Its
support. He wanted t know now when and where
he had raised his voi-- e and how much he had
contributed.

Mr. HEWITT replied during tbe war and in
the citv of New York and elsewhere, but he did
nol know how much he bad contrlbjted. He de-
clined to answer any tnore questions of the gentle-
man from Michigan, because they were nol asked
in a spirit of fairness. Ih the days of the war Mr.
Tilden wjit In frequent consultation with the
most prominent otfac-lal-s Even Mr Lincoln had
sent for him to come to Washington for consulta
tion.

No one ever questioned his loyalty and patriot-Is-
in New York. With regarl to the war fall,

ure resolution In the Chicago platform of 1661, Mr.
Marble, the ry of th committee on resolu.
tions. certified that Mr. Tilden opposed it, and
when MeCMlan was nominated Mr.Tilden urged
him to say something in his letter of acceptance
which would

ULLIFY THAT CLATSE
In the platform. With regard to Tilden's associa-
tion with Tweed, Mr said it only ex-
tended to this That Tweed was a member of the
Democratic State committee of which Mr. Tilden
was the chairman. When the ring In New York
became so powerful, and the eculatlons were
suspected, Mr Tilden followed Tweed like a
sleuth hound, and he was magnificently liberal
In privately ferreting out the frauds, amine never
rested until he had ail of the ring either In the
penitentiary or etiles. Applause.

Mr. DAVY, of N Y.. asked whether, after the
frauds were exposed, Mr. Tilden did not sit with
Tweed in the convention at Rochester, In 1871,
and never made an effort to keep hlm out of his
seat.

Mr. COX said Tweed was not there.
Mr. DAVY asked whether Tilden ever raised

his voice against tbe Tweed delegates to that con-
vention.

Mr. HEWITT said at that time Tilden and
Tweed were bitter enemies, and there was war to
tbe knife, which only ended with the defeat and
exile or Tweed. Applause.

Mr. DAVY persisted In trying to ask ques-
tions, but hit voice was drowned by tho raps of the
Speaker's gavel and the calls to order from the
Democrats.

Mr, HEWITT tatd he vf as willing to answer all

proper questions, but these were put evidently to
embarrass him. The fact was, there never was
any association between Tilden and Tweed, ex-
cept such as resulted from party affiliation.

Mr. LAPH AM rose, but. was called to order by
the Democrats.

Mr. HEWITT declined to yield. He 11 tho
gentleman from Iowa had made another charge
which contained an insinuation of

that, if the gentleman could blush at all, he
would have blushed when he made it. It was an
intimation that Mr. Tilden had made his fortuno
dishonorably. It was a mean and dl. ..onorable
insinuation, which should never bo mode behind
a man who was not here to reply.

Mr. Hfwett then derended Tilden's connection
with railroads, arguing that by his executive
power and fine administrative ability he had made
railroads which were worthless pay handsome
profits. He defied any man to put his hand on a
dollar that Mr. Tilden had made dishonestly.
Mr.Tilden Is one of tbe most honest and one or
the wisest men whose hcartoverflowswlth patriot-
ism. He Is also one of the purest ormen, and will
make one of the greatest. If not the very greatest,
or Presidents wo have ever had. ror he will havo
the opportunity orrcscuingthe Government from
the currupt hands that have made It a reproach
to the civilized world. Great applause on the
Democratic side.

Messrs. LAPHAM, DAVY and others tried to
get the floor, the former remarking that he
wanted to correct some misstateuients, but they
were cried down by the oppositon, who made mo-

tions to adjourn and Insisted upon the regular
order, and after a good deal of oonrusion the
House, at 6 o'clock a. in., adjourned until 12
o'clock m.

This provision he believed was a violation of
the constitutional prerogative or the Executive,
who can nominate, and by and with the consen'
or tbe Senate apoint. lie assumes that the pro
vision l not intended to limit any ciercisc oi a
constitutional right which he should resist, and
that it is not Intended to direct the closing or
any consular or diplomatic office of the Govern,
xncnt.

3lr. HOLM AN moved to refer the message to
the Committee on Appropriations, and said that
this message clearly Indicated that all the
money bills ought to originate in the House of
Representatives, which comes direct from the
people, and their right to provide for foreign
ministers should be clearly defined. Otherwise
the President and Senate could claim the author-
ity of establishing an unlimited numberof con-
suls aud ministers.

Messrs. KASSON and GARFIELD argued
that tbe power to appoint ambassadors, ministers
and consuls was vested In the President and Sen.
ate by the Constitution, and not by authority of
anv law of (Congress.

Mr. TUCKER,or Va., alluded to the message or
the President yesterday in relation to the river
and harbor bill, and said that now that this came
In It looked like an assumption orauthority on the
part or the President, lie Is to take care that
tho laws shall be executed, and yet he says that
he will take care that certain moneys appropri-
ated shall not be expended. He contended that
Congress had the authority to establish diplo-
matic stations, and that tho President could fill
those only, and that he had no right to retuse to
make an appointment to any station authorized
by Congress.

Mr. BANKS saw no impropriety in the Presi-
dent's message, and it was not an assertion or
the assumption or an

LXCOJ.STITCTIO.NAI. AUTHORITY.
The right to appoint ministers was vested in the
President and senate, and all that the President
meant to say In his message was that he did not
recognize the power or the House to deprive him
ol the constitutional power to appoint ministers
in ease of an emergency.

Of the nine heads under which they
are exhibited four show a decrease, among which
Is the Income tax, although It was raised early la
the quarter. Stamps show a decrease of X33,000;
land tax and house duty, XS,O0O; Post Office,
XIOS.OOO; Income tax, X128.000; total, X281,000.
The excise has yielded X172,000 more than In the
corresponding quarter of 1875; the augmentation
in customs is only X38,000; telegraphs. X23.000;
crown lands, X5.000; miscellaneous, X104,750, mak-
ing a total Increase of XS14.750, and leaving a net
Increase of only X80,750. All the Items showing
decreate are those depending chiefly on the habits
orthe middle and trading classes. There have
been fewer transactions, and consequently fewer
stamps required, fewer letters have oeen writteno
and less profit has been made, so that the Incomo
tax sank about X128,000. From 1843 to 1872 tho
value of cvports from the United Kingdom ror,
Irom X193,v02,4Q9 to X3I4,5S8,S37, but for tbe pres-
ent England's power to extend her trade his
passed away.
