In the law
of last yesr & siated amount for postage was
appropristed fur each of the Executive De-
partments. The ninth section of the law
of this year, hbowever, suthorizes the heads
of the several Departments to make requi-
sitions upon the Postmaster General for the
necessary amount of postage stamps for
the use of thelr respective Departments
not exceeding the smount stated in the
estimates submitted to Congress. By this
ruee alone the amount sppropriated for the
several Departments is apparently reduced
nearly one million and & lalf. And they
call this retrenchment.

Favstarr, that ingenious construction
of SBhakspeare, has always been considered
the prince of liars. His description of
“the men in buckram '’ and the ** misbe-
gotten knaves in Kecdall Green ' has been
- thought his best effort, but the leading
editor of Frank Leslic's Nlustrated News-
paper has enlered the lists against him,
with ¢ certainty of carrying off the prize.
In that paper dated September 9 is an arii-
cle on “Office-holders in Politics, " in which
the rapid growth of the men in buckram is
thrown Into the shade. [t ssserts thst
there “‘are sbout one hundred thousand
“gffice holders under the Nations!

bundred thousand,” *“ who will increase
“the grand army of political officials inter-
““ested in maintaining the present dynasty
“in power to at least five hundred thou-
“gand men.”” ‘This ouldoes Falsiaff so
badly that herealter men seeking a synonym
for the word ““liar "* will use Frank Les-
lie's Illuairated Newspaper.

A sPECIAL DIEPATcH from Rileigh, N.
C., brings us news of another outrageous
and successful attempt of the blue blooded
En-Klux to repress free speech in that
State during the Presidentsl campaign.
This is nothing more than might be ex-
pected under ordinary circumstances where
a dozen or two fire eaters ere enngregated
together; but in accepting the challenge of
Judge Settle for a joint canvass Governor
Vance, according to every principle of
that honor which is so dear to the South-
ern heart, implied that the same privileges
ehould be accorded to his opponent in the
presence of his frends as he recelved him-
self. As yet we have no news of Republi-
can voters in counties where loyal men
were largely in the ' majority listeniag to
Vance's treasopable ulicrances with sny-
thing more eggressive than silent con-
tempt. But now we learn that in Char-
lotte, the very home of Vance, where in
addition to the general disgrace is that of
o flagrant and specisl violation of bhos-
pitality, which virtue has so long been the
boast of the chivalry of the SBouth, s band
of ruflisns, whose conduct was indorsed by
Governor Vance, interrupted and pre-
vented a serensde lo an honorsble op-
ponent. An Arab of ordinary decency
would die belore being gullty of such &
contemptible sct. A repetition of this
outrage shouid call for an investigation by
Becretary Cameron.

THERE is no class in the South who
lave been more persecuted for opinion's
eake than native Soutberners who occupied
bigh soclal positions prior to the late war,
avd who slterwards embraced tha “recon-
struction scls sod allied themselves to the
Republican party. If native Southerners
springing from the ordinary,walks of life
have been ostracised, persecuted and
abused, what must have beep, and is at
present the fate of those who by birth,
educetion snd adoption were the peersof
apy in those communities? Consplcaous
amony the latter class is Hon. Jobn Win-
smith, of South Carolins, who for years
prior to and mmmediately after the war so
ably represented Spartanburg cousty in
the Senate of that State. A geotleman of
rare calture aod learning, Dr. Winsmith
was 8 favorite with all classes of the peo-
ple, and it was not until he voted sgsinst
the infamous black code in 1365 that he
brought upon himsell the contumely and
abuse which finally resulted in a midaight
assanlt upon bis life. Oa the occasion in
question over fifty ruffians in paint and in
disguise appeared at his residence and lite-
rally riddled his domicile with bullets, and
inflicted wounds upon his person, the scars
of which he will take to his grave. Dr
Winsmith defended himself as best he
could, and before he was disabled his un-
erring aim placed kors du combal several
of his gssailants, who were alterwards dis-
covered Ly their wounds to be leading
Democratic citizens, and formerly his sup-
porters and sdmirers. For this outrage
upan this venersble gentlemsan there was
nct the shadow of an excuse. Ile had
persistently declined to accept office after
the reconstruction acts, end had conlented
himself with endeavoring to advance the
material interests of the new-made citizen.
His offense was that he had accepled in
good faith the logical results of the war,
snd was willing to accord egual and exact
justice toull. Bo consistent has Dr. Win-
emith bgen in nll of his political relstions
tLat the Republicans of Lis State never
neglect to honor him, snd he ably repre-
sented South Carolins at the recent Cinein-
pali convention, sud was one of the seven
delegates from that State who voted for
Goverpor Hayes, Buch gentlemen as Dr.
Winsmith are an acquisition to any State,
and Bouth Carclina Republicans need not
be ataloss for party leaders when they
bave such materisl in their midst Al
though past the meridian of life, by his
staming he bas taught the Democracy that
Republicans have rights which they shall
respect, and Liss thus made himself a noble
examplar for law-sbiding citizens of his
State.

ME. HENDRICKS' APPEAL,

Even Governor MHendricks ignores the
fiteenth amendment. We do nol mesa
thut be professes to do o, but that his
stalement in his lste speech at Shelby-
ville is tantamount to that. He says:

“In but two Southern States s there blood-
shed and death between the races. In these
States alone (Louisiana and SB8outh Carolina)
is the Republican party dominent, In every
other State of the South the people have re-
covered snd restored the American right and
power of self.government, and Lhe nesro race
has ceased to be the tool of party, sul peace
and harmony pruiil and prosperity s rapidly
returning to all.”

‘What does this mean but that the white
Democrats will murder negroes and white
Republicans, aithough the former are in
8 cunfessed minority in those States, un-
less the Democrats are allowed to rulet
“In  every other Bouthern Btate the
*' people have recovered anl restored the
‘ American right and power of self gov-
“eroment,” & How have “‘the people”
dope this? DBy violence snd bloodshed,
And who are “the people” of whom Mr.
Hendricks epesks so glibly! The Ku-
Klux Rifie-Club Democrats. “And the
“negro race hes ceased to be the tool of
“party" by becoming agsin clods of the
earth, without any voice in the Govern-
ment. Dy the practical pullification of
those Constitutional amendments which
Mr. Hendricks and his Bouthern supporters
swear in Congress and in their nationsl
conventions that they are bound to observe
and to preserve intact, but which they pro-
ceed to st once render npugatory and
trample under foot by riding the country in
armed bodies, shooting and whipping, as-
sassinating and scourging leading Republi-
cans who have too much pluck to leave
the country. Mr. Hendricks koows these
facts as well as we do, and yet he thinks
to deceive the people of Indisna into the
belief that the Democratic peace which he
boasts of in Arkansas and Mississippi, sfter
the overthrow there of the Republican
Admipistration, is the result of the bonest
expression of the will and wishes of the
msjority rather than the offspring of
treschery, terrorism and, fear.  Again,
Mr. Hendricks asks :

“Why vot restore Louisiara and South Caro
lins to the blessings of good government, that
blacks and whites alike and togethier may dwell
under the mild influence of peace and har.
mopy! Aswise men and patriotle eitizens I
ask you to judge whether it be right or ex.
pedient or human to continue the men in power

who make political gain out of scenes of vio-
lence and bloodshed?”

In other words, why not remand the ma-
jority of the people in those States, who
were once slaves,and whom the Democrats
fought for four years to relain in slavery,to
their former condition, in order to have
that pesce and barmeny which can only
come of Democratic rule? Why not let
the bloodthirsty sod tyrasnical minority
rule, because they will go on “’killing nig-
gers” until you do? This is the plain
English of what you are advoeating, Mr.
Thomas A. Hendricks.

You think Republicans make political
gain out of scenes of violence and
blocdshed, do you? Is thal what you mean?
You know that you outrage the truth mn
such &n insinuation. You know that blood-
shed and violence are always provoked, in-
troduced and committed by the white

Democrats of the South. You know that

they have cutraged all law by their secret
armed organizations; that they have dis-
armed the militia and established instead
ol law terrorism. And now, when you see
your followers furned into banditti, anar-
chists, perjured outlaws and unb.ushing
traitors against the voice of the people of
their several Btates, you become their
spologist and defender, and entreat of your
Northern friends to consider them the ma-
jority, the rightful-ruling power, in the
Siates whose governments they bhave
usurped not only, but in those other two
or three States which they have sworn to
rule—by force, if not by the public voice.
Mr. Hendricks, this will not do. You must
begin lower down. There is no use intry-
ing toerecta durable edifice on a rotten
foundation. You must first show by your
acts that you mean to acknowledge the
megro's right of franchise and protect him
in the exercise of it, whether he votes for
you orpot. Untl you do this yon cannot
expect him to vote with your party. The
Democratic party has been bhis life-long
enemy. It must do something for him that
is friendly beforeit can expect his support.
One thing more we would, commend to
Mr. Hendricks. Let him caution his
Bouthern fullowers against pursuing their
course of brignndage against Republicins.
The latter are ot a docile and long-suffer.
ing .pature. They abhor violence and

For the honor of our own race we had
ratker see it fight & foeman worthy of its
steel in open warfare than to see it debase
itself into organized Lrigandage for the op-
preesion of 8 weaker and more ignorant
race. We desire to warn Mr, Hendricks
and soch as he in time, that when the
period of the torch, the sssassin’s knife,
the slave-dnver's and. the bandit's tortare
comes with  double-fuced view; when
the reports change sides and show the ne-
grocs 1o be the sggressors and the whites
to be the suofferers in numbers, they msy
not complsin of iguorance of the spirit
which is growing up ia the country. The
negroes, aod all Southern Republicans, are
beginning 1o feel as though they had been
on the defensive long enough. They talk
of aggreesive work on the rifle clabs in
South Carolina. They are pleading for
troops to preserve the peace and afford pro-
tection.  If they cannot have peace they
want Gatling and Bailey batteries which
fire one hundred rounds per minute. Now
suppose they should get these arms and
these troops. Mr. Hendricks, on your
head will be the blood that is shed. You
can stop it if you will. Be warned in
time. All we ask is fair play, and we
shall not ask that long. The Republicans
will help themselves to it.
