attainment of these ends governments have
been lnstituted among men, deriving their just
{xlurn from the consent of the governed.”

if reed be, vigorously enforeed, the work of
the Hn‘[!llluil’:nl) party is untinished,

3. The permanent pacification of the South-
em fcctlon of the Union, and the complete
protection of ias citizens in the free enjoyment
of all thetr rights are dutles to which the Re-
publican party stands sacredly pledged. The
power to provide for the enforcement of the
grlnclplm embodied In the recent constiiu-

onal amendments {8 In the Congress of the
United Btates, and we declare it to be the
solemn obligation of the I.egis!utlra asod Ex-
ecutive Departments of the Government to

4. In the firet act of Con
President Grant, the Natonal Government as-
sumed to remove any doubts of lts purpose to
discharge its just obligation to public creditors,
and solemnly pledged fts faith to make provi-
sion, at the earllest practicable mumenl, for
the redemption of United States notes in coin,
Commercial prosperity, public morals sl the
nstional eredit demand that this promise be
fultiiled by a conilouous and steady progress
to specie paymert.

5. Under the Constitution the Presidentand
beads of departments are to make nomina-
tions for oftice, the Senate Is to advise spd
consent to the appolutments, and the Houss
ol Representatives is (o accuse and prosecute
falthless officers. The best interests of the
public service demand that these distinctlons
be respected, and that Senators and Kepresen)
tutives, who may be judres and accusers,
should not dictate appointmeuts to office. The
fuvariable rule for sppolntments should have
reference 10 the honesty, fildelity and capacity
of the appoiotees, preferring friends of the
party in power for places where harmony and
vigor of admivistration require Its policy to be
mrpresented, but permitting all others to be
filled by persons selected with sole reference
to the clliciency of the public service and the
right of all cifizens to &hare In the hooor of
rendering faithiul service to thelr country.

8. The revenue necessary for the current ex-
penditares and the obligation of the public
debt must be largely derived from duties on
importations, which, o far as possible, should

9. We reaffirm our fon to further
grants of the public lands to corporstions and
monopolies, and demand that the national do-
main be devoted o free homes for the ple.

10. I'r. is the imperative duty of the Govern-
ment to modify existing treaties with European
Governments, that the same protection shall
be afforded to the sdopted American cltizen
that is gim to the native born, and that sll
necessary laws should be passed to protect
Immigrants In the absence of power in the
Btates for that purpose.

11. It fs the immediate duty of Co to
investigate the effect of the immigration and
1m wortation of Mongolians upon the moral

material interests of the country,

l‘.i. The Repubilcan party recoguizes with s
proval the substantial advances recently m.ut
toward the establishment of equal rights for
women, by the many Important amendments
effected h{ Republican Legislstures in the
laws which concern the personal and property
relations of wives, mothers and widows, and
by the appointment of women to the mrrrfn-
tendence of education, charities xnd other hub.
lie trusts. The honest demanda of this class
of citizens for additional rights and vileges
and immunities should be treated with respect-
ful consideration.

14. The pledges which the nation has
to our soldlers and saflors must be ful liad.
The prateful people will always hold those
who periled thelr lives for the country’'s pres-
ervation in the kindest remembrance,

15. We slncerely deprecate all sectiomal
fecling and tendencles.  We thersfore note
with deep solicitude that the Democratic
party counts as Its chiel hope of success on
the electoral vote of s united Bouth, secured
