o the Commerecial, dated August 14, 1576, as
foliowe:

“When a man becomes a property-holder in
ove of the cotlon States he flnds no alternative
but white rule or neégro rule, There s no
Lalf-way ground. Under white rule the Stats
does best. There is absolutely vo gquestion of
this. There Is less rioting, consequently less
lawlessnees; less taxation, less Inefficiency in
office, and the interests of the property-holders
better secured. Therefore, Northern and Eu-
ropean emigraots to the cotton States are al-
most fnvarfably found on the white side,
sooner or later, the exceptions mainly belng
thosuv who are politicians.

“In this comnection I bsve in mind two
Northern men of lnfluence and wealth in Mis-
slesippi, ‘both Republicans, who dceliberately
voled with the whites at the late ‘outrage’
election that so much fuss is made about, tell-
ing me at the time why they did so, namely:
that they found negro rule destructive of every
interest, and that the only rond to permanent
peace and prosperity was through white sa-
premacy. Therefore, they voted the stralght
Democratic ticket.  And if their testimony was
taken as Lo what to do with Misslssipp! T have
po doubt they would all say, ‘For the Lord’s
sake, lot her nlone !”

RUMORS UNCONFINMED.

Loxnox, fept. 7.—There were a number of
disturbipg rumors from Berlin yesterday, but
they were pot confirmed from any other
source, and, it Is believed, had a stock-jobbing
origin.

The opinion reported from Berlin to the
Standard, that the outbreak of a Rassian.
Turkish war was unavoldable, is pot enter-
tained at the other capitals; on the contrary,
there seems to be growing confidence that the

GENERAL PEACE OF EUROPE
will be maintained, however difficult may be
the scttlement of details between the Turks
and the insurgenis.

The P'orte’s refussl to grant an armistice Is
alro upconfirmed, but it ls thought not un-
lkely; suvd it is belleved the result of such re-
fusal wonld be an immediate resort to formn-
lation of terms of peace between Servia and
Moutenegro and Turkey, leaving the question
of the incurrected provinces for subsequent
seltlement.

Capt. Hendricks, with a squad of thirte af
the eity police, finally succeeded by nt
efforts in dispersing the rioters, but not antil
a loog list of bloody casualties had occarred,
some of them eserlous and perhaps fi in
character. All accounts the pice
under the intrepid chiefl did their duty With
determined gallantry, but they were alto-
getler too few to deal with the mob as

romptly and effectively as the case required.

The
coldred Democratic mecting was held at ©#i-
bernian ball, under the protection of sbout gne
thousand armed whites.

“No attempt at disturbance was made, the
colored velers confluing thelr demonstrations
to roaming the streets In turbulent ecrowils,
firing pistols and muskets.

— BANK EOBBERY.
Murdercus Assault by an Armed Gang.

Br. Paur, Mixx., Sept., 7—A Northfield
(Miun.) spectal says: About 2 o'clock this
aflerncon eight men, well mounted, entered
the town and proceeded to the back., Three
entered it, sprang over the counter and or-
dered Casbier J. L. Haywood, with a knife to
bis throat, to open the vault; at the same time
a1l the perzons in the bank (A. E. Buoker,
aesistant cashier, and Frank Wilcox, clerk,)
were ordered to bold up their bands. Mr.
Haywoed refused toobey orders to open the
money vault.

His neck bad been slightly scratched wi
the kuife, sbd still persisting the robbers put
the muzzle of a pistol to his right temple and
fired. Haywood fell dead. They then turned
to Mr. Buoker snd ordered bim to open the
vault. He sald he did pot know the combina-
tion. As ihe robbers made demonstrations
toward him he run out the back door. They
fired at him, shooting him through the
shoulder. Mr. Wilcox was not Interfered with.
While this was travspiriog witin the people
of the city without were dolng ol work.

Two of the robbers were killed ouiright and
ope wounded. The man was taken away by
his confederates. The robbers did not get into
the vault,nor did they dod the cuh!cr’ns:nrer,
excepl the pickel drawer, and & handful of
nickels taken from it was thrown to the floor.
The robbers were well mounted and armed
with navy revolvers. Wkhen the robbers en-
tered the own they drew revolvers, amd, pat-
ting thelr horses ntom full gallop, dashed
through the sireets lhouung{‘m the peaple on
the walkv to get inslde. While three men
were eugaged In the bauk others stood on the
etreet threatening Lo shoot any one, and fring
several harmless shots, Pistols and guns
were quickly secured by the citizens, and o
young man named Wheeler, from a window In
the opposite Luilding, pleked off one of the
villains, shooting bim through the heart, and
be shot and prostrated another, when the
robbers mounted their horses and beat & re-
treat. !

A thinl robber was hit, but escaped, A
band of ffty citizens was org y R
headed by Wheeler, startqd In pursuic. At
the last accounts the robbers were ouly
twenty-five minutes ahead of the pursuers,
and are almost sure to be overtaken. There
are all sorts of rumors as to the robbers, many
belleving them to be some of a gang hereto-
fore opersting In Missouri and Kansas.

The Massacre at Nins Kona Fou.

DUBLIN AND OAMBRIDGE FOURS

RACE BETWEEN THEM SPOILED

ROWING BY ANALOSTAN CREWS

LIVELY BSCENES ON THE RIVER

The great event of the visit of the Dablin
University sud First Trinity crews to this city
came off yesterday, aod Washingtonians have
had a chance to sce the boys on the water. The
day was bad, apd there were other clreom-
stances which spoiled the race between the
Irish and Englieh oarsmen. Although in the
afternoon the ekies were clouded,and an Irreso-
lute storm seemed to be hanging over the city
and river, great crowds wended thelr way to
the river through Lhe thoroughfares leading to
the Apalostan boat-house. Foggy Bottom,
nestilng between hee sevon hills, that wereleft
by the Board of Public Works, was alive with
passing crowds and gay equipages. Thousands
of people found positions on the river bank
aloog the whole course.

A man who had s good position ou a coal
whart or elevator was envied by a bundred
lste comers; o buikhesd or projection that
could be streddled was a cove spot, and in-
genuity would be stretched to get him to leave
his place. The rocks slong the shore were
well patronized, and during the afternocon
members of families wonld take turns sitting
on a ¢harp-edged rock and holding the baby.

THE HIVER.

A fleet of small craft filled the river, and
they were s0 numerous that they seriously in.
terfered with the racing. Tuvs, yachts, sail-
boats, ¢kiffs, +hells, barges, puats aod nearly
every sort of small vessels that would float
were pressed into service, and helped to block
up the channel. The Analostan boat-house
whs the central polnt, and the boats darted
back und forth In front of the bouse In endless
confusion. Youog men with po unnecessary
clothing propelled themselves swiftly along
in elender shells, and made slower and clam-
efer boats seramble out of thelr course, and
many litle femicioe chrieks were heard
when a collision was iriminent, and after all
the dapger was over the feminine whko shrieked
would swear that she would never gel into &
boat agaln as long asshe lived. Iu some boats
Httle menrowed big women. The large woman
always sat in the stern of the boat, end raised
its nose high and dry out of the water, andthe
little men would put & great deal of enerzy
Into the cars and make a good deal of splash.

The lsrge woman
in the stern would tel] the little man to please
row & little faster, and the little man wonld
tug and beat the water with his cars, and pull
as if life was at stake, but it seemed as I the
objective point pever would be reached.

There was much enthusiasm in all quarters,
and the appesrance of a sliell, or anything that
looked like a racing boat, was greeted with
cheers. The day was bad for rowing. A stilf
breeze blew up the river, and the water was
rouch and choppy. The people on the shore
bardly knew that the race between the Eng-
lish and Irish crews had come off uotil after
they came back to the boat-house,

Tuis was due to the fact that it was not
generally known that the start was to be made
at a poiot down the river, and the fialsh near
the boat-house. Then the crews did not row
over the whole course, but stopped rowing be-
low the boat-house xnd landed, so that many
did not bave an opportunily of seeing the visi-
tors row, and the last part of the race, just
before the finish, when the interest is greatest,
was pot rowed at all.

The sccond race, between the Anslostan
crews, was well rowed and contested, and a
grest portion of the spectators on shore mis-
took the crews for the Dublin and Cambridge
crews.

THE CREWS.

About 5 o'clock the Dublin and Cambridge
men appeared on the landing at the boat-
bouse, and they were surveged by hundreds of
pairs of eyes. The crews put off In the shells
btlunﬁlug to the Analostan ciub—the Dubiln
crew having the “Nameless,” and the Cam-
bridge men the “Philadelphia.” There were
changes in the crews, which made some differ-
ence In the rowing. Mr. W, B. Close, the
captain of the Cambridge four, who was sick
fn Philadelpbia, was not able to row, and Mr.
George A. E. Hickson, of the Dublin ecrew,
was transferred to the Cambridge boat, and
Mr. Wm. M. Barriogton, who saccompanied
the Dublin crew ss substitute, was placed in
the boat to complete the Dublin erew.

The poffing and
whistling of tugs and the cheering of the
erowds down tbe river announces Lbat the
start has been made, and the crowds up the
river straln thelr eyes to cateh the first sight
of the crews a= they round the bend. When
they come in sight & wild uproar runs all along
the shore, hats are swung and handkerchiefs
waved, and cheers and shouts of encourage-
ment for Lhe crew that is ahead are sent up.
T'he fours round the bend, followed by a string
of smokivpg tugs, which make the uproar
greater by their shrill whistiing. The boats in
the charpel put for the shore as fast as oars
cun take them, and in an instant the raceis
over, and nothing is left in the channel but the
wake of the polsy tugs.
