A dispatch from Berlin to the Pall Mall
Gazette says: ““The great Powers are still
 endeavoring to induce the Porte to re-
“‘consider its resolution, vcrbnny expressed,
refusing an ermistice.” The Porte’s
wnitcn reply is expected shortly. The
telegram further states that “the Porte
“segrnestly desires peace, and daclnimuny
sfintention 10 make exorbitant demands.”
In the meantime Europe looks on, while
the Turkish, Arab and Circassisn hordes in
the srmies of the Bultan are repesting daily
jn. Bervia the harrible atrocities which
marked the course of their march through
Bilgsria. The civilized world is appalled
st the frightful stories which come from the

East of rapes and murders; of wounded
Bervians tied to trees and roasted alive; of
young girls denuded, debanched and after-
wards flayed, and of village upon village
sacked and then covsigned to the torch.
‘Within a redius of fifty miles around Alexi-
nstz weare told of no less than forty-eight
villages having been burned to the ground,
their unfortunate inhabitants in almost
every instance sharing s similar fste to
that of the wretched people of Bulgaria.
The hesrt sickens in reciting the details of
these flendish crimes visited by the Turks
upon & Christian community, and westand
sghast in contemplating such borrors when
we are reminded that we are not living in
the sixteenth century—an age of compara-
tive darkness, when the sceptre of the
Osmauli terrorized over Eistern Euarope,
bt in the nineteenth, an era of Christian
civilization, of lhiberal ideas and unprece-
dented moran! and materisl progress, when
the power of the cross and not the crescent
is supposed 10 be paramount. Considering
this, it is with amszement, then, that
we, the mext greatest Eoglish.speaking
race on the globe, look upon the present ap-
parently indifferent and timid and insctive
altitude of Christian Europe toward a mids:
ersble, degraded, poverty.-strickeh and
gffete Mohammedan despotism that is
shocking civilized humsnity throughout
Christendem in its conduct of a most bar-
barous war. Had it mot have been for
Christian England in its blind maintenance
of what it absurdly considersd the pres-
ervation of what is known in Europe in
diplomacy as ‘the balance of power,'’

Nearly the whole Southern Demoeratic
