The cominission appointed by the two Honses
of Congrees to frame a form of government
for the District of Columbla met at the Ar-
lington hotel yestenday at 8 p. m. There wero
present Benators Spencer and Whyte, and
Mesers. Hunton, Clywer and Heudee, of the
House, Senator Windom not having sreived.

The cowmission organized by the selection
of Mr. Spencer, who 15 chalrman of the Sroate
Committee on the District of Columbls, as
chairmsn of the commission, smd Mr. Thomas
C. Cox was appointed secretary.

& sub-committee to obtain facts apd statistics
in relation totho subject-matter reforred to the
comml

The committce, after an hour’s session, ad-
journed to meet on the 10th of November at
the room of the House Committee on the Dis.

rict of Columbis.

The eelection of Mr. Cox as secretary is
e has bad a long experi-
evce in the State Department, whero he was
bigkly sppreciated by the late  Socrotary
Seward, who appoloted him to take charge of
the Fmbasey from Tuuls, and from whom he
recelved su clegant diamond studded wateh, 1s
an ackunwicdgment of his courtesy snd kind-
pess.  He was also appolnted secretary to the
British and American Mixed Commission,
which was secord only to the “High Joints™
in lmportance, and won high commendation.
