The third day of the trial of General 0. E.
Babcock and Thomas P. Sommervillc, charged
with conspiracy in the safe burglary of April,
1ST4, took place in the Criminal Court before
Judge JIacArthur yesterday.

The audience was as large as the preced-
ing days and the same interest manifested in
the proceedings. More, perhaps, because
Judge Fullcrton, for the defense, was to com-

mence operations on their part by cross exam-

ining Mr. II. C. Whitley, who gave his testi-

mony in chief the day before. The Judge's
ability as across examiner and thorough hand-

ling oi a witness had preceded him. and the
legal profession especially was largely repre-

sented to see him handle Mr. Whitley and sift
the evidence he had given. The counsel for
both sides and the accused were in court at
the appointed time, and his Honor came in
at 10 10 o'clock, when the court was immedi-

ately orencd.

miUM C. WHITLEY W AS RECALLED,
and Judje Fullertou, opening the

obtained the following testimony:
Received bin appointment as chief of the

detective service from Mr. Boutwcll, Secretary
of the Treasury, and Mr. Banfield, solicitor.
This was in 1S69. Held the ofllce until the fall
of 1S74. Did recollect coming in contact with
General Bibcock prior to March, 1S74; was
called u,ion to detect a forgery on his (General
Babcock t) name, lor the purpose of raising
money. Did detect the mm, and General Bib-
cock was very much pleased and commended
witness fcr his efficiency. Came from FIorJa
in March, 174, went there in the winter of 1S74
lor witness health. Was at Jacksonville moat
of the time. Came North the 11th or March,
1 S74, came here on the strength of Mr. 's

telegram and letter. The substance of
them Was in reference to witness' individual
business, and came on only for that purpose.
There was an effort to displace witness in his
position, and Mr. Banfield recommended him
to come and look after it. VUited him on the
11th of March in relation to that business; had
a friend" j talk vvlth him. Either that day or
the next witness saw General Babcock, and he
spoke of the testimony that Demalnc was giv-

ing before the investigating committee; that
Dcmainc accused him of false measurements.
The General said that he would like some
assistance from witness, as these people were

against him. Witness offered to do all that
he could. The interview was short. If it
turned out that Demaine had made no charge,
and was not before the committee at all, wit-
ness would say that the conversation with
Gen. BabcocL took place at some time.
From that Interview witness ncnt to New
York. Thought that he left immediately.
Returned on the morningof the 15th of March,
Sunday. Had stated all the facts of the inter-
view with Gen. Babcock as near as he could
remember, prior to that time. Mr. Banfield
telegraphed lor him to come, and he obeyed.
Thought thctelegram said that Gen. B. wanted
to see him. Found out afterwards that Gen.
B. meant Babcock. Was with Mr. Banfield
only a try short time. Official business might
have been the subject of con creation with
them at that time. Went from there to Gen.
Babcock's house, Mr. Banfield gh ing witness
a card with Gen. Babcock's directions on it.
Bid not think that was the time that Mr. Ban-hel- d

suggested v Itness should see Gen. Bab-
cock about his removal. When witness saw
him on the 15th he talked about his removal.
Gen. Babcock said that witness had been a
good oflicer, and he would do what he could
to keep him in o:!Ice. He then spoke of the
investigation and said that he might trust wit-
ness to assist him.

Witness resuming . It might be that wit-

Harrington said the memorialists would em-

ploy any one to get the books out of the safe;
the safe belonged to him and it might be
blowed to hell; that was the first witness
heard of the plan; it had never been suggested
by any human being previous to that time;
liairington said that there was no danger,
witness said that he would send the men over
to get in with the memorialists, and afterward
the safe was to be blown open; witness knew
enough to say nothing about it to any one;
Harrington cautioned him to keep the secret;
never mentioned the matter to Gen. Babcock
or anything to him at any time in connection
with that business; went back to New York
on the 20th; witness sent Nettleshlp over with
instructions to do what was to be done, and
told him what Harrington wanted done; think
it was understood that a man named Zerruth
was to come and do the work; came to the
city again on the Sth of April; saw Gen. Bab-
cock on that occasion; did not know whether
he saw Harrington or not; should judge that
he did; was in the habit of seeing Gent Bab-
cock when coming to the dty; had no particu-
lar object for seelnghlm; asked the General how
things were going on in regard to the investi-
gation that was being made; Gen. Babcock
said that

IT WASMOVINO AIL UIOHT,
and Harrington kept him posted. There were
tv o or three persons present, and no effort was
made to conceal the conversation. Gen. Bab-
cock spoke out openly; did not say anything
about the safe burglary. The secret was only
known to witness, Harrington and Nettlcship.
The safe vv as blown open on the 33d, and wit-
ness was in Boston; saw Harrlnc on the 27th
at his home; thought that witness saw Gen.
Babcock at his office the next day; could not
remember the substance of that conversation;
but recollected that Gen. Babcock said that it
was bad management on the part of Harring-
ton, and thought that witness was smarter.
Witness asked him if be bad heard of the
affair at Harrington's office, and that they
were accusing witness of being mixed up in it;
thought Gen. Babcock said that he thought
them too smart to be caught that way. Goo.
Babcock was not then accused of being en-

gaged in it, and nothing was said about hav-
ing any knowledge of the matter one way or
another. Wit-e- ss saw Gen. Babcock next at
the Fifth-avenu- e hotel. The investigation was
then going on; thought he went to see him in
response to a telegram or note; sent his cr.rd
up stairs, and, starting up, met Gen. Babcock
at the head of the stairs.
THE CONVERSATION LASTED ABOUT ONE

MINUTE,
and was !u regard to the Investigation of wit-
ness and his office. Told General Bibcock
that they were trying to break the secret ser-
vice down by investigation; told him that the
administration of the office had been honest
and correct. General Babcock said: "Stand
by your guns, and I will protect your rear."
Nothing vv as said about the safe burglary; sup- -

Siscd he knew all about it, for he thought that
kept him posted. That was wit-

ness' principal reason for thinking that Gen-
eral Babcock knew of it. He sent witness to
Harrington before the burglary took place, and
thought that was reason enough, lie would
not have sent men here at Harrington's re-

quest, but supposed that General Babcock
wanted it done. There was considerable talk
at the Filth-avenu- e hotel about Bluford Wil-
son; said that he was witness' enemy and was
pressing him; the General said that he was not.
The next interview was with Harrington, at
the Metropolitan hotel in New York. Sommer-vfll- e

was not there. Witness told Harrimrton
that he had got them all in a scrape. Har-
rington said that was all right he was D.&-tri-ct

Attorney; was boss of the situation, and
would protect them. Told Harringtou that
Sommerville wanted money, as his fee for ser-
vices, and received 3500, which witness after-
wards paid bin'. That sum was due Sommer-
ville for defending Benton. Witness told him
to go ahead and that he would be paid. He
said that be would not go on unless he was
paid, and Benton might remain in jail. Wit-ce-

did not think it right that
BENTON SHOULD REMAIN IN JAIL.

Sommerville was a lawyer, and bad an office
in Chambers street. He came to witness and
said that Miles and Benton nad gone to Wash-
ington, and he did not want them to get into
a scrape. Witness said that they were going
there for the District Attorney. Did not be-

lieve that Sommerville knew anything about
the burglary before it wis committed.
The meeting of witness and Harrington at
General Bibcock's house occurred on the first
vlEit to this city. Went to General Babcock's
because witness did not then know where Har-
rington lived. General Babcock was on his
back stoop and sent for him. Harrington came
in his shirt sleeves, and General Babcock was
not present at the conversation. Told Har-
rington that witness wanted money, and he put
his hand in his pants pocket and gave witness
a roll of bills. Told Harrington that the
money was for Sommerville, and that he would
not come on and try to get Benton out of jail
unless he got It. Paid the money to Sommer-
ville. Saw General Babcock at Long Branch,
and wanted to get a place for Cunz, and said
that he was a cood officer, and was thrown out
of his employment wrongfully. He did not
know anything of the safe burglary, and had
nothing to do with it. Witness asked General
Babcock if he could not get

A COMMISSION TO GO OCT WEST.
Witness always said that he was being perse-
cuted about the safe burglary. Gen. Babcock
said that be would see the Secretary of the
Treasury anl get him a commission to go to
Europe with Government bonds. There was
no suggestion to run away, but witness thousht
that would be a good time to get off. Witness
said that he was going to Southern Colorado.
Gen. Babcock replied that that would be a
good place, and if anything happened he could
slide off. Would not swear but that he said
w itness might slide back. Had not suggested
to Gen. Babcock that witness wished to avoid
trial and evade justice. Witness remained In
Colorado until this spring, and then slid back
here. Received a letter from Gen. Babcock
and gave it to the investigating committee, in
response to a request from them. It was in
reply to one witness wrote to Gen. Babcock.
Was in Boston when it was received. Told
the committee that the letter conveyed to wit-
ness' mind that he would be protected. Did
not say It was a suspicious letter anl con-
nected Babcock with the safe burglary. The
investigation was known as the Proctor Knott
committee. Saw him previous to giving testi-
mony, and told Proctor Knott that he would
tell all he knew if given immunity from pun-
ishment. Received the letter from the Attor-
ney General on that condition. Witness knew
that Proctor Knott held the paper while wit-
ness was testifying before the committee.
There was a conversation about the more

parties. Proctor Knott said that he
wanted to get at the facts. Told him that
n itness thought Gen. Babcock was one of the

ton. In reply, I am happy to say the matter
was attended to csterday, and probably before
this reaches j ou the men and you will have
been paid.

Had a conversation with General Babcock

about protection, and witness thought he was
lielng persecuted. That letter made witness
think that General Babcock would back up
what he promised and protect him.

"Mr Deak Col. I learn you are now in

"Up to the present time I have been unable
to obtain my pay for the month of August; for
what cause, except it be on account of the
malice entertained toward me by Mr. Wilson, I
am at a loss to understand. I believe if you
were to lay the matter before Secretary Bri-
stol he would order me to be paid, for he did
not appear to feel unkindly toward me when
I but saw him. As to the course which has
been pursued toward the members of the secret
service force, I have little to say at present, as
the day of reckoning has not yet come, but the
reward of my ten and a half vears of faithful
service rendered the Government seemingly
has come, and that has all been accomplished
by the simple ipw dij-i- t of one man, unsup-
ported by evidence in every sense of the word,
relying chiefly upon the counsel of ffm.

He testified that he was not In Washington

when Michael Hayes came back to testify.
Witness was here soon after. Made an affi-

davit against him after the trial for perjury1.
He was arrested and held to ball. Never
heard of his having a trial. Did not kfOw that
hewss discharged summarily by the judge.
Was told this spring, in the Attorney General's
office, that Harrington had made a confession",
but it was not accepted, and witness thought
it time for him to make one. Had a talk with
the Attorney General at his ofllce jseveral
times. Told him that the safe burglary had
been called up again and might result In pros-
ecution. Witness spoke to Secretary Bristow
and thought bo would see the Attorney Gen-
eral. Witness was willing to tell the facts In
the case If he was let out. Attorney General
said witness could tell the District Attorney to
come to his house at a certain time. Witness
saw Judge PIcrrepont again, put a hyperthetl-ca- l

case, and he said that he would attend to
it seethe President and Secretary Bristow.
Witness saw him the next day, and said If the
Judiciary Committee wanted a letter he would
give it to them. Saw the Attorney General
again and he said that Harrington was trying
to make a statement implicating the same
parties, and witness had best take care of him-
self.

IN SUPPOSING a case
witness thought he named General Babcock,
and cave them to understand that he sent him
to Harrington. The Attorney General told
witness that he could not receive immunity
unless his statement implicated others. Of
course that meant Harrington and General
Babcock. The Attorney General understood,
from what witness said, that it would Incul-
pate some one else. Told the story to the
committee before the paper was delivered.

Affidavit for the arrest of Hayes for perjury
shown and identified by witness as the one
to which he made oath.

Witness was satisfied that he was not in the
New York office at the time he had testified.
If he had said the 7th of April witness would
not have contradicted it. Did not tear out
three letters from his book on that day. Knew
Wm. P. Wood; bad a conversation with him
last spring about this matter. Did not tell him
that they were trying to put witness In a hole,
and nothing was left for him but to put it on
Babcock. Had a conversation with Sommer-
ville in New York, and told him the circum-
stance under which Immunity was obtained.
Did not not tell him that witness had a tele-
gram atd could so use it as to put Babcock in.
Had met Munson, oi Chicago; did not tell blm
that witness had men on the watch here and
found that they were trying to lay him out,
and the only thing for witness to do was

TO PUT IT ON BABCOCE.
Did say that he had immunitv, and would not
have opened his mouth without it. Did not
tell Major Stcuart he Intended to put it on
Babcock.

This concluded the
Judge Fullcrton here offered the testimony

of H.C.Whitley before the joint investigat-
ing committee iu evidence, and it was re-
ceived.

Witness had no opportunity to
correct his testimony after giving it before the
committee. Major Steuart was a man that
appeared at the St. James hotel, and tried to
pump witness. The Attorney General said
that he would grant witness Immunity if he
would go before the committee and tell the
facts. Gen. Babcock spoke of the New York
.Sun abusing him In certain articles. Did not
know whether Demaine's name was connected
with them or not. Up to the consummation
of the burglary the matter was talked over
privately between witness and Nettleshlp.

Mr. C. E. Banfield sworn: Ijn the early part
of lb74 witness was Solicitor of the Treasury
Department. The secret service division was
under the direction of witness' office, and was
under Col. H. C. Whitley. He was in Florida
early in March, and his return was hastened
by communications from witness in regard to
his removal. A short time before Whitley's
return Gen. Babcock Inquired for him. Wit-
ness said that he was In Florida. General
Babcock said that

HE WOULD LIKE TO SEE HIM,
and wanted to know w hen he would be back,
and said seud Whitley to him when he did get
back; Whitley came back In about a week or
ten days and told him that Gen. Babcock
w anted him to call and see him; did not state
tbe business; thought that Whitley went to
New York almost immediately after the inter-vie-

subsequeutly Gen. Babcock called at
witness' office and asked that he send for
Whitley and tell blm to come to his house and
breakfast with him and Harringtou the next
morning; 'Whitley came on the neit day, and
witness sent him to Gen. Babcock's house;
saw him the same afternoon at the Metropolitan
hotel; went with them to the club house, to
show Whitley the place: went In with him,
and shortly afterwards Harrington came In;
witness went to the back of tbe room and left
them together; the Interview lasted half an
hour; did not know who left first; Whitley
came away with witness.

Enstian Becruits for Servia.

London, Sept. 23. The Timet' Berlin tele-

gram says the Porte is ready to accord a pro-

longed armistice provided Russia suspends the
dispatch of officers and soldiers to Belgrade.
There are already 15,030 Russians In Servia.

THE AKUT VIRTUALLY RUSSIAN.

London, Sept. 22. The Vienna correspon-
dent of the Timet says the wish of the Turks
that the Influx of Russians .should cease during
the period of the armistice Is reasonable. The
Servian army has become to all Intents a Rus-
sian one. This element feels Itself master of
the situation.

If tbe Influx be not stopped the Powers will
prepare their treaty of peace for the waste
basket. It Is sot feasible to make the conclu-
sion of an armistice dependent upon any pledge
Russia might take. It must be done in-

directly. An armistice is
CONFIDENTLY EXPECTED,

and there Is an agreement between the Powers
about the basis of pacification. This is the
basis proposed by England. These proposals
have not been communicated to the Porte, but
as the result of several private conferences the
Porte has considerably reduced its demands.
Thus regarding the question of Prince Milan's
doing homage, some act should be performed,
the ceremony to bo settled later.

SPAIH.

Summary of the Situation.
London. Sept. 21. Renter's Telegram

Company have received the following sum-

mary of the situation in Spain: "Strenuous
efforts are being made to ouit Senor Canovas
del Castillo, the Prime Minister. Three courts
exist at present, namely: King Alfonso's,

Christiana, the latter supported by the
remaining partisans of Marshal Espartcro,
and Isabella's court at Santander.
The latter is actively intriguing. She is prin-

cipally influenced by the clergy, but In a lesser
degree by Senor Sagosta, Marshal Serrano and
General Novaliches. It Is believed these latter
would not hesitate to adhere to the policy of
religious intolerance in order to secure the
alliance of tbe Isabelllst party.

Isabella has distributed portraits of herself
and children to all the generals. At present
the object of both Christina's and Isabella's
Intrigues Is to secure the restitution of their
property by the Spanish Treasury. They
claim respectively 40,000,000 and UO.OOO.OOO
pezatos.

Senor Canovas del Castillo positively refuses
these demands.

A member of the party now in power re-

cently expressed the opinion that the object of
the toleration clause In the constitution was
merely to give satisfaction abroad. But the
Government would not allow any
creed to attempt to establish itself in Spain.

In this connection a Madrid telegram
states that the Government has approved the
conduct of the prefect of Valladolld, who for-
bade the sale of Protestant Bibles in the
streets of that place.

CoL Segar on the Stump at Norfolk An Enthu-
siastic Reception.

Nortoik, Va., Sept. 19, 1ST8.
To the Editor of the National Republican:

Sir: Last night I witnessed here one of the
most numerous and orderly popular assem-

blages I have ever seen. I think the assem-
blage numbered at least twenty-fiv- e hundred.
The meeting had been purposely gotten up,
after several days' effort, as a grand Republi-
can rally, at which was expected our Congres-
sional standard-beare- r, Hon. Joseph Segar.who
had gone to Southampton to meet Hon. John
Goode, and who had been notified once upon a
time by his carpet-ba- g friend, Col. Beard, that
the returns were coming In badly, and that he
must send word through the several counties
to his special henchmen to have the returns of
the election officers kept back until the officers
of election In Mr. Goode's interest could hare
time to fix up the returns to suit.

At 8 o'clock Mr. Segar arrived on his way
from Southampton, and was greeted with en-

thusiastic cheers by the crowd before him.
Mr. S. at once alluded, somewhat In detail, to
the assault Mr. Goode had made at South-
ampton upon his eligibility as a member of
Congress, and argued that though the case of
Bailey, from Massachusetts, referred to by
Mr. Goode, seemed In contravention of his
eligibility, he (Mr. Segar) had his name on
the registration lists of his county, Elizabeth
City, which, on the State Rights principles

In the eye's of his opponent, settled the
question both of residence and inhabitancy.
How was a man's right to vote determined in
Virginia now but by the registration lists ?

When he appeared at the place of voting, the
appearance of his name on the registration
list gave him indisputable right to vote, be-

cause it was, by legislative enactment, evi-
dence both of residence and Inhabitancy in the
county to which the registration list applied.
That was matter of Virginia legislative and
Virginia constitutional enactments, and, as
such, was entitled to his sincercst respect as a
State Rights man and a man of common sense.
When Virginia', by her constitution and her
legislative exposition, had determined what
constituted residence and habltancy as ele-
ments of representation, what right had any
other earthly power to dispute her decision ou
this, a purely local question

Mr. Segar said he had gone to Washington
to attend to certain matters of claims he had
before Congress and the Executive Depart-
ments, with no intention of permanent resi-
dence, ammo revertendi. But why were gen-
tlemen so inquisitive about his residence and
inhabitancy ! They had found out that he had
had an office on some street In Washington
city; that his house was 704 C street south-
west, and that his wife, daughter and sister
had taken letters of dismissal from their
church in Hampton to obtain membership in
a Washington church an inquisitorial mean-
ness which would be disgusting to all men
and women of delicacy and good breeding.
No Inquiry seems to have been Instituted
whether Mr. Goode's opponent ever voted in
Washington city or did any act Indicating per-
manent domicile there. That would not suit,
because It might eventuate In establishing
only an Intention of temporary abode for lim-
ited, temporary objects. It looked as If they
were scared.

Mr. Segar said he should proceed at once to
investigate the question, and if he was satis-
fied that he had no eligibility for a seat In
Congress he would submit it to bis political
friends whether he would withdraw from the
canvass. But be said he had recovered some-
what from the scare put upon him by the citing
of the Bailey case, and "Richard was himself
again," and he would not be so easily fright-
ened hereafter out of his propriety. Every
body knew, except those who had interests or
wishes to the contrary, that he had left his
county for temporary objects, and with no
purpose of permanent domicile else where. It
was a matter of such universal notoriety that
no candid man could dispute it.

Mr. Segar then entered upon a powerful
argument to show that colored suffrage in the
South had ceased to exist. Counties, he said,
that three years ago had a Republican rots of
three and four thousands had dwindled down
to somefour or fire or six hundred, a change
which, in the ordinary course 0T human opinion,
could never have taken place but on the theory
of actual force or Intimidation or other Improper
and controlling Influences. Certain it was
that by some extraordinary Impulse nearly the
entire colored vote of the South had been
driven from the polls.

Mr. Wilson, Mr. Rue and several other gen-
tlemen addressed the meeting, after which it
adjourned with an enthusiasm which fore-
bodes an Immense msjority for the whole
Republican ticket. L. W. W.

ITew York Celebrates the Day

SPEECH BY GOVERNOR TILDEN

DISPLAY BY THE HEW Y0BK POLICE

ONLY TWO MORE HALF-RAT- E DATS

Largest Attendance of Any Say So Ear.
Philadelphia, Sept. 21. The attendance
y exceeds that of any previous day in the

history of the Exhibition, over one hundred
thousand admissions having been reported up
to 1 o'cloek. President Grant Is present, and
at noon lunched at the British headquarters.
A delegation of the New York city police
force, numbering 503, with Grafula's band,
paraded In the grounds early in the morning,
and have been followed at Intervals by delega-
tions from various parts of New York State,
and at 1 o'clock

GOVERNOR TILDEN,
of New York, accompanied by
BIgler.of the Centennial finance board, arrived
at the New York State building, where a public
reception Is now in progress. The members
of the United States Centennial commission
were presented by President Hawley In the
Governor's room, after which the public were
admitted. An Immense multitude have con-

gregated in tbe vicinity of the building.
FOREST CONGRESS EXERCISES.

rniLADELrniA, Sept., 21. The Eession of
the Forest Congress, held under the auspices
of the American Forest Council, and adjourned
from Sea Grove, N. J., met at Judges' Hall on
the Centennial grounds at 2 p. m.
Hon. Alex. Whlllden, of Philadelphia, was
president, and Geo. May Powell, of New York,
secretary. Tbe audience was the largest
which has attended any similar gathering
held in the hall since the opening of the Cen-
tennial. Delegates from France, Spain, Bra-
zil and other foreign countries were present.

A paper was read by the secretary to show
how Individuals can make silva culture profit-
able as a means of interesting the mass of the
people on the subject, so as to lead them to
support scientific and Government action. Pa-
pers wete also read from Prof. B. Peckman
Mann, of Cambridge, Mass., on the destruc-
tion of forests by Insects; from General Jos.R.
Slav ton, of Tennessee, on the rapid growth of
timber In the South; and from Rev. Samuel
Wells Powell, of Massachusetts, on the neces-
sity of the General Government taking entire
charge of forest matters, as it does of tbe
postal and the signal services. Addresses were
made by J. A. Johnson, of California, on tim-
ber growth on the Pacific coast, and by Hon.
Lorin Blodgett on forests and climate culture.

New Yorkers' Say.
Philadelphia, Sept. 21. The State day of

New York, the fourth of the series of Centen-
nial celebrations by the original thirteen
States, was made memorable y by an
attendance which largely exceeded that of any
preceding day. The number of paying visitors
within the Inclosure up to 1 o'clock was re-

ported by the department of admissions at
lll,5SSLand for the entire day, exclusive of
3,233 cash admissions to the live stock exhibi-
tion, at 118.4S8. It is estimated that 20,000
excursionists from New York city arrived be-

tween 'J:55 o'clock a. m., (the time of arrival
of the first train,) and 3 o'clock p. m. A del-

egation from
NEW YORK CITT POLICE FORCE,

five hundred and nlnety-tbre- e strong, marched
through tbe grounds to the New lork State
building, where they dispersed. At 1 o'clock,
tbe hour appointed for the reception by Gov-
ernor Tllden at the New York State headquar-
ters, his Excellency arrived on tbe grounds in
a carriage. He was accompanied by

Bigler, of the Centennial finance board,
and was closely followed by some forty mem-
bers of the United States Centennial commis-
sion, headed by General Hawley and Commis-
sioner Beckwith, of New York.

The Governor immediately proceeded to the
New York building, and tbe reception began,
the callers feeing Introduced by Mr. Frank
Leslie, president of the New York Centennial
board.

AMONG THOSE PRESENT

were Col. Fred. A. Conkling, President Lewis,
of the Board of Aldermen of New York city;
Jordan L. Mott, of New York city; Felix
Campbell, of Brooklyn; Jackson S. Schultz
and A. I). Cornell, all Centennial managers
for New York Alex. P. Brown, of New York,
and Director General Goshom, officials of the
Centennial management. As the people were
admitted and received the Governor's recogni-
tion they passed out by a door and stairway In
the rear of tbe building.

After the lapse of half an hour it was found
that to receive the increasing mass of people
on the outside, who were then being admitted
through the front entrance at the rate of
twenty per minute, would require the time
allotted to the ceremony to be extended many
hours. The Governor, descending to the lower
portico, was then presented to the assemblage
by General Hawley, and spoke as follows :

THE GOVERNOR'S SPEECH.

" Ladies and Gentlemen : My rizht arm Is
not wearied with the hearty grasp of the thou-
sands who have seized it with the force of a
single shake. A voice. 'There are 40,000
here who can't get in.' But your committee
have warned me that the ceremony could not
possibly be brought within the time allotted
to them, and hare therefore instructed me to
make my acknowledgments to you en matte.

"Ladies and gentlemen, I tender to you
my cordial salutation, one and all. I have
come here to-d- to perform an official duty,
to put tbe moral power and the official author-
ity of the great State of New York by the side
01 Pennsylvania, to testify our appreciation
and our sympathy in behalf of five millions of
people. I thank you for your kind attendance,
and I thank you for your expressions of re-

spect, and tendering to you my cordial and
complete salutation, one and all, I bid you
adieu."

At this point the reception terminated, and
the Governor, accompanied b Colonel Fred.
A. Conkling and Henry Havemeyer, esq., of
the State Hoard of Centennial managers, left
the building for a short tour through the
grounds. Meanwhile the visiting New York
policemen had been marched to tbe building
for presentation to the Governor In a body,
and there gaye an exhibition of their efficiency
in battalion drill.

Upon the return of his Excellency the pa
trolmen came to a "present arms," and were
Introduced to the Governor by Superintendent
Walling. Three cheers were then given for
Gov. Tllden, to which he responded in a few
brief congratulatory remarks upon the effi-

ciency of the police department of New York
city as represented In the discipline observed
by the men before him.

Tbe Governor soon after left the building
and tbe grounds under the escort of Commis-
sioners Conkling and Havemeyer, and pro-
ceeded to the residence of the latter. It was
estimated that forty thousand persons were
assembled in the vicinity of tha New York
building during the day.

Additional Troops for South Carolina.
Governor Chamberlain, of South Carolina,

was delayed en route here, and as a conse-
quence the proposed consultation with the At-

torney General was not held yesterday. Upon
his arrival Governor Chamberlain will lay be-

fore Acting Attorney General Phillips the facts
relating to the condition of affairs in South
Carolina, and the same will be communicated
to the President, upon tho strength of which
additional Federal troops will doubtless be
stationed In that State.

Southern Bins Clubs.
The President has received a letter from

Edgefield, South Carolina, in which Is re-

counted a very serious condition of affairs in
that notoriously bad section of South Caro-
lina. The mameuvreings of the Democra'ic
rife clubs fill the most dispassionate minds
with grave uneasiness, and show too thorough-
ly a disposition to make open, undisguised war
upon the Republican element in that commu-
nity. The writer says that these clubs will
likely make an attack upon the United States
troops If the word is given by their leaders to
do so.

Secretary of the Treasury yesterday
issued tbe thirty-fourt- h call for the redemp-
tion of 0 bonds.

Bight of Government Employees to Vote.
Numerous inquiries have been made respect-

ing the status of clerks from the several States
who are employed In the several branches of
the Government, especially in this city. On
November 1, 1875, a decision was rendered by
Judge A. R. Lawrence, of New York city, an
eminent jurist, and In politics a Democrat,
which covers the whole ground. The case
was brought before the Supreme Court of that
State, on the motion by John Jay Pardee vs.
the inspectors of election, Ac, for a man-
damus directing them to place his name on
the registration list. The following is the
opinion of Judge Lawrence:

The third section of the second article of the
Constitution provides that "for tbe purpose of
rotlng no person shall be deemed to have
gained or lost a residence by reason of his
presence or absence while employed In the
service of the United States," &c.

Tbe relator Is a Government employee at
Washington, and formerly resided iu the
Eleventh election district of the Eighteenth
Assembly district.

The inspectors refused to register him on
the ground that he had not lived in the dis-
trict thirty days as required by the registry
laws.

If an elector in Government employ has not
actually relinquished bis residence his absence
In such employment, or for any other purpose,
or In any of the cases in said section speci-
fied, does not amount to a change of resi-
dence. The mandamus was granted by Judge
Lawrence on grounds set forth In the above
opinion.

AXOTDER COMEXCE OBTAIXED

TALK OF THE BIG INDIANS

BED CLOUD STICKS TO THE SQUAW HEN

The General Talk Not Favorable

SITTING BULL ENDS THE COUNCIL

ANOTHER CONFERENCE TO BE HAD

Red Cloud Aoesct, Sept. 19, via Four
Laramie, Sept. 21. The commission suc-
ceeded y in bringing Red Cloud and bis
people to the council. Among the prominent
Indians present were Red Cloud, Little
Wound, Swift Bear, Red Leaf, Black Coal,
White Tall, Sitting Bull, Pretty Crow, Eagle,
Dress, and
Quick Bear. Many officers from Camp Robin-
son attended the council, which lasted two
hours. Red Cloud made tbe first speech. He
said he and his people were willing to give up
the Black Hills country, also to have his
young men to take a journey to see the
country spoken of by the commission, the In-

dian Territory, and if they report it a good
country his people will so consider. If they
report It bad they will consider It bad.

Quick Bear said when the young men got
back from that country the Indians would
want to go to Washington with their agents,
chiefs and interpreters and have a talk with
the Great Father before giving this country
up.

Sitting Bull, an Ogalalla Sloux.said "I have
got a judgment against the agent. If he is
sure every ten days promptly it Is all right,
but ffbe don't Iwill go north."

said, "My father shook
hands with the Great Father on the Platte,
and was told that this country belonged to the
Dakotas. I was brought up in this country to
be a chief. The soldiers have no concern in
this country since I have been here and tried
to do right. I wish to tell you plainly I hava
been ashamed ever since soldiers came here
and sat down. I wtsh you, my friends, who
have brains and hearts, would tell my Great
Father what my opinion is and what I hare
said. I agree to the young men going on the
journey, but we are going to ask the Great
Father a great many things. We expect to
hare food and blankets as long as we live.
The Great Father has not lived up to his
promises in the past." American Horse said,
"Soldiers had no business there. If they wish
to arrest anybody, the country is wide; let
them go and arrest them. There are a great
many bad men In the North; let the soldiers
go and arrest them." Laughter on the part
of the Indians.

Here Red Cloud took Dr. Daniels, Major
Howard and Joseph Blsmett and set them
among the Indian chiefs, and said he wanted
them to do his business for him and go to the
Southern country with his young men, and he
also wanted F.C.Boucher, Antoine Jones,
Bill Lowland, Hank Clifford, Todd Randall,
Frank Solway and Nelse Mcran to go as inter-
preters.

Red Dog said the Indians were not willing to
sign any paper until tbe young men got back
from the Southern country and they had a
chance to talk face to face with the Great
Father.

Black Coal, chief of the Arapahoes, said his
people had an equal right with the Sioux to
the Black Hills country, and they would want
their share of money received for them.

He w as willing to go and look at the South-
ern country. Bishop Whipple replied to tho
Indians that the Great Father required them
to sign a paper binding themselves to go to the
Missouri river. If they did not go to the In-
dian Territory they would get no more rations.
He urged them to consent at once to the prop-
osition, and go to the Indian Territory upon
tbe return of the young men.

Judge Gaylord.'SoL'cilor of the Interior De-

partment, followed to the same effect, urging
prompt action on their part in order to secure
rations in tbe future. While he was talking,
Sitting Bull, to whom the President gave a
fine rifle last year, broke up the council, saying
there would be plenty more days to talk. Sup
plies were issued to tbe Indians for a feast to-

night, and it is thought another council may
be held
