So long as you tell
him he can't help it; so long as you find
excuses for him or accept them from him
every time he drinks; just so long as yoa
take him out of the lock-u- p and help cover
his disgrace; so long as you lie for him
when his debauches sicken him and call
his disease by some other name, and Just
$o long as when he dies of rum you call it

apoplexy or cerebro spinal meningitis or
other hard name for fear of disgracing his
name and family, just so long will he in-

dulge his demon-begotte- n propensity and
appetite for rum. The drinker understands
this business better than the temperance
people. If they could hear the lecturing
and cussing he gives himself after each de-

bauch, they would never attempt to de-

liver temperance speeches again. They
would cease to coddle and nurse him, to
abuse the saloon-keepe- r and distiller on
his account, and they would begin to treat
him as a responsible being whose acts he
alone must be answerable for, and then he
would stop drinking.

Gov. Chamberlain has at last per-

BANK SWINDLEES-DEHOCBA- TIC HON-

ESTY.

If anything were lacking to demonstrate
the entire unfitnessof the Demociaticparty
as it was, is and ever will be to govern this
country, that thing is found in its constitu-
tional tendency to lie. Every good man
will Lament Uie unfortunate failure of the
Fieedman's Savings Bank, as he does the
failure of all banks when the creditors are
injured ; hut no man with a particle of
truthfulness will assert that this bank was
instituted with a fixed purpose to plunder,
any more than any bank under Democratic
or Whig auspices. But, to put the worst
possible phase on the matter, we may ad-

mit that this was the sole object of the
leading corporators, and then ask what that
has to do with the Republican party per se,

unless the party indorses the conduct of
these men in its organic capacity. Banks
are breaking almost daily national banks
8nd State banks. The corporators of these
banks are of all political parties Demo-
crats, Republicans, and mere speculators
without any politics beyond their pockets.
Now, we ask, what propriety would there
he in charging on the Democratic party of
New York the numerous bank failures and
enormous swindling of the poor, laboiing
depositors, which is constantly occurring
in the city of New York, for instance?
Under the laws of that State there is no
adequate safeguard for the hard-earne- d

savings of the patrons of savings banks, and
almost weekly at least monthly the side-

walks are crowded with the unfortunate
victims of mismanagement or downright
rascality, demanding in vain the pittance
they had stored away for some trying ne-

cessity. In the city of New York alone
the annual losses by bink failures will
reach nearly or quite as much as the entire
loss of the Freedmen's Bank, and yet no
Democratic paper or peddler of poor poli-

tics has one word of denunciation for these
Northern plunderers, not one word of sym-

pathy for the poor Irishmen, Germans or
Americans, and, worst of all, not a single
measure of relief or to prevent the future
occurrence of similar disisters nothing
in their platform, nothing in the letter of
their candidate, nothing in their addled,
lying brains, even hinting at the cure of
these evils. Their sympathies just now are
all for the poor black man, who has excited
their deepest commiseration by the loss of
a few dollars, but for the loss of his free-

dom, his manhood, his citizenship for
thrusting him back into bondage through
fear of intimidation they have no tears to
shed, not a briny drop.

The depositors in broken hanks char-
tered by Democratic Legislatures, existing
by virtue (vice) of Democratic legislation,
they have always held in bondage made
them slaves of party, used them to main-

tain the ascendancy of slaveocracy and the
irrepressible conflict between the slave labor
of the South and the free labor of the
North, and holding them thus bound to
their rotten carcass of falsehood, deceit and
retrogression, they do not care to waste
upon them any of the sweet sympathies
they are now pouring out upon the poor
black men with such infinite tenderness
and unlimited quantities. The history
of banking in the United States for the
last fifty years, notwithstanding the domi-
nation of the Democratic party for the
most part of the time and its hard money,
specie payment, individual responsibility,
stump oratory theories, will show more
broken banks chartered by Democratic
Legislatures and more money lost ten times
over than under Republican rule, national
and State banks all told. It will also show
that the corporators and stockholders of
these hanks were lully represented by Dem-

ocrats, and that no Democratic Legislature
ever carried out any efficient measure for
the protection of bank creditors, or ever in
good faith attempted the enforcement of
its hard money fallacies. Even in its
palmiest days, when the star of
Jackson was in the ascendant, when
it dared to announce the political mon-

strosity "to the victors belong the spoils,"
when it vetoed the old United States bank
and drove it for shelter to Democratic
Pennsylvania; when it transferred the sur-

plus revenue from National to State bank
keeping, (gone where the woodbine
twineth,) even then the head of Democ-

racy recommended irresponsible State
banks to increase their issues to supply the
deficiency created by the withdrawal of
the United States hank circulation. This
was infallible Democratic advice, and they
obeyed with a venreance. Never in the
history of this country was there such in-

flation and wide-sprea- d financial ruin as
were caused by Democratic financial tin-

kering at that time. They were ia the as-

cendant all over the country, controlled
State and National legislation, and were
responsible for all the ruin wrought. Then
was the time to have devised a financial
science which would have commended it-

self to the common sense and honesty of
mankind, and forever prevented financial
panics; but it failcl, as it ever has and will
fail, whenever it attempts to deal with the
great problems in the science of society.
Without positive virtue of its own, without
any respectable degree of statesmanship,
with a constitutional antagonism to
truth, honesty, human rights and all pro-

gressive ideas, its only hope is in tho faults,
failings and vices of others, and hence the
howling of reform and the bitter and dis-

honest denunciation of the savings bank
fiasco, without even the suggestion of a
remedy for an evil inherent in our present
financial modes, and for which neither
party is responsible, except in its failure to
devise a better system, which the present
party has done In part, at least by securing
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a'l the currency absolutely, a thing never
done by the Democratic party, notwith-
standing its eternal promises. We mod-

estly suggest to Democratic papers and
stump orators the propriety of 'mixing a
little truth with their misrepresentations,
and base a part of their claims to public
recognition on some positive virtue; at
least show us how Tilden intends to arrest
the $75,000,000 which flows out annually
in the payment of debts, and cause it to
flow into the national Treasury, and then
become the basis of resumption; or how,
with $11,000,000 per annum, as he has
alleged, he can maintain specie payment on
an outstanding circulation of $7,000,000,-00- 0.

Trying to Destroy the Records.
(From the Brooklyn Argus, Dem.

In 1SG5 James Parton published a pamphlet
exposing the grtat Northwestern rail ro id rlnj,
of which Samuel J. Tilden was the originator
and head. We have had search made for a
copy of the book. Mr. Parton Informs us that
it Is impossible for him to find one. Wo now
see it stated by tbe Chicago Tribune that Til-

den had the book suppressed through an in-

junction issued by a ring judge. The same
paper, however, says that a copy of the book
has been found In Chicago, and It has been re-

printed by the Illinois Republican State Com-

mittee. The book was written eleven years
ago, before Tilden had ever dreamed of political
aspirations, and before he was made chairman
of the State Democratic Committee.

While the Mississippi river was closed to
Western produce by tbe rebels Tilden's rail-
road ring advanced the price of freights as
follows:

'Upon wheat, T2 per cent.
"Upon flour, 71 per cent.
"Upon lumber, 35 per cent.
"Upon live stock, 3 per cent.
"Upon merchandise, 83 per cent.
"Upon passenger's fares; 33K per cent."
Indignation meetings were held throughout

the Northwestern States. The Boards of
Trade of Chicago, Milwaukee and Detroit pro-
tested. A convention of farmers expressed
their opinions In the following emphatic man-
ner:

"Whereas, under the present system of rail-
road combinations and other freight monopo-
lies, the farmer and producer has no redress,
and Is by the Inadequate means of transporta-
tion compelled to give two thirds of his crop
to get the other one third to market; and

"Whereas we regard the present system of
transportation as little less than a

system of plunder, by which a number of
capitalists are rearing immense fortunes upon
the ruins of tbe producing Interests of the
Northwest; therefore, resolved," &c.

It was because of this oppression that the
Granger rebellion was inaugurated. It was
also out of the management of those roads by
Tilden's ring that Julius Wadsworth and others
brought suit against "Samuel J. Tilden and
his associates, to them unknown," for swin-
dling them out of over $2,000,000 of stocks,
which amount the ring were compelled to re-
fund. The decision was rendered July 8, 1S65,
by Judges Davis aud Treat, of the United
States Supreme Court. Of the suit the Chi-
cago Republican of July 0, 1805, then edited by
Charles A. Dana, said:

"The United States Court Judges, Divls
and Treat, yesterday held, &c."
"They virtually, If not In fact, decided that
the consolidation was to stand, but that

stockholders should be made whole
as to the value of the property on the day the
consideration took place."

Mr. Parton also said:
"This was the first railroad conspiracy in

the United States."

"in a manner now technically known as a
'ring.' The plan was first adopted, so far as
kDoun, in the United States by a lawyer of
Wall street, S. J. Tilden."

We are not surprised that Mr. Tilden should
have undertaken to suppress Mr. Parton's
book. Its reproduction is, however, a timely
thing particularly In the Western States,
where Tilden is better known than he is East.
But we are surprised that a man with such a
record dare face it, by asking men whom he
had swindled and wronged to make him Presi-
dent of a Government which he had also de-
frauded. The Chicago Tribune recently said
of Tilden:

"This Is Tilden's record in Michigan, a State
which he dare not enter, lest be should become
amenable to legal proceedings upon numerous
judgments entered against him in the courts."

Governor Dix spoke of the same man at the
Cooper Institute, on Tuesday evening, as fol-
lows:

"Fellow-citizen- It would be an unhappy
day for him, as well as for the country, If he
were elevated to the Presidency ; for If he were
disposed to do right, he has none of the quali-
ties which fit a man In great emergencies to
meet them with promptness and determina-
tion. You are, no doubt, aware that
be is at this moment prosecuted by two rail-
road corporations for moneys which they ac-
cuse him of fraudulently withholding from
them one suit for $240,000, and the other for
$50,000. These suits were brought long before
he was nominated for the Presidency, with no
sinister object, but with a confident belief on
the part of the directors of those corporations
that he had fraudulently appropriated to his
own use enormous sums to which he has no
title. It is the first time in our history that
the Integrity of a candidate for the Presidency
has been thus impugned, and I trust the result
of the election will be so decisive that It will
be the last. There is another accusation of a
much graver character, which an abortive at-

tempt has been made to explain that of de-

frauding the Government by a false return of
his income. I wish, for the honor of the coun-
try, that he could have shown It to be unfound-
ed. To his numberless disqualifications for the
high office to which he has been nominated It"
Is deeply to be deplored that we could not hare
been spared the mortification, as American cit-
izens, of seeing superadded the last act of dis-

honesty with which he Is charged. Intense
prejudice may blind political partisans, but I
cannot conceive how any disinterested man
can give him a vote."
