LABOE IN POLITICSH.

The Soubern lund-owners should take
warning {rom the popular volice in Ohio
and Indinns. ‘That voice appears to bave
condemned cight or ten of the allies of the
Bouthern bandits in Congress to siay st
home next term.  The indications sre that
tke people do not approve the policy of the
Democratic House last session. The
Forty -fifth Congress will scarcely be of &
characier to aid the pefarious policy of
Southern Democrats. The sooner these
land-owners, who claim superiority over
laborers on sccount of their inberited or
acquaired posscssions, recogoize the fact
that it is the culture of land thst makes its
value rather than the possession of a title in
fee, and then learn to cherish and protect
the labor npecessary to its proper culture,
regardless of the color or previous condi-
tion of servitude of thst labor, the sooner
will tbey find ileir landed possessions
yieldicz them & profit. The Southern
Democrals and the land owners are here
used us synconymous terms, because in the
South no one was ever considered worthy
of hooors and confidence unless he in-
berited property or bonds and stocks or
negro servants or had scquired the same.
And, simnge to say, such people were

- always consider«d oo good to toll with the
hands. Inother words, to work was not con-
sidered genteel. Now, that labor has the
legal right to vote and study and sccumn-
late, it becomes the principal factor in social
economy, instead of being, a8 formerly
under the slave system,s part of the estate.
Why cannot Scuthern men realize this?
Real estale being of no value unless im-
proved by labor, i now an encumbrance,
because it will not pay taxes if the labor is
uot obtuineble t9 coltivate it. It is rost
gingular that the Bouthern land-owners do
not see this subject io the same light with
their best writer upon political economy
gither before or since the war. We allude
to Hon. Wm. M. Burwell, of New Ocleans.
He bus become convioced that the true way
to secure remunerstive labor is to employ
and psy it, educate and elevate it until it
becomes thoronghly intelligent and skilled.
Every movement in the direction of educa-
tion of labor tends indirectly to increase the
walye of the lend which that labor is em-
ployed to cultivate. 17 labor is oppressed,
reduced tv peonage, it will dwindle, wither
and finally evaporate. Skilled labor natu
rally svoide and shups the localitiesin which
ordipary labor is dishonored. Every atl-
tempt 1o reduce the Iabor of a section to the
Jevel of achastel fsa positive warniag to in-
telligent labor to keep sway from that sec-
tiop. Itis more than this. Itis animpers-

tive command from the sggregated lsbor
interests of the country to shun all such
jJocalities, lest capital should vaunt itself

alove ils crealosn

Capital is bui the ac-

cumulated profits of 15bor. Itis necessary
that labor should sseert its velee in its own
defense at the ballot-box. The canse of
Iabor in the South is the cause of the ne-
gro. Itis the cause of impartial suffrage.
Labor belongs to the creditor class. The
Iaborer performs his work sqfore he recelves
his pay. He credits his employer, who
pretends to be the cspitalist, till the end of
the week, mooth or quarter, and for a por-
tion, perhape, until the crop is made snd
marketed. And yet these land owners af-
fect 1o be the patrons of labor. Why the
fact is that without the aid of labor the Jaud-
owners would soon be paupers. Thislabor
question in the South will soon overshadow
all others, snd will control the polities of
that section. It will unite the white and
black lsbor in bonds of personal interest,
and those intelligent and far-seeing land-
owners who will display the courage neces-
gary to grapple with it and take the lead in
its direction and control, will deserve best
of their country. *
BUTLER AND KOAL

No greater compliment could be paid to
Gen. Dutler by the doughfaces of Massa-
chusetis than is conferred upon him by the
independent candidacy for Congress In the
Essex district. The Republicans of that
district, spprecisting the illustrious service
rendered the country by Gen. Batler, both
in a civil and military eapacity, placed him
in nomination for Congress to the end that
the nation might experience in him s valiant
defender, and tricksters like Hill sod
Tucker might be rebuked for their disloy-
alty. A regard for decency and & proper
appreciation for & good record should have
impelled a hearty support of Gen. Butler,
and in almost any other State save cavilous
Massachusetts might he have hoped for and
realized such support; but encoursged by
the bolting utterances of George William
Curtis and other so-called machine men the
independent candidacy of Judge Hoar has
been announced. Although there can be no
hope of the electionof the bolter, the resuit
will probably be the election of Tarbox.
Day by day reveals the fact that those
statesmen who have rendered themsslyes
odious to the doughfaces and Bouthern
rebels merely because they stood by the
Union in its bloody trials and sided to per-
petuate its unity, bave, strangely to say,
lost caste with a no inconsiderable clement
in Northera politics Gen. Phil. Sheridan,
who by a single edict drove Louisisna bao-
dits into their holes, and thus preveated
the massacre by wholesale of loyal citizens,
would not by any means be available as a
candidate among the blue bloodsof the Bay
State. He would be by all odds too radical
for them. IfJohn Brown wasalive to-day,
he would be stoned if, in imitation of Ser-
geant Bates, he were to undertake to carry
the Stars and Stripes through the Essex
district. For the same reason such gentle-
men as Senstors Logan and Morton or Sec-
retary Cameron could not pass muster be-
fore s Massachusetts conclave. This is the
more refreshing when we reflect upon the
fact that the Bay Btate first gave impetusto
the grand idea which culminated in war
and rendered the scts of these gentlemen
necessary. When Bob Toombs wastold of
Judge Hoar's candidacy the other day, he
said: “Itold you so. SBee how the d—1
“ Yankees are coming to their senses?
“ Why, it will not be a decade before they
“ will hail me with delight as I ascend
“ Bunker Hill to call the roll of my
“glaves.”” Opposition to gentlemen like
Mr. Butler is giving aid and comfort to
rebels. Besides, it is making history which
in days to come will have its influence. A
century hence the atrocities of the late civil
war will still be fresh in the minds of Amer-
icans, and generstions yet unborn will
wonder why patriots were dishonored sim-
ply because they made themselves obnox-
ious to pestiferous rebels while serving
their country, by protecting its soldiers from
outrsge and msult. The same element
which objects to Mr. Butler because of his
staunch Republicanism would hail with de-
light the advent to power of a demigogue
like Tilden or an ex rebel like Hendricks.
General Butler mmay be defeated by this
doughfice combinastion, but he will have
the sympathy of all true Republicins of
the Union, who appreciate him for what he
bas done in the past nod for the splendid
service it was ressopable to expect of him
io the future,

A BEBEI. REMINISCENCE.

At Bavannah, Georgia, in the summer of
1863, Bishop Stephen Elliott, of the Epis-
copal diocese, delivered a Confederate war
sermon from Bampeon’s riddle, “*Oat of the
* ester came forth meat, snd out of the
‘“stropg came forth eweetness,”” The ser-
mon was published in pamphlet form, snd
was read and admired throughout the Con-
federacy es being the ablest religious dis-
scTiation upon the questions of that day
then extant. The reverend gentlemsn went
on st grest length to compare the war then
reging to 1he ‘‘great ester,”” flom whose
carcass came forth much sweetness. Said

“War 18 8 great eater; it consumes
* revenue snd blood, and thrives upon
** misery end distrese. It depopulates cities
“snd towns, and the tramp of the mur-
** derous soldier follows in its wake. But
*“tbe bsrdships and horrors of the war
*'through which we are passing will have
‘* 8 most salutary effect in the end, teach-
“Ing our people economy, prudence, vigi-
‘‘}apce and many other wholesome lessons
**which they olherwise would never have
““been taught. Out of this carcass are now
‘‘coming forth the ‘mest’ and ‘sweetness’
““which in the end will prove most benefl-
“¢ial to the Confederscy.” It little oc-
curred to the reverend gentleman st that
time that s peculiar kind of ‘“‘sweetness’”
wss s00on to emanale from the ‘‘great
eater,” which was then occupying
his sttention; that four millions of slaves
were destined 1o be set free and elevated to
the rights, privileges and immunities of a
glorious citizenship. Great “sweetness,”
indeed, was this blessing which came from
the Confederste ‘‘carcass.’” Had the di-
vine orator been endowed with the pro-
phetic vision toenable him to see the happy
fruits which soon came from the war,
which by his eloguence he was attempling
to ophold, and had he told his andience of
these truths, while it might bave invoked
their ansthemas upon his head, yet it
would have bad a salutary effect in pre-
pering their minds for the changes soon to
be wrought. Itis amusing to reflect upon
the copstroctions placed upon Holy Writ
by SBouthern orators and divines. In the
Beriptures they found reasons as plenty as
pios in defense of slavery. They proved
from the Bible o the satisfaction of ther
hearers that slavery had existed through
all time and in all countries; that the Pa-
trinrchs of old owned slaves; ergo, that
slavery was not s wrong, and the Bouth
was justified in perpetusting the hsteful
tyranpy. Moreover, they have not had
cause to change their views since the
event st Appomsitox, sod, convinced
agaipst their will, they are still of the
opioion that 8 dsy will soom dswn when
they may again virtually enslave their fel-
low-beings. Having been enervated and
debased by the hideous institution, and not
having been educated since in other schools,
it is ot surprising that their moral visions
should be thus warped, and as a class they
presen! a pitiful aspect, clearly showing
that only by the beneficence of Republican
suceess can they hope to escape from those
excesses which their ossified hearts and dis-
toried intellects would drive them to inthe
event of Democratic success. There is now
8 huge Democratic carcass, whose hideous
proportions are sickeaing to behold, from
which the rebels of the Bouth and their

doughfice allies of the North are looking |
for muck ‘‘sweetness'' in the way ol the
remanding of the pegro to sou:;l:u of
peonage, whepeby the ex-slaveho may
sgain subsist upon bis unrequited lsbor;

followed soon after he delivered his mem-
orable ** war sermon.”’

Ix TaE list of viee presidents of the
“Democratic Soldiers’ National Reform
Association,” whose convention was re-
cently held at Iondianapolis, Indisoa, we
find ‘“Colonel —— Duggan, of Colorado.”
Now, therc is but one ex-Union soldier of
prominence bearing that name, viz: A. W.
Duggan, who was colonel of the 1st Mich-
igan cavalry, and who served with distin-
guished gallantry (uring the whole of the
rebellion. Colonel Duggan was in this city
in August last, and no one knowing him
well or who conversed with him then could
be made to believe—on Democratic testi-
mony at least—that he could so far forget
the side upon which he fonght as to join
the rebel Democracy. It is true that while
here, and when the Democratic leaders
were throwing out a drag-pet to catch
prominent ex-soldiers to engage in their
cause, he was approached and offered great

- pecuniary inducements to turn traitor to

the Republican party, which inducements
were indignantly spurned. But to set this
question st rest, and at the same timeshow
what base means were taken to make a re-
spectable appearance st Indisnapolis, it is
only necessary to quote from s letter re-
ceived by General E. W. Whitaker, of this
city, from Colonel Duggan, dated Denver,
Col., August 29, 1876, pow before us. He
writes: “'Governor Routt has received the
** nomingtion for Governor of the mew
“ State, with a lot of other good men on
““the ticket, and we are golng to elect the
““ whole outfit. So you can bet on Colo-
“rado coming in asa Republican State.
“ The Demoerats are putting their men in
“the field. Their convention commenced
** thismorning. I feel oonfident we can get
“away with their baggage and not ball
“try. e cannot afford to gice this Goo

** ernment up fo the rebels yet /"'

Such isthe language of one of the vice
presidents, and were it worth while, we
believe it could be shown that s majority of
the names used to give dignity to the so-
called Democratic soldiers’ convention were
there used without anthority, were those of
disgraced officers, or of those who bave
soured on the party because their services
were not so highly apprecisted by the Ad-
ministration as by themselves. A notable
evidence that sucli'is the case was the ab-
sence from the coavention of so many of
the distinguished individuals whose names
had been heralded to give it eclat.
