In this she has
vindicated ber political integrity, s she
hss in the election of s Republican State
ticket. In this contest Obio bhas covered
herselfl with untarnished honor. Ia that
State the November election is substsn-
tislly over, except the shouting. Toe

The reports accompany-
ing these medsle point out the special ex-
cellence of each plano, and up to this time
are sacredly guarded, not onmly from the
public, but from the muakers of the pisnos
themselves who have won the hooors. No
one of them has any right, as yet, to know
what the reports contsin. Boon they will
be lald before the public. .

The great gain made by the Repuablicans in
the Congresslonal delcgations of Ohio and
Iudisna Is one of the most significant features
of the recent elections.
