Dran Sin: The undersigned respectiuily ask
the expression of your views, at s public meet-
ivg, at the earllest time that may éuit your
convenience, upon the bearing of the pending
clecltion on the debt, the credif, the national
faith, the reform of the pubiic service and the
repose of the country, which we fear are belag
gravely cundangered, while the people are be-
guiled into a sepse of security by unfounded

resentations snd promises,

t bas been sald that *‘the safely and wis.
dom of iovestment in the fanded debt of the
Government do not depend upon Preshdential
elections, In the opinion of Eoropean capital-
l=ts and bankers, any more than the soundoess
of English cousols depends on whether the
Ministry is Tory or Liberal.™

Of that war tbe world is reminded to.day
by the Southern claims already filed in the
livoua-e of Representatives, amounting to bun-
dreds of millions of dollars, thut threaten seri-
cualy 1o increase the national debt, which, de-
spite its large reduction, weighe beavily on the
industry of our land.

These clalms are urged partly on the ground
which was taken by promisent Democratic
leaders, North and South, Including thelr
Precidential candidate, that the Natiooal Gov-
ernment had po right 1o protect the integrity
of the pation by the coerclon of seceding States.

It is aleo to be fearsd that the elect|
Mr. Tilden might be regarded as a reversal of
the verdict of the war, under which the South-
ern ple would be incited to claim indemnity
for the past losses, aud immuully (o auy
furiher acts of secession,

1_ Interesting to Voters Temporarily Resident
in Washington.

As strennous efforts are being made by the
Democrats in several of the States to prevent
the registration of persons In the employ of
the United Btates Government, and who re-
side in the District of Columbla, the following
may be of value. Some of the decisions have
been published previously, but this is probably
& more complete digest of the laws and de-
ciclons which bear upon the subject than auy
which have preceded it.

A domicile is that place where a man has his
troe, fixed and permanent home and principal
establishment, and to which, whenever he is
abeent, he has the |ntestion of retarning.
[10 Mass., 155; 4 Barb. N. Y., 505.)

Two things must copcur to establish domi-
cile : 1. The fact of residence, and, 2. The in-
teotion of remafping. These two must exiat,
or must have existed, In combination. (6
Howard, 163; Story’s Confl. of Laws, par. 44;
17 Pick. Mass., 221.)

Ovee established, mere temporary absence
will not destroy it, however long continusd,
(43 Me., 420; 10 Pick. Mass,, 79; 3 N, H. 123,)

The original domicile coutinoes unul it is
falrly changed for another. (10 Pick., Mass.,
77; Story’s Confl, of Lawa, 4581, a. n.; 10
N.H., 156, § Ala., n. 5., 109; 13 id., 55.)

Mere taking up a residence is not sufficlent,
unless there be an intention to abandon former
domicile. (1 Speer's 8. C., 1; 3 Me., 143; 10
Mass., 455; 2 Ohlo, 252.)

The law affixes s domicile. Pablie offizers,
Fuch &8 the President of the United S:iales,
the Secretaries and sach other offfcers whose
public dutles require a temporary cesidence at
the Capital, retain their domicfles. (1 Milw.
R., 191, 152.)

A man cannet be without a domiclle, for he
i not suppoged to have abamdoned bis last
domicile ustil be has aequired a new one, (1
Binn., 549, n.; 10 Pick., 7i: 5 Ves., 557.)

If & person leave his original residence
aniine nen veveriondd (with Intention of not
returnieg ) and adopt another anisio mancndi,
{with intention of remaining,) his Grst resi-
dence Is Jost, But If In leaving his original
residence he does so amimo revertendi, (with
fntentlon of returning,) such original resklence
continues in law, notwithstanding the absence
of bimeelf and famfly. Such is the language
of the books, as well as the elear conclusion
of common senss. (Justice Wm. L. Dayton,
in the rase of Cadwallader vs. Howell and
Mcore, 3 Harrison, N. J. Reports, 143.)

A domicile requires vot ouly actual residence
In & foreign country, bat an intention of always
staying there. "Actual residence without this
iptention amounts to no more than simplo
habitation. The intention which gives domicile
I= an unconditional intention to stay always.
(Chief Justice Marshall, Bupreme Court of the
United States; 8 Cranch, 200.)

In the case of Evans va. Davenport, 4 Me-
Lean, 576, the Court held as follows: *‘A
citizen of Michigan may reside in New York
for any length of time, and still malotain his
citizenship in Michigan. A chaoge of citizen.
ship from ope State to another is shown by the
scte of the party. If be refrains from exer
clving the rights of a citizem of Lthe State where
he resides, and claims to be a citizen of the
State he left, he does not lose his citizanship In
such State.”

If s married man has two places of residence
st different times of the .year, that will be
esteemed his domicile,which he himselfl selects
or describes or deems to be his home, or which
appears to be the centre of his affairs, or where
he votes or exercises the rights and dutles of a
citizen. But again it is said that the place
where a man’s family resides is generally to be
deemed his domicile, but it is otherwise if it be
& place of temporary eatablishmend for his fam-
ily, or for trawsient objects only. (Story, Coafl.
of &.nwt, p- 46.)

A woman,on marriage, takes the domiclle of
her husband. (1 Add. Penn. 5, 19; Joho's N.
Y. 121; 11 Plek. Mass. 410.)

The burden of proof lies on him who asserts
achange of domicile. (Justice Grier in the case
of Whaite vs. Brown, 1| Wallace, jr., 954.)

In the case of Atherton v, Thoruton (8 N.
H. Rep., 175) It was submitted in evidence
that defendant (Thornton) resided with his
furnily and had hisdomiclle in Merrimac, county
of Hillsborough, previous to Jaly, 1530, when
he was appointed to an ofice In the Treasury
Department, and went to the city of Washiag-
ton, and {n November following he removed
kis wife and one child (leaving one with his
mother, in Merrimac) to Washington, where
be lived in a hired house until the summer of
1651, when, lo consequence of the ill-bealth of
his wife, she and the child returned to his
bouse in Merrimae, and there boanded with
his mother. Onthe 1st of October, 1551, the
defendant (Thoruton) went to Merrimae, and
on the 22d of November of the same year re-
turned to Washington with his famlly sud kept
bouss there until the 7th of September, 1832,
when, on account of sickness in bis family, he
abandoned housekeeping, and his wife and chil-
dren went 1o Newton, Conn., where they re-

| malved untll September 1, 1553, when they
i returncd

lo Washington, and they agaln
comnmenced housekeeping there. In April,
1534, hig famlly returned to Merrimac. Thorn-
ton hiad pald taxes in Washington ddring this
time. He had often declared that he dil not
intend 0 make Washington his permanent
residence, Lut that he intended to returm to
It was decided in this case that
Thoroton relained his domlcile in Merrimac,

| Judge Parker holding that the domicile which

Thornton hed acqaired st Merrimae had been
retajped, notwithstanding his personal resl-
dence with his family in Washington,

Inthe case of the People e rel., Friery vs.
Farley et al., tried at the November, IS75,
term of the 8upreme Court of New York., The
relator Js a Government employee st Wash.
ington, sxd formerly a resident in the Elev-
eoth election district of the Elghteenth As.
sembly district of New York. The Inspectors

| refused to register bim on the ground that he

hed not lived in the district thirty days as re-
quired by the regietration laws. Tha court,
(Judge A. R. Lawrence, of New York city,
preefding,) beld: “If an elector In Govern-
ment employ has not actuslly relinguished his
residence, his absence in such employment or
for any other purpose, or in any other eases in
suid section epecified does not amount to a
change of residence.”

In the case of Jones ve, The Commonwealth
of Penusylvania, (2 Jones, Penn. Hep.,) Chief
Justice Gibson, who presidsd, said: “A dis-
tinguished counsel who has argued lu this case
was not thought 1o have lost his residence by
residing with his family as American Minister,
wear the Court o Et. Petersburg, and I think
no greater consequence has ever been at-
tributed to the residence o! s Federal oilicer
io the District of Columbia,”

In the case of Cuonningham Hazlett wvs.
Jacob Hoover et al., reported in the court of
common pless of Belmont county, Ohlo—The
plaintiff was a disbursing officer in the offics
of the Auditor of the Treasury for the Post
Oftice Department, and claimed s residence at
Morrietown, Ohlo, where he resided r to
removing to Washington, He offered his bal-
lot at the October election of 1565, and It was
refused on the ground of non-residence. Sait
was fostitated sgainst the judges of elections
for damages. * In charging the jurythe Court
nted the following language : **Plaiptiff could
not lose his residence in this county by
the mere fact of removiog to Washin '
fparrying a wife and living or dwelling there
with his family, If the reinoval was for tem-
porary purposes, and it was not the intention
to relinquish the former home and aecquire a
pew one. The residence of a person, In Its
legal senee, Is the place where he has his truse,
fizred and permanent home, and to which,
whenever be is absont, he has the intention of
returning. It i not the mere fact of Inhabl-
tance in o place which makes it the residence,
but is the faet, coupled with the iutention of
remaining thers.”” Vendict was rendered for
the plaintiff.

TCHERNAYEFF'S ARMY DEFEATED
SERVIAN TROOPS COMPLETELY ROOTED

Demoralization on All  Sides

————

AFPPEALTOR RUSSTAN INTERVENTION

RUSSIAN  PRZPARATIONS (ON THE BECRDER

Crushing Defeat for Servis.

Pricnane, Oct. 30.—A battle was fought
yesterday, o which the Turks drove the Ser-
vians from Djunls, after a crushiog defeas,
Tchernayefi™s army is cut o two and com-
pletely demaoralized.. Horvatovich’s command
has retired on Kouchevats, A great papic
prevails at Belgrade.

Particulars of the battle between the Tarks
aod Bervians yesterday state thal the Tarks
attacked the beights of Djunls. The Servian
artillery, Irritated at Gen. TchernayefTs depre.
eatory munner, refased to fight, and abandoned
their positions, despite the efforts of the Rus-
sian officers. A body of Russian volurisers
defended the beights desperately, half of their
pumber belnp kiiled. The Tarks carried the!ir
poeitions, thus

CUTTING THE SERVIAN ARMY IN TWO.
After the fall of Djunis Gen. Tchernayefl,
with his stafl and part of the army, retreated
to Ragary, but have since returned to the
neighborbood of Deligrad. Gen. Horvatovich's
corps fought some time, but were finally
completely beaten amd driven back upon
Kouchevatz and Deligrad. Its positions sre
not untenable, Last night patrols went
through the streets of Belgrade summounlng
eojourning Russian oflicers io proceed to the
Ministry of War, whence they were dispaiched
to the front. Prince Milan left for the army
to.day, escorted by a body of Russians. The
Prince had a long conference yesterday with
M. Kartzoff, the resident ®ussian diplomatic
sgent.

RUSSIAN INTERVENTION ASKED.

Loxpox, Oct. 30.—A dispatch from Bal-
grade to Reuter's Telegram Company says:
At 1 o'clock this (Mondsy) morning M.
Kartzoff, st the request of Prince Milan, sent
& telegram to Livadia asking that General Ig-
natieflf should be instructed to obtaln a six
weeks’ armistice, or in case he fafls, that Rus-
sla should intervens on bebhall of Servia.

Eeuter's dispateh frowm Constamtinople says:
It is stated that the Porte has sccepted a pro-
possl for s two months’ Armistice, with a pro-
viso that if peace is not concluded within that
time the armistice msy be susceptible to two
successive prolongstilons of six weeks each.
It 1s further provided that hostilities shall
cease throughout Servia, Montenegro, Bosuis
and Herzegovina, and forelgn m! attaches
ehall proceed to the seat of war {0 settle the
line of demarcatioun between the opposing
forces.,

TURKISE CAPTURES, .

Loxpox, Oct. 31.—The Staudard’s dispatch
from Deligrad reports that the Tuorks cap-
tured ten cannon and a large quantity of
muskets and ammunition tn thelr Iast battle
at Djunls. The same paper's speclal from
Belgrade does not single out the artillery as
the most prominent in defection on that occa-
tjon, but states that the Servian army, which
was reduced to such a condition that the men
were hardly able to erawl, openly declared it

and abandoned its positions em masse. Teher-
nayefl telegraphed to Prince Milan Imploring
bimto come and prevent the army from
crumbling entirely to pleces. The Prince
conferred with M. Kartzofl five times during
the night. It §s impossible to make s stand
at Cuprijia. At Deligrad, Rajan] sod Parat-
chin and all along the road the wildest con-
fusion prevails. The wounded, the wagons,
the gtaff and deserters are mixed nup In an fn-
extricable mags. The Circasslans have ap-
peared before Rajanj.

MILITARY LAW IN RUSSIAN DISTRICTS,

The Parls Eatefettc has a report that military
lsw has beecn proclaimed in the Ruasian dis.
tricts of Klev, Odessa, Kbarkow and Caueasus,
where lodgings for 50,000 troops are being
prepared.

PEACE NEGOTIATIONS,

Coxsraxmixorte, Oct. 30, —Gen. Iguatieff,
the Russian Ambassador, bad sn interview
with the Sultan on Baturday and with the
Grand Vizler yesterday. Subsequently the
Ambassadors of the six Powers had a confer-
ence, Today the Turkish Ministers held a
councll. The prevalent impression regarding
the situstion is pacific.

PRINCE MILAN TO TAKE COMMAYD OF THE
ARMY.

Loxpox, Oct. 31.—A Belgrade dispateh to
the Daily Telegraph announces that Prince
Milan ti.l‘tJ take command of the army to-day.
A speclal from Belgrade to the Duily News
réports that of 1,000 Russians engaged (o the
last ﬂlg:l at Djunis 700 were killed. Turkish
batteries from Dijunis are shelling the Deli-
grad camp. The
