The members have
invited suggestions, and the views of expe-
rienced men should be placed at their dis-

posal. Let all complicated machinery be
discarded; and let us have a government
with a responsible unit for a head, which
shall be held to a rigid accountability for
the economical execution of such laws as
shall be passed by Congress.

President Grant's letter to General
Sherman regarding General Ruger's in-

structions contains three sentences which
will go down to history as the utterances
of a true patriot and devoted statesman.
Just now they serve to assure sympathizers
with republicanism in foreign lands of the
permanency of our institutions. They are
as follows:

"No man worthy of the office of President
should be wllllne to hold It If counted In or
placed then-- by fraud.

"Prominent citizens" from all pirts of
the State have assembled at Columbia to
be present when the canvass of votes is
made next Thursday. Coincident with
this information, which comes to us by
Associated Press, we learn (hat three mem-
bers of theTward of canvassers arc candi-
dates for reelection and will be called
upon to decide questions in which they
are personally interested. This assertion
will soon be used as a basis for a claim
that the Radicals have attempted to perpe-
trate frauds, and as an excuse for a murder-
ous rebel assault upon the Republican State
authorities. And John B, Gordon is in
Colombia.

Mb. Jefferson says somewhere in one
of his admirable disquisitions upon the
Constitution that under our peculiar sys-

tem of government "a majority of one Is

better than a majority of one hundred."
This remark of the sage of Montlcello ap-

plies with great adaptability to the politi-

cal contest through which we have just
passed. Had President-elec- t Hayes' ma-

jority been thirty or upwards of the elec-

toral vote it would have had a most damag-

ing effect upon the Republican party, in-

spiring its leaders both North and South
with a confidence which would doubtless
have resulted in our defeat in 1880. Lirger
majorities are dangerous in Republics.
The small majority by which our national
ticket is elected is doubtless duo to a great
extent to the belief of thousmds of voters
that the Republican party was invincible.
and hence there was no necessity .for ex-

erting individual effort for the great cause.
Snch a belief evidently found lodgment in
the minds of thousands of New York Re
publicins, and assuming that all would be
well, they remained away from the polls,
and now have the satisfaction of seeing tho
country saved from rebel domination by
just one vote. In the end, the late close
contest will have a most salutary effect
upon the Republican party, and will react
most disastrously to the rebel sympathizing
Democracy. It will inspire our workers
to a degree of energy which so conspicu-
ously exhibited itself in our early struggle,
when, against the combined powers of the
Democracy and the devil, we placed the
immortal Lincoln in tho White House.
All in all, we have been practically ben-
efited by the contest, and the vim and en-

ergy which the party of equal rights will
display in coming contests will cuarantee
for it uninterrupted control of the nation's
destinies for the next quarter of a century.

Reliable advices from South Carolina
inform us that the recent election was a
mere farce in many counties of that State.
At Bobbins, on the Port Royal railroad, the
Ku-Elu- fired into a crowd or Republicans,
seriously wounding two of the election
managers and killing- - and wounding about
a dozen negroes. At Blackville, Rouse's
and other voting-place- s the rebels openly
seized the polls and would not allow any
but Democrats to vote. They organized
bands of repeaters, who voted early and
often at all the precincts within their reach.
It is estimated that in this way they polled
nearly one thousand illegal votes in Barn-
well county alone. During election-da- y

Barnwell county was a huge military
camp, riflemen wearing red shirts riding to
and fro, cursing and threatening the ne-

groes, in Edgefield county they behaved
even worse, and in a locality known as the
"dark comer" they seized the polls, drove
off the election managers, and tying an
election supervisor to a tree, they adminis-
tered twenty five lashes on his bare back
with a horsewhip. Tiro notorious M. W.
Gary was at Edgefield court house, and
mounted upon his old war charger, he rode
down every Republican who ventured near
the polls. Athousard of his followers were
on the ground, armed with revolvers,ready
to administer death to any one who remon-
strated with him. Hitherto that county
has always given upwards of one thousand
Republican majority, but by the Lamar
shot-gu- n policy the Ku-Kl- now claim it
by 3, COO msj ority. In the county of Spar
tanburg the rebels "repeated" with aston-
ishing results. They claim to have polled
more votes than there arc white citizens in
the county and a third more than the ag
gregate white and colored poll-list- s com-

bined. In Marion county they practiced
similar intimidation and (Mud, no less than
six negroes having been shot down in cold
blood. At the few precinc's where soldiers
were stationed everything was quiet, and
it was owing to their presence that enough
Republicans were allowed to vote to save
the State-- from falling under rebel control.
Verily has the ballot become a plaything
for rebels when they thus systematically
trifle with so serious a prerogative, And
now, defeated at the polls, they propose to

The case of Shepherd is
one In which all real estate owners, bank-
ers, merchants and tradesmen in Washing-
ton have a vital interest. If his business
affairs are in a sound and healthy condition
with the exception of such embarrassment
as has arisen from the prevailing depres-
sion in real estate, his fellow-citizen- s of the
classes above named cannot well afford to
allow him to be borne under by the pres-
sure if it is in their power to sustain him.

ment that "the Federal soldiers kept
"close y in their quarters, and Judge
"Hughes &lso prudently abstained from
"any active interference in the election.
"The mere presence of these officials un-

doubtedly had, however, a great effect
"on the election." There can be no doubt
about the truthfulness of this part of the
dispatch, as tho sequel proved, for wo are
further informed that "the Conservative
"majority in .the city is 219 as against over
" 000 s ago 1" The election "six
months ago" was held In tho absence of mil-

itary, when unoffending Republicans were
shot, driven from the polls or intimidated
to that extent that they were afraid to de-

posit their ballots. The same arrangements
had been mado for a shot-gu- n election-las- t

Tuesday, and would doubtless have been
carried out but for the presence of 'a hand-
ful of United States soldiers, (20 in num-
ber,) who had been wisely sent there to
preserve the peace and prevent intimida-
tion. That there was ballot-bo- x stuffing
on that day, as tbero always is in Peters-
burg, admits of no doubt, otherwise the
Democracy would not have obtained
even the 219 majority claimed by them,
for Petersburg has a registered Republican
majority of about 400; but this was a thing
the military could not well prevent, and
as the ballot boxes were in the hands solely
of Democrats, they, and they alone, are
responsible foi that species of iniquity.
But the "Boys in Blue" could and did
prevent intimidation and violence, and the
result of the election exhibits a curtailment
of 700 in the usual Democratic majority.
The dispatch to which we have referred
contains tho following lugubrious lament :
" The people aro sore over the result, and

as this correspondent alleges, there could
not have been any intimidation on their
part ; hence the "Intimidation" consisted
in tho fact that troops .were on hand to
quell violence at, the polls by the Democ-
racy, and thus "they consider themselves
robbed of their rightful (!) majority." A
similar distribution of troops all over Vir-
ginia in the interests of a peaceful election
devoid of intimidation would have resulted
in giving the State to the Republicans as
surely as that it will now be counted for
Tilden by thousands. No wonder, then,
that Governor Kemper "humped" his
back so terribly about the introduction of
peacemakers among the lamblike denizens
of what was once known as Petersburg,
bow Hintonville.
