PROPHESYING IN THE cAMP,

It may be defined as doing whatover the
splrit euggests, wherever you are, amd fs thus
distivguished from the more formal servies of
God's ordained minlstors in God's house,
The text teaches that in-the camp, as well as
the chaorch, men may and should prophesy;
that the power comes from the putting on of
the Lord’s spirdt, not the laying on of men's
hunds; that it is the privilege and duty of all
the Lowd’s peogiie to thus propbesy, and not
of & prescribed few, and that iL Is in every
way desirable that 21l sboald recelve the
spirit of Ged, and baving received it to make
it manifest wherever they are. The waysof
prophesying in the eamp dré different:

First. It can be est In thal most effec-
tive of all preaching. viz: Right-living men
know true reiigion when they sea It, without
telog told of & or sbout It. There is a won-
derful power in a bright face that arises from
u-pum n.nl freedom from eare and sor-
row. ere's a grealer power In'a bright,
Christian face, that comes from the recejving
of Christ’s spirit, and shines in spite of sor-
row. When one carries In every of his
life the spirit of the Lord Jesus, spirit of
truth and love, every one who sees himknows
something of truth and love by sight, and not |

Secondly. It will be manifested in halpful
words to thoee sick fn body, and soui.
When the body is in need “all feal that they
can belp supply these wants, and that their
hunges will preeent too carefal & serutiny of |
tke lpod suf + But when they are sick in
mind or eonl there Is & fooling that
only a minister can talk and pray with them
U thelr satisfactton or good. ?t tiniu happens
that while most tempting dishes are prepared
for the body thelr souls are often bhungry
aud u ed for.

In other homes we may be restrained
by questions of uette, but in our own
bomes we are supreme. It s our right to
give tone to conversation, direction to all pas-
times, and introduce such A5 WO are
accusionied to.
