The Democrats failed
to cet possession of the State House last
night. Troops guarded the building.

OCCUPATION OF THE CAriTOL.
Charleston, Nov. 23. At midnight the

State House in Columbia was occupied by
Federal troops, who camped in the rotunda
and kept the doors barrel. This morning a
cordon of sentinels was formed around the
building and admittance denied to all except
those having passes from Governor Chamber-
lain's private secretary, W. R. Jones. The
streets of Columbia are crowded with pconlc
from all parts of the State. Quiet reigns, but

CHEAT EXCITESIEXT

There Is great excitement here The
United States troops have possession of tbe
State House and nave refused admission to
the Edgefield and Laurens delegations.

SCENE AT THE STATE HOUSE.

Columhis, 8. C, Nov. 231:10 p. m. At
midnight last night tbe State Hoase was occu-p.r.- d

By United S'ates troops. No one was
allowed to cn'er without a pass from Mr.
Jones, clerk of the late House, or Mr. Dennis,
one of Chamberlain's rren. About 9 o'clock
Gin. Gordon, United States Senator from
Georgia, and Gen. Johnson, State Senator of
VirciUa, with Messrs. Peek and Jeffreys,
members of the Legislature, demanded admit-
tance. Tbe rotunda was filled with troops
and arms stacked around the Washington
ttatne. The members of the Legislature ex-

hibited their certificates from the Supreme
Court of tbeir election, and tbe corporal of tbe
guard refoccd them admittance under the
orders of Dennis, who was standingly. The
Democratic members then met in caucus, an!
about 11.15 proceeded In a body to demmd
admittance. In the meantime Geo. Hampton
had an lutervlew with Gen. Ruger, who then
changed the orders so as to allow any one to
pass tbe sentinels who claimed to be elected
members of the Legislature. Under this
change ol orders all the members are now
being admitted slowly as the corporal of tbe
cuard examines their credentials. The mem

! ORGANIZING THE nOUSE.
Columbia, Nov. 23. The Democratic mem-

bers from Edgefield and Laurens have been re-

fused admittance to tbe hall of the House of
Representatives. The Republicans Imme-
diately proceeded to organize, and fifty-nin- e

members answered to their names.
Mr. Jones, clerk of the old House, declared

fifty-nin- e to be a quorum, and E. W. M.
Mackey and N. Meyers, colored, were nomi-
nated for Speaker.

No Democratic members having yet come
into Ihe House, Mackey, on the call of the
roll, received fifty-seve-n out of fifty-nin- e votes,

nd was declared the duly elected Speaker. --

r The Democrats have retired, and Mackey
has taken the chair. In explanation of these
proceedings, It must be remembered that the
House when full consists of 124 members, and
C3 being a majority are aQUOrumforthe trans-
action of business.

Tbe Democrats, including the nine disputed
members from Edgefield and Laurens, have

sixty-fou- r members and the Republicans only
sixty when all their members are present.
The Democrats claim that sixty-thre- e Is the
lawful quorum, while the Republicans claim
that a majority of the members admitted by
the canvassers to be elected, viz: one hundred
and fifteen, is a quorum, and with their fifty-nin- e

have gone to work.
Mackey, on taking his seat as Speaker, de-

livered a speech, and the fifty-nin- e members
were then sworn in, only one Republican
being absent. O. A. Jones, the former col-

ored clerk, was elected and sworn In. The
House, as now organized, consists of five
whiles and fifty four negroes,

SURRENDERING PRIVATE ARMS HAMPTON
SPEAKS.

Columbia, S. C, Nov.2S. The Democratic
members before they reached the State House
building this morning surrendered all private
arms.

One of the Democratic members who bore a
certificate of the board of canvassers went into
the' hall, and found the Republicans already
organized, with a Speaker in the chair and a
clerk at the desk. He returned to the door,
and was refused egress until he threatened
prosecution for false Imprisonment. '

"Wm?H. Reddish, a prominent Republican
member, refused to .enter the hall with Fed-
eral bayonets at the door, and is now acting
with the Democrats. During the excitement
created by the refusal to admit the Democrats
an Immense crowd had assembled In front of
the State House. When the Federal officer
in .charge approached Gen. Hampton, who
'was In the State House, with a request to pre-
vent the crowd from pushing in, Gen. Hamp-
ton, immediately appeared upon the front
'steps of the Capitol, and 'addressed the crowd
as follows: .

"Mt FniENCa: I am trnly doing what I have
done earnestly during this whole exciting co-
ntestpouring oil en the troubled waters. It Is of
the greatest Importance to ns all, as cltliens of
South Carolina, tnat peace should be preserved.
I appeal to you all, white men and colored, as
Carolinians, to use every effort to keep down vio-
lence and turbulence. One act of violence may
precipitate bloodshed and desolation. I Implore
you, then, to preserve the peace. I beg all of
my friends to disperse to leave tne grounds of
tbe Capitol and I advise all the colored men to
do the same. Keep perfectly quiet, leave the
streets, and do nothing to provoke a riot. We
trust to the law and the Constitution, and we
have perfect faith la the justice or our cause."

The whites Immediately dispersed, and their
conduct was followed by a great many of the
colored people.

ACTION OP THE DEMOCRATIC MEMBERS.
Columbia, Nov. 2S, 3 p.m. The Demo-

cratic members, after leaving the State-hous-

met together for consultation, and without
taking any action adjourned till 3 p. m. The
session was secret. Jlr.RadUh,

of the Legislature from Orangeburg,
left the Republican House with the Democrats,
refusing to have any thing to do with the
organization of that body. There are only
three whites in the nouse of Representatives
as organized.
DEMOCRATIC MEMBERS ENTERING THE HOUSE.

Columbia, S. C, Nov. 23, 12:45 p. m. At
11:45 a. m. the whole numberof the Demo-
cratic members of the Legislature marched up
to the State-hous- e door with John C Shepard,
of Edgefield, at their head.

Tbe door was guarded by United States
troops and by John B. Dennis, a United States
marshal. Shepard asked for admission, where-
upon Dennis asked If he had a certificate of
election from the Secretary of State. Shepard
said that he had tbe certificate of the Supreme
Court, and Dennis said, "If you have not the
certificate of the Secretary you cannot enter."
Shepard then said he demanded the right to
read a protest from the Democrats, which he
proceeded to do, when he was stopped by Col.
Uershell, the chairman of the Democratic
committee. Capt. Kellogg, U. S. A., who
was at the door, after a conference said that
all persons having certificates from either the
Secretary of State or the Supreme Court
would be admitted.

Shepard presented the certificates of the
court and passed in.

The guard are now examining the certifi-
cates, and the Democrats are passing In, being
first asked for their arms. There is no cer-
tainty as yet whether the Democrats will get
Into the Hall of the llouse or not. They are
cow in the lobby.

Columbia, Nov. 23. The Democratic mem-
bers elect to the House of Representatives met
at 7 p. m. In Carolina hall. Sixty-fou- r Demo-
crats and two Republicans participated and
were sworn In by Judge Cooke. The House
organized, and will claim recognition to-
morrow. This leaves fifty-eig- members In
the Republican House, one less than a quorum
claimed by them, and five less than the num-
ber which the Democrats "claim Is necessary
for a quorum. Each House will demand of
the Secretary of State the returns of the
vote for Governor.

All is quiet The Supreme Court
has not yet decided the question of counting
the electoral vote.

BOBTII CAItOLIXA.
Keogh Claims the State for Ilnyea.
New Tore, Nov. 23. A Raleigh special to

the Herald says Colonel Thomas B.Keogh,
chairman ofthe Republican State Committee,
last night filed a protest with Governor
Brogden against the announcement of the
vote of North Carolina for Presidential elec-
tors. He enumerates twenty-thre- e counties
to which he objects on the grounds of Illegal
returns, ne claims tnat the throwing oat of
tbece counties will, with the omission of
eight counties not heard from, give the State
to nayes. Colonel Keogh furthermore
allc.es that Wm. B. Glenn, a Democratic
elector from the Eleventh dUtrict, is ineli-
gible, being a commlsslonsr under the act es-
tablishing the Southern Claims Commis-
sioner.

San Francisco, Nov. 23. The Secretary of
State last night canvassed the votes of the
State, giving Hayes 7S,60S and Tilden 75,811.
Marin county Is not Included in the count,
the returns not having been received.

retary of Sta'e says unofficially there will
probably be a contest between Pacheo, Rep.,
and Wlgginton, Dem., candidates for Con-
gress In the Fourth district, on the following
grounds: In Monterey county the supervisors
canvassed and certified the returns to the
county clerk.

A Republican Majority Shown
Conntles Contested by Each Party
'DIspntc Over Baker County Two
Sets or Returns Read Confusion
Becoming; Confounded.

Tallahassee, Nov. 28. The board met at
10 o'clock. There were present for the Re-

publicans Gen. Barlow, of New York; Messrs.
Ampt and Noyes, of Ohio; Lew Wallace and
Mr. Brady, of Indiana; W. E. Chandler, of
New Hampshire, and several local politicians.
For the Democrats appeared Messrs. Manton
Marble and Paris, of New York; G.W. Biddle,
D. W. Sellers, J.K. jtead-Samu- J. Thomp-
son, Malcolm Hay, G. W.Guthrie, of Pennsyl-

vania; C.W.Wooley.ofOhlo; L. Saltonstall,
of Massachusetts; Mr. John F. Coyle.of Wash-

ington; Charles Gibson, of Missouri;' Perry
Smith, of Illinois; J. E. Brown and P. M. B.
Young,"of Georgia, jtth several local, poli-

ticians.
Gen. Brannon, of the United States army,

had a seat inside the railing with the board.
The secretary at once began the opening of
the sealed packages of votes. As the reading
proceeded the Republicans gave notice that
they would contest the counties of Columbia,
Hilisboro', Holmes, Jackson, Levy, Liberty,
Maralee, Nassau, Orange, Putnam, Polk, San
Larosa, Sumpter, Suwannee, Taylor, Volusia,
Wakulla, Walton and . Washington. The
Democrats gave notice of contests Alachua,
Bake, Clay, Duval, Escambia, Gadsden, Jef-
ferson, Leon and Marion. The resul tof the
electoral vote as read from the face of the
returns was as follows on the electoral ticket
from the highest votes on each considered Re-

publican majorities : Alachua, 717; Baker, 41;
Duval, C0; Escambia, 175; Gadsden, 465; Jef-
ferson, 1,023; Leon, 3,032.-- Madison, 418;
Marion, 504; Nassau, 135. Total Republican
majorities, 7,4G0. The Democratic majorities
were:Brevard,a;Bradrbrd,501;Calhoun,152;
Columbia, 185; Clay, 164; Franklin, 76; Ham-
ilton, 287: Hernando, 435; Hilisboro', C0t:
Holmes, 284; Jackson, OS; Lafayette, 247;
Liberty, CI; Levy, 250; Manatee, 230; Monroe,
C7; Orange, 701; Putnam, 20; Polk, 450;

The Democrats have a claim of 21 omitted
voters in Clay county which appear on the
face of the return from that county, but are
not added up in the general result, because
the evidence that the inspectors were sworn
Is not in.

The 23 votes will be counted probably by
common consent. This would leave a majority
of 19 for the Republlcau electors. The county
that made the only violent Inroad on the Dem-
ocrats' calculations was Baker. They have a
regularly certified copy of the return from that
county giving" a Democratic majority of 94.
This return was regular, and it was thought
final. This morning a new return was read,
signed by the judge and sheriff, but not the
county clerk, which, by the throwing out of
several Democratic precincts, gives a Republi-
can majority of 41, making a difference of 185
votes. The Democrats were astounded at this
alteration, and will produce the precinct re-

turns to show that it is not a correct return.
Upon completing the countlhgof the returns

the board adjourned until 4 p. m.
A DUPLICATE RETURN IN DISPUTE.

Tallahassee, Fla., Nov. 23. Upon the
assembling of the board this evening Mr.
Pasco, for the Democrats, demanded to know I

wnetner tne Doara naa not reccivea anotner
return from Baker county than the one which
was read. Tbe chairman declined to state, as
Baker county was not, nnn en ,lTn. .Mr.

At this point the secretary, without further
opposition, read a return signed by the clerk
and justice and properly attested which gave
a Democratic majority of 95. It appears
that the returns, one signed as above and an-
other signed by the Judge and sheriff and
justice, were sent up. With the returns
claimed by Mr. Pasco admitted the Tilden
electors have 135 majority. With both re-
turns held subject to future decision the Dem-
ocrats have 2 electors by 5 majority, 1 by
3 majority, and the Republicans have 1 elec-
tor by 1 majority.

LOUISIANA.
Urging Supervisors to Make Returns.

New Orleans, Nov. 23. The returning
board reassembled this morning. All the
members of the Republican and Democratic
committees and counsel were present. Gen.
Anderson made another personal explanation.
Judge SpoQbrd suggested that the board
should give a general order to compel super-
visors of the following parishes to hand In
their returns, viz : Franklin, Grant, Living-
ston, Lafayette and Tangipahoa. Judge Spof-for-d

remarked that in these parishes there
were large Democratic majorities. Gov. Wells
said the board was entirely Independent of the
supervisors.

appointment of electors is placed within the
exclusive control and jurisdiction of the Legis-
latures.

It is In these
words, (Article 2, section 1, clause 2) : "Each
State shall appoint, in such manner as tbe
Legislature thereof may direct, a number of
electors equal to the whole number of Sen-

ators and Representatives to which the State
ma be entitled in the Congress; but no Sen-
ator or Representative, or person holding an
office of trust or profit under tho United
States, shall be appointed an elector."

The Wash Inc ton Honnment Once

but one Donne well aug, ana mat on tne
south side. They have now reached about
twenty-fiv- e feet in depth with the dlsglng, and
have erected tne oonnz apparatus, wit n wnicn
they intend to go a depth of one hundred
feet. At twenty feet deep the earth was
found to be a mixture of clay ana sand, xhe
appearances thus far indicate a good solid bed
below. It is claimed by some that there is
no necessity of going to any such proposed
depth, for the surface of the water In the
river Is but twenty-tw-o feet below the surface
far the ground at the base of the monument.
and In a little over slxtv feet a point will bo

First Count of the Electoral Vote.

AUSTRIA.

Tbe Anstro-Hunararla- n Compromise-Gr-eat

Excitement Prevailing.
London, Nov. 28. A special dispatch frpm

Vienna to the Times announces tbe existence
of a crisis, caused by the agitation In Austria
against the scheme for the establishment of a
bank for Austro-Hungar- This scheme forms
part of the plan known as the Anstro-Hunga-ri-

compromise for settling the relations be-

tween the two halves of the Empire, and has
excited great dissatisfaction in Austria as un-

duly favoring Hungary. A committee ap-

pointed by the Austrian National Bank has
recommended the rejection of the bank
scheme.

A special dispatch from Vienna to the yews
says there Is much excitement there, as with-
out an agreement on the bank question a re-
newal ofthe Austro-Hungarla- n compromise is
impossible.

TheAirm also has a special dispatch from
Pesth which says the Hungarian Finance Min-
ister has started suddenly for Vienna, it is
said by direct command of the Emperor to
confer with the Austrian Minister of Finance.

The Pester Correspondent says: "Both Gov-

ernments are resolved to adhere to the
Austro-Hungarla- compromise, as settled by
the compact concuded in May. The Hunga-
rian Government can make no future conces-
sion without risking the. parliamentary ma-
jority."

A Renter dispatch from Vienna says the
rumors of a ministerial crisis are denied in

circles, but the telegram shows
that a very heated feeling exlits between the
Government and the constitutional party In the
Relschrath on the bank question.

A special dispatch from Vienna to the Times
says Turkey has formally protested against the
line of demarkatlon fixed by the international
commission between the Turkish and Monte-
negrin forces, and complications are feared in
connection with revictualing places besieged
by the Montenegrins, the regulation of which
was left for settlement by a subsequent un-
derstanding.

THE EASTERN CONTROVERSY.
A Dispute Over the Neutral Zone.

London, Nov. 29The Times' Vienna dis-

patch says a dispute has arisen regarding the
line of demarkatlon around Alexlnatz.

It Is high time that South Carolina resign her
spirit of bold bravado, and accept the lawful
arbitrament of every grievance. The country
Insists on order and obedience.

The outlook is certainly more prom-
ising than it --was a week ago. Whatever
doubts may be raised between now and the
meeting of the Electoral College in regard to
the result to be declared by that body, there
can be no question that, a) steadily- - maintained
by the Item, Hayes will be found to have been
honestly elected.

The only serious danger before the country
depends on tbe spirit in which that declaration
will be received by the Democratic leaders,
and the temper In which the Democrats in
Congress will be prepared to discuss their du-
ties contingent on such a decision. The prob-
lem before the country would prove a very
simple one, if people approached Its solution
with perfect good temper and entire readiness
to be convinced by a preponderance of evidence
on either side.

Philadelphia Bulletin The situation
in South Carolina has assumed a somewhat
serious appearance, but the peril to the pub-
lic peace is not threatened by the Federal au-
thorities, as the Democratic papers would
have us believe. The troops that are now in
Columbia have been sent there for good rea-
sons. The Legislature meets and
it will have a Republican majority In both
houses. It Is believed that certain Demo-
crats who claim to have been elected from
disputed districts will attempt to take their
seats, and If they are refused permission to do
so, that the Democratic mob will use force to
secure the object. This done, the programme
is to proclaim Wade Hampton Governor with-
out more ado, and so to deliver the State over
to the Democracy. Governor Cham-
berlain has asked for the troops so
that peace may be preserved and the Legisla-
ture protected. The Democrats who Intend
to try to obtain seats from the disputed dis-
tricts have no authority forjso doing but the
warrant of the Supreme Court, which hi3
tried to usurp the power of the Legislature
to determine the qualifications of its own
members. The court is owned by the Demo-
cratic party, and it has shown Its purpose to
carry out its scheme for helping that party
by sending to jail the members of the can-
vassing board, who very properly refused to
permit it to meddle with a matter over which
it had no Jurisdiction. We wish the loyal
people of this section to observe with careful-
ness the development of the Democratic plot
to rob the Republicans of South Carolina of
their rightful supremacy.

Hew York Herald. Judge Bond's Ac-
tion in South Carolina. We are of the
opinion that no Federal court has a right to
release by habeas corpus prisoners committed
by order of a State tribunal in a matter which
belongs exclusively to State jurisdiction. But
as Judge Bond has not yet decided that he has
authority to set these prisoners at large, we
will await his final action and his statement or
reasons before undertaklns; to criticise his con-

duct. We have no fault to find with bis put-
ting the prisoners in the custody of the United
States marshal. When they were produced In
obedience to the writ they became subject to
the disposal of the court during the proceed-
ings. The counsel of the sheriff asked time
to prepare and argue his case, and it Is
no unwarrantable stretch of authority for

,the cpurt to retain control of the pris-
oners ratajt0ecJJInis resetted --snffMwJ?ata-.
ended. Tbtsheriff's right to their further
custody depends on the final order of the
court, and the court could guard them only
by putting them in custody of its own officer.
If, alter hearing counsel on both sides, Judge
Bond decides that he has no authority to
order their release, no reasonable fault can be
found with his keeping them in his immediate
control during the pendency of the proceed-
ings. Whatever he may do he cannot escape
the earnest scrutiny of the public and the bar,
and he must stand or fall by the judzment of
the better part of the legal profession, who
are the only competent critics of Judge
Bond's points of law. If he releases these
prisoners w e expect to find the judgment of
eminent n lawyers ajalnst him. It
is to be hoped that the further proceedings
will be had before Chief Justice Walte, whose
presence has been requested. He can hardly
refuse to go.
