The quality and training of their
voices were exhibited to full advantage, and no
one could wish for a more delightful vocal per-
formance. Mrs. Sherman made an Indispensable
contribution to the evening's entertainment in
the shape ora solo from Lito Mattrl. The culture
and power of her rich contralto, which Is known
and admired by all the lovers of music in Wash-
ington, were brought Into play by this selection.

Mr. Fugltt, the jolly, rendered a bass solo from
Halery.

His voice Is grand and perfectly disci-
plined, and In the parts where he was constrained
to simple movements Its music was pleasing.
The other parts, though their rendition required
much more skill, were not so enjoyable. He sang
them with sucn tremendous violence that his
voice fell with a stunning and unpleaslng effect.
Mr. Webster accompanied all of the singers on
the piano, and opened the entertainment with a
solo, played with great expression.

The entertainment was concluded by a sextette,
from Doniiettl's "Lucia," sung by Miss Mills,
Mrs. Sherman and Messrs. Wltherow, Pugh,
Gannon and Fugltt. The concert was In every
way a great success.

The regular monthly meeting of the Fire Com-

missioners was held last night, at their rooms In
the Morrison building. Present: Commissioners
Morgan, (president,) Tait, Collins, Bacon, Reed
(secretary) and Stewart.

Chief Cronin submitted his report for the month
of November, which shows that eleven alarms of
fire had been turned in, Involving an estimated
loss of $450, with an Insurance ef $350. Hostlef
Springman, of No. 1 engine company, was trans-lerre- a

to engine cempany No. 4, and Hostler Dun-La- r,

of No. 4, to engine company No. L. On the
23d ult. lie suspended Private Sherwood, of the
Franklin company, and on the 1st Inst. Private
Kees, of engine company No. 4. He also pre-
ferred charges against Private Robinson, of the
same company. With the exceptions heretofore
mentioned the foremen report the conduct of the
men under their charge during the past month
as good. Calhoun Clark was appointed a tempo-
rary private.

Mr. Heary R. Miles, superintendent of the
telegraph, submitted his report for

the month of November, which showed that
11 alarms of fire had been turned in, and that
the lines of telegraph. Instruments and appara-
tus In use are In good order and condition for
work. As a matter or history, It may be

that the number of alarms of fire
durlDgthe month exactly equals the average
number occurring the same month for the past
six years. The largest number of fires that have
occurred In Novemberlnthls District was nine-
teen. In 1875. The lowest number lor the past
six years was seven. In 1874. A communication
was received from the directors of the Columbian
Hospital asking that the be extended
to that building.

Among
them was George Jones, white, who was tried
durir.4 'l.e day on an Indictment for grand larceny,
convicted and sentenced to the penitentiary for
three years. After the trial he took the seat as-
signed him, and during the afternoon managed
to free his hand from the Iron bracelet that In-

cased It. When the crowd rushed out of the
court-roo- at the close of the day's proceedlnrj,
he jumped the railing between the bar and the
audience-room- , rushed out of the door Into thestreet, and away at full speed. Ho was finally
captured by Bailiffs O'Neill and Parker, near
Sixth and E streets northwest, brought back andonce mere safely secured. This is the second
time in eight years that a prisoner has escaped
the marshal's clutches.

"violence, would have been cast for their candi-
dates. The law, therefore, In this, but provides
a partial and Inadequate remedy for the grave
wrongs from which the colored people and whit;
Republicans of Louisiana have long suffered, and
when the proof taken by the board is examined
and weighed It will be lound, as we believe, that
the returns by It excluded for the causes men-

tioned are generally rrom polling places which,

would have given Republican majorities, thereby
increasing that declared by the board,freatly Its powers and duties, this Import-

ant feature of the law should be boxne constantly
In mind, for whilst that tribunal May upon proof
and In the exercise of Judicial discretion reject
votes for the causes mentioned, it cannot upon so
doing return any not actually cast. It will,
therefore, readily occur to any one that a careful
selection ol political managersof certain parishes
known to have large Republican majorities, for
scenes of Intimidation and violence in the belief
that other parishes within the State would enable
them to carry It for their party, even should their
majorities in parishes thus selected be rejected,
might well be a favorite method for achieving
success, and as we proceed It will be apparent
that such was the mode adopted to carry Louisi-
ana for the Demecratle party.

Whilst, from the nature of the mischief to be
remedied, the law could but partially repair It,
the statute under which the board acts Is so
framed as to prohibit the rejection of votes cast at
any poll or voting places, unless certain solemn
formalities are first compiled with, which must
be supplemented by the testimony of witnesses.

THE STATUTE OROASIZlItO THE BOARD

declares, In substance, that whenever, from any
poll or voting place, there shall be received by
the board the stateme'nt of any supervisor of
registration or commlsslonerofelectlon,confirmed
by the affidavits of three or more citizens, of any
riot, tumult, acts of violence, intimidation, armed
disturbance, bribery or corrupt influences which
nrevpnt nr tend to nrevent a fair, free and neace- -
able vote or all qualified electors entitled to vote
at such polls, the board shall proceed to Investi-
gate tho facts, and If, from such statement and
affidavits, they shall be convinced that such
causes did not materially Interfere with the purity
and freedom of such election or prevent a suff-
icient number of voters from voting to materially
change the result of the election, then such vote
shall De canvassed and compiled; 'but If they are
not thus fully convinced It shall be their duty to
examine further testimony in regard thereto, and
to that end shall have power to seqd for persons
and papers. And ir, after the examination, the
board shall be convinced that such actsol vio-

lence, intimidation, &.&, did materially Interfere
with the purity and freedom of tho election at
such poll, or aid prevent a sufficient number
or qualified electors from registering or vot.ng to
materially change the result of the election, then
the board shall not canvass or compile the votes
or such poll, but shall

EXCLUDE IT FROM THEIR RETURNS.

Nothing can be more simple, more just, than
these provisions. They are, for the reason before
stated. Inadequate to secure the administration of
a complete remedy, for It may be fairly said that
If, by reason of violence and intimidation commit-
ted in the interest or one political party, the ad-

herents of another are restrained from voting,
through fear, an equitable remedy, If practicable,
for the outrage would be to count in favor of the
lnjnred every vote they lost. The ascertainment
of this being, however, difficult, the statute of
Louisiana has provided only for the rejection of
votes, and It Is worthy of remark that the most
flagrant cases snbmitted to the board have, as
proven, occurred In parishes where the Republi-
can registered vote, which would undoubtedly
have been cast but for Intimidation and violence,
largely exceeded the registered vote of the Demo-
cratic party.

We have thus alluded to some of the causes
which led to the creation of this board, and have
also called attention to Its duties, and to the proof
upon which It Is authorized to act. It is a tri-
bunal established by the laws of Louisiana, en-
tirely Independent of the laws or any other State
or ol the United States. It Is empowered, among
other things, to canvass and finally determine
the number of votes legally cast for electors of
President and Vice President or the United
States; but In the discharge or that duty it acts
exclusively under

AUTHORITY OF THE LAWS Of THAT STATE,

the Constitution of the United States having
declared that "each State shall appoint. In sucn
manner as the Legislature thereof may direct, a
number or electors equal to the whole number of
Senators and Representatives to which the State
may be entitled In the Congress." Not only Is
the action of this board Independent of State or
national laws other than those of Louisiana, but
Its determination as to the votes cast and candi-
dates elected Is final and substantially conclu-
sive, as appears from a decision of the Supreme
Court of that State, reported in the twenty-flft- h

volume or the Louisiana annual reports, where
the court, at page 288, says:

"No statute conierrlng upon the courts 'the
power to try cases of contested elections or title
to office authorizes them to revise the. action of
the Returning Board. If we were to assume that
prerogative we should have to go still further,
and revise the returns of supervisors of elections,
examine the right of voters to vote, and, In short,
the court would become In regard to such cases
mere officers for counting, compiling and report-
ing election retnrns. The Legislature has seen
proper to lodge the power to decide who has or J
wno nas noi ucen eieciea in me iteiurniug noaru.
It might have conferred that power on the courts,
but it did not. Whether the law be good or bad,
It Is our duty to obey Its provisions, and not to
legislate."

It became our duty immediately on arriving In
New Orleans to thoroughly understand the Con-
stitution, powers and duties of the board, and to
examine with care the statutes under which it
was bound to act; and enough has been written to
show that a tribunal, charged with such duties
and Invested with such powers, the members of
which were originally appointed by the Senate.

rE0WS OK FRAUD.
We will now present such an outline of the proofs

as disclose not only such violence and Intimidation
as prevented a fair election In several parishes
at many polls, buz disclose also that these grave
offenses were committed In pursuance ofa precon-
certed and settled plan formed by the Democratic
leaders to prevent Republican voters from attend-ln- g

the polls, and that such unlawful purpose was
so effectually accomplished as not only to Interfere
with the purity and freedom of the election, bat
materially to C'JIERC Its result.

To illustrate hoxr esrermly the pollt'cal campaign
was considered, and the plan tsSUAned contrived
by the leaders of the Democratic party. It Is lustruc
live to refer to a circular Issued from the rooms of
the Democratic-Conservati- State central commit-
tee at New Orleans, marked "confidential," and
signed by J. W. ration, president, and P. J. Sul-
livan, secretary. Intended for circulation In each
parish, and recommending the formation of ward
clnbs therein. These circulars urged that "la con
versatlonno gloomy forchodlags should be lndnlged
In, and that the result of the election should be
siioken of as a foregone conclusion, as we have the
means of carrying the election, and intend to do so.
But be careful to sayaud do nothing tnatcan be
construed Into a threat or Intimidation of any char
acter."

The circular also recommended that there should
be frequent meetings of all the clubs to be formed,
and that occasionally form at tblr several places
of meeting and proceed thence ou horseback to the
central rendezvous, stating tnat "proceedings of
this character would impress the negroes with a

SESSEOF YOUR CX1TED STRENGTH."
And It further recommended that on the day of

election at each voting place there should be "affi-
davits prepared to the effect that" there has been
no Intimidation on account of anr efiorts iy the
Democratic Coascrvativ e party to prevent any one
from voting on account of race, oolor or previous
condition of servitude.

Thus carefnllr guided from the central Demo-crit- ic

authority by this secret and confidential
circular; urged to Impress on the timid blacks
by horseback processions a sense of the united
strength of their former masters, anil warned to
prepare blank affidavits in advance that no ter-
rorism had been exercltd, the next and not the
Uast Important part of the scheme or these leaders
was to select the parishes where, "havlngthe means
to carry the sdsctlon, and Intending to use them.'1
as stated In the circular, they could do so with the
most effect.

REGISTERED STBENGTII OF VOTERS.
There were In the State of Louisiana oa the day of

election S2.UXS white registered voters, and 1 15, 310
colored a majority of the latter of 22.S14. It was
well known that Ifleft frcetovote uninfluenced by
violence or Intimidation the blackswould be abost
unanimously Bepubllean, and that, with tne white
Itrpubllran vote. Its majority would about be equal
to that above Indicated. The plan appears to'.ave
been to select for purposes orfuilmluatlou and vio-
lence as few parishes as for In forty of fty
seven parishes whertlicsaweru not employed tne

If to the Democratic matorlty from the four par-

ishes, as above stated, we add the 17 thus claimed
and insisted upon before the Returning Board, a
Democratic majority of 4,495 la the result of the
election In five parishes containing 13,244 colored
Republicans and 5,134 white Democratic voters.

The conclusion that intimidation and violence
alone could have produced this is almost Irresisti-
ble, and that such Influences were employed, and
were supplemented by murder when that was
thought necosary.
