. GOING TO EUROPE.

In 1571 the Doctor and bis wife want to Europs,
fmmedistely after the former’s famous pttempt
to galn notoriety by pretending to attemptithe
taking of hislife. They first weutto Viemna,
and then to Paris, the Doctor coutionally duink-
ing and gambling, and performing all manner of
freaks in his search for notoriety. Upon oneooea-
pion, by advertisemonts In the néwspapers, he
invited every American in Paris to s sumplious
feast In his apartments in the Champs Elysees.
The house was full of Sowers, from the cos-
cierge’s hall to the roof and the repast was of
the most elaborate character. Upon its eon-
clusion the jocose Doctor left Paria fuor a few
days, and his wife was obliged to defray all Aho
expenses of the banquet. Whils in Paris he coo
night romewhnt alarmed his wife by attempting
10 choke her while shie was asicep, and upon
another occasion he struck her with his fist, she
to thisday bearing the mark of the blow over her
eye. Omne night, In Latina hotel, in the Kue
Seribe, he entered his wife's room with so epen
kulfe in his hand and conveyed to her the pleas-
ing intelligence that he Intendsd cutting her
throat. Mrs Helmbold canght her babes in her
arms, and running into another room, looked the
door. The Doctor thersupon amused himsalf by
knocking at the door the entire night. Iathe
morning four gendarmes took him away, bat ss
they had mo inebristes’ asylum in Paris he was
put in an asyium for the insane, being driven to
the institutivn in Minlster Washburne's carringe.

SHAKING UF PARIS, J

The Ductor, bowever, managed to obtaln his
release, and again began troubling his wite. In
hopes that a change of scene would do him some
good, together with his wife and children he
traveled through Baslgium., Ia Brussels he
ereated mote trouble, and at length he returmed
to Paris, registering at the Hotel de Louvre.
Here he Lecame very violent, and demalished
nearly every article inthe riom. His wife sent
for & pbyeician, who advised his confinement. He
was then placed in another asylum and escaped,
but was captured and sest back. A fow days after
be indused ome of the patiecis to stand by the
stone wall, 5o that he could jump on his shoulders
and eseape, promising to then ald his friend to
regain his lberty. The Doctor mounted
the wall, kissed hia hand to his friend
and hopped away. The other patient threat-
ened to kill him if he came back The
Doctor was again capiured and did coms baek,
and agaln For the third time he was
retaken, but still true to his record the walls of
" the axylum could not confine his wandarings, and
sxain be was free. This time be made his way to
London, where the French officlals could not
reach him, and his wife did not see him for two
years, She had entered s convent In Parlsto
pe his p o, but ret to this
eopntry August, 1574, came to her native home,
Philadelphia, and found her husband confined in
the Peansylvania Hoapital for the Insane. She
had him removed from there and tock himto
Long Beanch, but he behaved in sueh an ont-
rageous manner that she was obliged to seal him
back to his mother, in Philadelphia, who was
compelled to send him again to the asylum. He
was taken out upon a writ of Asdeas corpus, he
harving secured a lawyer.

TROUBLE [¥ FEW TORK.

He went to the Hotel Royal in New York, and,
while itting at the table with bis wife, who hadt
again joined him, he became very vicleat, and
said aloud that no one should sy & word against
his wife. Mre. Hembold was obliged to lsave the
table, He then went to the Fifth Avenue hotel,
but the proprietor wonld not allow him to remain,
The Doctor, about this time, again became very
violent, and was removed to Hloomingdale asy-
lum. Here he removed the sash from his
window and escaped. He was recaptared in a
minstrel show on Broadway, aad takon Dbask o
the asylum, leather gloves belng placed upen his
hands to prevent hisescape. The Doctor Anally ob-
tained hi=s releaze from BHlcomingdale and came
to Philadelphis, where, at the Instance of his
trother Albert, a commiesion de lunatico ingui-
rendo was appointed to consider hisosse, and af-
ter numerous sessjons he was finally deciared in-
sane, and agaln placed In the Pannsylvania
Hospital for the Insane. But It was the same old
story—tihe doctor one night mysterigusly disap-
peared. Itls supposed he oblained a daplicate
key from some outside friend. He was recap-
tared, however, and again placed In confinement,
only to repeat that which he repeated so often—a
complets demonstration of the faet that he wasnot
born to die in an asylum for the insane. He ob-
talned ‘he confidense of & gale-kKeeper, and
talked to him as culy the imaginstive braln of
Dr. Helmbold can make the human tongue talk,
and completely convinced the man that I the
Doctor was releaszad and affordsd a chance to
regain the fabuious wealth his ensmies bad
Tebbed him of, then the poor gate-kocper shoukl
bave at least half of the glittering pile, and,
thereafler, he could be & retired prinee.

ANOTHER ESCAFE

So Dr. Helmbold put on another patient’s hat,
walked out the door, hastened to New York, and

Lhe poor gate.keeper (s now probably peorer than
over—he was discharged. Arriving in New York
the deetor laughed at the attempts of his rels-
tives sgain to place him in confinement. He
btoarded at the Fifth Avenue hotel, and his family
recently expressed & detormination to allow him
to resuma business If he thould give some proof of
his having regained his old-time mental equili-
brinm. His wife, however, determined upon pro-
curing & divorce, and as soon s her petition was
granted, the doctor, who even in the midst of his
us dunot d her always spoke of
