It
stated in substance that four members
or the Returning Board deny the authority
of the Bouse of Representatives to review the
decision of the returning board until they deliver
their doenments to the General Assembly. They
also protest against the attempt of the House of
Representatives ol tho United States to obtain
and review documents In their possession, and
claim that as Individuals they cannot, under
the constitution and laws of the State, surrender
them. They state farther that they will have
copies of all documents made for the committee
ir the committee will provide the necessary
means, that the State .Legislature has made
no appropriation for them, and they cannot,
therefore, furnish copies unless the com-

mittee furnish funds. These ;cop!es they say
will be made Ss soon as they are through with
the documents, provided funds are furnished.
When the communication had been heard the
chairman asked if Mr. Wells was present, and
being answered in the negative, he Instructed
the sergeant to notify the members of the
Returning Board that their presence would be
expected at 11 a. m. on Wednesday, In obedience
to the orders of tho Speaker of the Bouse of
Representatives of the United States. Another
communication from Charles S. Abell, secretary
of tbe Returning Board, was then read in an-

swer to the subpeena duces tecum served on him,
declining to furnish documents, as he had been
Instructed not to do so. These refusals created
considerable excitement. The room was crowded
with spectators and witnesses.

A FIELD DAT IX THE MOUSE

Over tbe Joint Rules A Tilt Between
General Gar&eJd and "Mr. Speaker"

The letter's Slancehvres Exposed
The Oregon Trie! Senator Morton's
Speech.

CONGRESSIONAL REVIEW.
Benate.

In the Senate yesterday the Joint resolution, of-

fered by Sir. Bayard, calling upon the Attorney
General for information In regard to tha employ-

ment of United States marshals, was taken np.
The scope of the Inquiry was enlarged, on motion
of Mr. Edmunds, and the resolution was then
adopted. The Republican Senators are evident-
ly not frightened at any proposed Inquiry, for
they have not only cheerfully agreed to there-ques- ts

of the Democrats for information, but
have, in all cases, indicated a willingness to aid
the opposition to get at all the bottom facts.

THE OREGON MATTER.

Mr. Mitchell's resolution, relating to the
electoral vote of Oregon, came up in due course.
Mr. Morton, In an able argument, showed the Il-

legality or Governor Grover's action, and even
demonstrated that the English law did not sus-

tain his action. He took the very proper ground
that nothing could make the election or an ineli-
gible candidate go for naught unless notice of In-

llonse of Representatives.
In the House of Representatives, after the In-

troduction or bills and otherprellmlnary business,
the subject or the Joint rules came up for discus-
sion incidentally. Mr. Bland, or Missouri, de-

manded the regular order, and claimed that un-

der the twenty-firs- t Joint rale he was entitled to
the floor for the unfinished business of last' ses-

sion. Rule 138 of the House is couched In the
same language as the twenty-firs- t joint rule, and
when the Speaker aSdmltted Mr. Bland's claim
to the floor Sir. Garfield protested against his
doing 89, on the assumption that the Joint rules
were not In force. In the discussion that ensued
It became manifest that the Republicans will be
united In concurring with the Senate that tbe
joint rules are not In force, while the Democratic
Representatives will support Mr. Randall's rul-
ing that they are still operative.

It was Mr. Garfield's purpose at first to appeal
from the decision of the Chair and put the mem-
bers on record on the question, bnt he concluded
to await a more direct opportunity. In the
course or his remarks Mr. Garfield had read the
proceedings of tbe first day or the last session,
when Mr. Randall offered his resolution adopting
the rules of the House of Representatives of the
Forty third Congress as the rales of the present
House. Mr. Garfield held at the time that the
resolution was entirely unnecessary and objected to

the ground of "Immemorial usage" Speaker
Kerr overruled a point or order made by Mr.
Garfield and said: "The Chair overrules the
point of order on the ground that the
Constitution clearly gives to each House
the right to adopt its own rales. Whatever may
have been the rules ol order or a precedingHouse
In re erence to this matter, they cannot supersede
the constitutional right or this House to adopt IU
own rales." Mr. Randall coLcnrred In this opin-
ion, and sneerlngly remarked that "Immemorial
usage" might do for the Republican side of the
House, bnt that the Democrats Intended to be
strict constructionists. If Mr. Randall and his
Democratic friends had at that time accepted Mr.
Garfield's view they would not now have this
trouble on the subject. But Randall ;was "not at
all abashed at this record, and he readily found a
way to get around it. He resorted to the

SMALL FETTIFOOOIKO BUSINESS
and special pleading by saying that the words
"Joint rales" did not oeenr In the discussion, and
that his resolution had reference exclusively to
the rales of the House. This is a very likely
story 1 How could there be Joint rules If there
werenoHonseralesT But Sir. Randall Is famous
for crawling outol a bad record. It is not the
first time that he has boldly and unblushingly
"gone back on himself." Who does not recollect
the history of the salary grab!

SAMUEL J. RANDALL
was the most violent and moat unscrupulous of
the grabbers. He asserted that a Congressman'
who did not consider himself worth 47,603 a year
was not fit to represent an American constit-
uency. He denounced the gentlemen who were
conscientious on the subject, aud who returned
the steal to the United States Treasury. In the
following Congress, when the Increased pay bill
was repealed, Randall voted against It. Then,
unfortunately for the country, a Democratic Con-
gress was elected, and Mr. Randall, having an
eye on the Speakership, became suddenly very
virtuous and economical, and then discovered
that $1,500 a year was enough for any Congress-
man. When his former record was held up to
his gaze be never winced, but gloried In
his Inconsistency. His political lire is
full of just such inconsistencies, and II
Is, therefore, not at all surprising that ho
should unhesitatingly and unblushlngly stultify
himself or his record on the rules. He will shame-
lessly do anything to secure a party advantage,
and will go back on himself as often as his owners
In the Democratic party require that he shall do
so It Is doubtful whether the record of any
other member of the House will show so many

GLARINO INCONSISTENCIES.
He flatly asserts that there are Joint rales when
the accepted parliamentary authority (Barclay's
Digest) says there are not, and when the Journal
of the House Itself records the fact that the joint
rales are published therein solely for Informa-
tion.

Mr. Springer, of Illinois, whoss "voice was for
war" in tbe Democratic caucus on Monday, and
who Is ready to Inaugurate Tllden with an armed
force, participated in the discussion yesterday,
and annonnced with such boldness that tbe
House Intended to enforce the Joint rales that he
drew applause from the galleries. There Is
nothing more dear to tho heart ol the Springer
than applause In tbe galleries, unless It be the
"rebel yell" which so often now greets the utter-
ance of the Democratic orator.

The discussion of the joint rales havlngceased,
Mr. Bland got the House to work on his silver
bill. He held that bill on the morning hour for
a period of five weeks last session, simply be-
cause he would not permit debate, and he evinced
a disposition to repeat that experiment yester-
day, but was finally compelled to allow two hours
for debate at the expiration of which
time the vote will be taken.

tary or the Navy transmitting the report of the
board appointed under a clause of the last naval
appropriation bill to Inquire Into the expediency
or discontinuing any of the present navy yards or
naval stations. The committee recommend that
the following be not discontinued: KIttery, Me.;
Boston, Brooklyn, League Island, Washington,
Norfolk, Pensacola, Mare Island, and the naval
stations at Key West and Sacketrs Harbor, and
that the following be abandoned: New London
navy yard, naval grounds at New Orleans, and
the naval property at Brunswick, Ga.

The board see no necessity at the present time
In recommending permanent naval stations at
Fort Royal, Savannah, Brunswick, Oa., or on the
coast of South Carolina, to determine which a
visit was made.

The board declare Cockspur and Tybee Island ,

not at all suited for such a purpose. At Bruns-
wick, Ga., the land belonging to tbe United
States is marshy and wholly unsuitod for a navy
yard. The harbor or Port Royal, S. C, and Its
tributaries present great advantages, and offer
the necessary depth or water and facilities for en-
tering the port, without risk to vessels of war.
Port Royal bay Is a noble sheet of water, un-
doubtedly the finest harbor on our Southern
coast, Thewonder is that the place was so little
known or appreciated prior to 1891. There are
several favorable sites for a naval station at Port
Royal, allof which nust be carefully studied and
compared before the best one can be determined.
In the meantime tbe board recommend that Port
Royal be used as a temporary fitting and coaling
station for vessels stationed In the West Indies.

Infant child In July last, was
resumed Is the Criminal Court, before Judge
MacArthur, yesterday.

fendant that she was entitled to a discharge on
the ground of having once been placed In jeopardy
by submitting to a previous trial, was argued,
and the Jury upon this point returned a verdict
for the Government.

TBS TISTllf HO DXTAILS.
Dr. A. B. Shekells having bees swots, testi-

fied that he made an examination of a female
child in July last at the Georgetown, station-hous- e.

Death had been caused by a wound on
the neck, nearly severing the head from the
trunk. Applied the medical test, and was satis-fle- d

that the child had been bom alive.
Made no particular examina-

tion exeept of the lungs. Itwas done In the Core,
soon or July It. The navel cord was not tied.
The lungs floated, and witness rested his opinion
that the child was born alive on that foundation.
Did not know that the lungs would float from
other causes besides respiration. Was not ac-
quainted with the defendant.

There might be causes sufficient to
produce insanity In a woman when giving birth to
her first child.

To the Court: Gould not say that the umbilical
cord was cutu It had been severed, and some
three Inches remained with the body.

Cathatlne Donohnn, being sworn, testified that
she Jived, In July last, in Admiral Radford's
house, Stoddard streetGeorgetown. The pris-
oner came there to live In November, 1875. and re-
mained until. July last. On the Hth of July wit-
ness went to clean the cellar and saw some loose
earth, out or which something was sticking.
Went to pick It up and

Radford was the next witness
sworn: Resided on Stoddard street, Geonretown.

cellar. Wltnssswent and told two officers, who
came, put the Infant bva box and took It to the
station, where-th- eoroner made an examination.

The defendant had been In witness' employ about
eight months.

Officer Riley having been sworn, said that he
knew the defendant by sight. He arrested her
after he had been Informed that a dead child had
been round. Ha went to the house where pris-
oner lived, and waited until the eoroner came.
She seemed to be excited, and wanted to know
what they wonld do with her. Witness replied
that he did not know. She then asked If he did
not think sbe4ad better tell the truth. Witness
replied that ihe could do as she pleased. She
then said that the child was bom on the morning
of the 13th or July, a little before day. She
thought th child would die, and If It did live she
had no way to takacare of it, and she killed -

srrs said that sot ctrr its thboat
either with a dinner or tanle-knlf- Nobody was
present at the time she made the statement.

vVtiiMJS-took-he- the station-hous- Lieut.
Hurley was In charge at the time.

The woman seemed to bs ex-
cited, asd asked what she could do or say.

Sergeant W. H, Trunnell was sworn, and testi-
fied that he knew the defendant, and saw her at
the station: made an examination of her room,
and found bloody clothingbetweenthe mattresses
of hex bed; the clothing was as usderwalst, skirt
asd some rags; carried her to jail; she seemed
greatly excited, and witness told her that she was
going to the hospital; she stated substantially
what Officer Riley testified to.

She was excited and some-
times was crying and sometimes laughing; she
did not want to go anywhere, but thought that
she could take care of herself.

From
these observations witness came to the conclu-
sion that her mental faculties ware very much
impaired.

Thought her conduct Interrupted others
In their devotions. There was nothing to Indi-
cate Insanity In her seriousness. She was a
member orthe church. At the time she was

Did not believe that she knew at that
time that It was wrong to steal. She ought to
then have known that It, was wrong to kill,
whether she did or not.

W. F. Gibbons swore that he had known the
defendant for four Tears; had seen her act queer,
and had an odd way or expressing hersolf; her
manner of conducting herself at the store was
silly, and he did not think her mind

Never saw any other signs of
derangementabout her except her laughing, silly
way.

H. Whales testified that he had known the de-
fendant for two years; always thought that

her actions were strange; In church she would be
gaslng and looking around, and did not do as or-
dinary people did; witness came to the conclusion
that she was sot bright.

W. A. Hutehlns swore that ha has known
the defendant for four or five years; lived as a
hired girl In his bouse four years; paid little att-
ention to her: on one occasion she dressed her.
self up as an Indian squaw and went alone to a
public masquerade ball; did not consider that a
sane woman would do such a thing; has seen
things In Tier that no sound woman would do;
would get stubborn and fly Into a rage at times
without cause; witness never looked upon her as
of sound mind.

Went to the ball about two
Tears ago; based my Judgment upon the fact of
her going to the ball alone; discovered her going
alone from Information of members of the fam-
ily; bought a sewing machine when there was
one In the family at her disposal.

Officer Sebastian swore that he had seen the
defendant often; some times would look In his
face and laugh, and other times look grave;
never noticed anything else peculiar; she had a
simple kind or way.

Wm. Cunningham testified that he knew de-
fendant by sight. Never saw anything peculiar
about her except that boys would nalloo at her.

Dr. C. Hoover was the next witness, and said
that he has tested lungs by hydrastle test as to
whether a child was bom alive. This test Is not
final. Another test is the ossification of the pa-
tella. Testified as to other tests ot a child being
bom alive. Lungs might float and yet the child
be still-bor- Child birth would affect the mind
of a weak minded person more than one or sound
mind. First confinement Is generally most painf-
ul- Puerpal mania often occurs, as also puerpal
fever.

Cross examined: No positive test of a child
being bora alive save hearing, or reeling or see-
ing. Floating of lungs Is

rRESorrvxvx xvidxtce op a live sisth.
In puerpal fever the patient Is very violent; great
excitement; lasts In different cases dlherent
lengths of time. Patient Is unconscious of her
actions.

Dr. R. G. Mauss testified that paroxysmal in-
sanity sometimes attends a very painful birth. It
frequently attends the first confinement.

Could not determine as to the
painful effects ol a birth without seeing the
mother or child. Prostration and great weak,
ness afterwards Indicate the degree of pain.

Dr. R. G. Mauss, John Brumer asd S. S. Cutts
were sworn, and gave testimony corroborating
that previously given as to the peculiarities of
the defendant,

Brief arguments were made by Mr. Pelham,

for the defense, and Messrs-Wel-ls and Wells, for
the Government, and, after Instructions from his
Honor, the ease was given to the Jury at S.30
