Taxes on Banks the Object.

Nzw Yourx, Dee. 13—A meeting of bank ofl-
cers, called by the tax committee of clearing
bouses, was held to-day to devise means for pro.
euring a reduction of the present tax on banks.
Fhilo C. Calboun presided. The fullowing reso-
intion was unanimounsly adopted:

That, 1o the opinfon of the associated banks of
Lhis elty and the earnest effort of the banks
throughout the entire country, in asking forre-
lief from the unjust and burdensome welght of
taxation lmposed upon their shareholders by both
Federal, State nnd clty governments, ehould be
especially directed to securing from Congress:
First. the repeal of tax ond deposite, Second, the
repeal of tax on capital. Third, that, ta order to
pruiect bank ehares from upjost and unoqual
tazation by State or Ipeal aathorities, an amend-
mont (o section $219 of the Revised Statutes of the
United Ststes ba procured, providing that
bank shares shall be asscssod at no greater rate
of valuation nor in a different manner than other
real and perzonal property, and they shall have
the eame pﬂvllm& and exemptions with respoct
to taxation as other personsl pro| i

The chairman was suthorized to notify all
other elearing-houses of the country of thelr as-
tion, with & view toward co-operation aad similar
aetion on thelr part.
