THE WATER SEFPLY.

Description of the Foree Pump.

The ®llowing extraet from the recent report of
CoL T. Labey, the water registrar, showing the
mode of pumpine the water into the high grounds,
Georgetown, and giving o complete deseription of
the pump, is of interest to the public:

The system of water supply In L.
fera f:rm that of Washingion so far as reistes to
dlstribution and a ement. All that part of
the eity balow the level of 100 feet is supplied di.
rect (rom the 12and 2-inch mains in Bridge street,
and all that porticn of thecity 100 feet anove tide
is supplied from the high service reservoir, sorner
of High and Road sireets, the aame being fed
from & 10.inch matn from the steam foree-pump,
located on Fourth, near High street. This yump
ie supplied by a12-inch main connected with the
large mains in HTMF‘ street, In January last,
the old pump becoming useless by constant wear,
anew oneol greater power and capacity was sub-
flituted. The new {mnp is one of Knowles' pat-
ent, with the latest Improvements attsched. It
ha= 20 iar given general !ltil!lcuon both as to
capacity, power and durability.
