further claims that If Congress weuld give
the country the double standard of gold and
sllver, as a full iegal tender, we might be able
to withstand the ruloous effects of forced re-
sumption, but to compel people to pay gold
when the gold market is cornered,
would stmply legisiste hoth the country and
people into natioval bankruptcy by permitting
an alien mone; lender to take all kinds of
property without let or hindrance and with no
regard to equity or decency. To make gold
the orly lezal means of payment, when the
pation and pearly every individoal in the
pation bes sold gold short, and thereby turn
the country over to the tender mercies of
forelgn Ebylocks, i« something more than
ordinary villainy, although it masy be done in
the name of honesty. Not s singie one of the
framdulent gold acts has a particle of moral
force, because they would all fall under the
statutes of frands bad they been commitied
as private acts.
