Charles P. Maxwell vs. District or Columbia.

The plaintiff seeks to recover damages from the
District for injuries received by him from railing
into an unguarded excavation across the side-
walk on the north side or Q street, between
Nineteenth and Twentieth stree:s northwest-o- n
the evening orMarch 1, 1872. The plaintiff, a
surgeon in the United States navy, on active
duty, while in the discharge oi his profeslonal
duties fell into the excavation and was grieviously
Injured.

On tbe previous trial the defendants obtained
a verdict, to which exceptions were taken, and
the case taken to the Supreme Court of the
District, where a deis.on was given affirming the
judgment or the court below, on the ground that
tbe District could not be held liable in causes or
this nature. It was then appealed to the Su
preme Court of the United States on the question
or the liabilities or the District or Columbia. The
opinion here obtained was adverse to the Dis-
trict, and the cause remanded to the Circuit
Court rcr a rehearing. Tho Jury round a verdict
for the plaintiff. Damages $5,000.

TBE NATIOHAL THEATRE.
Is it Safe? Officer Council's Beport

Crlticlscd-Dang- cr in the Gallery.
The report prepared by Sanitary Officer Con-ne- ll

in reference to the safety of the National
theatre and the Theatre Comlque, which was
printed In yesterday's was read
with great Interest and elicited considerable
comment. The part that was most criticised was
that portion of the report based upon Mr. Ford's
statement, which said that the average nightly
attendance in tbe gallery, where the danger In
case of panic is greatest, did not exceed thirty.
The members of tbe police board visited the the-
atres yesterday with Inspector Plowman, and
tbe latter gentleman will soon have ready a re-
port upon the subject. The following communi-
cations In reference to the report published yes-
terday contain opinions which are quite gen-
erally entertained:

the attebdahce is the oallebt.
To the Editor of tlu National Republican:

Sib: The report of John Connell, sanitary off-
icer of the Metropolitan police, on Washington
theatrer, published m your paper of toiay,
shows in tho main great teal In the performance
of a somewhat delicate duty. The correctness of
Mr. Connell's own personal observations cannot
be disputed; but it appears rather singular that
this gentleman should have allowed hlmseir to
be duped by Mr. Ford's assertion relative to the
number ol persons visiting the gallery. He says:
"Mr. Ford, the proprietor, states that the audi-enc- c

in the galfery scarcely ever averages thirty
persons a night." Now while this statement may
be true so far as nights or dramatic performances
are concerned, it is absolutely false as to the
nights on which, operas are being acted. Every
theatre habitut knows that on opera nights the
gallery is almost invariably crowded. If fire
should break out In the National theatre on an
opera night, tbe gallery crowded to its utmost
capacity, what would be the result? or what con-
solation could it afford the general publlo to know
that only thirty persons were present the night
before T X.

THE OALLEBT Or THE 17ATI09AS THEATBE,
To the Editor of the National Jttpubltcaiu

Sin: I have read tbe report of Sanitary Officer
Connell in this morning's paper with interest;
but must take exception to one or two statements
contained therein. With respect to the gallery
of the National theatre It is stated that it will
seat S90 persons, and Mr. Ford states the aver-
age attendance there as some thirty persons, and
that f'he never saw It near full only on one occa-
sion." From personal knowledge I can state
mm x nave several times seen tne gauery nearly
full, and that the audience there, when even num-
bering one hundred, can sot reach the street in
much less than ten minutes. The stairs are nar-
row, with three turns, and In case of fire or panic
parties from the gallery would have to contend
with the crowd from the dress circle, whs would
certainly be liable to try every means of exit,
and the door from the drdss circle to tbe gallery
stairs is now conspicuously labeled "exit door."
Another stairway from the gallery (from which
floor the greatest loss of life always occurs) seems
Imperatively necessary. As instances of gallery
crowds at the National theatre, may do In-
stanced the "'Nilsson opera troupe" and the
"Kellogg opera troupe," and more recently the
"Titiens' opera troupe" and the Julius Ussar
combination, at each performance of which tbe
gallery audience must have averaged over 200
persons.

The New York Herald recently sent reporters
to every theatre In that city to witness and re-
port the time It took for each theatre to empty.
Would it not be a good idea for some of your re-
porters to do the like, selecting some holiday ora
play patronlied after the fashion or those pro-
duced by Mme. Oates. Manager Ford statas
that his house "can be emptied in ten minutes."
It is safe to assume that it never has beer.
